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RESIDENTS OF THE area, even 
the oldtimers, can't recall offhand 
when the area has suffered through 
such a prolonged spell of sub-freez­
ing weather as has had a grip on this 
section of the state since before 
Christmas

Our assumptions in December, 
that perhaps we were having our 
cold weather earlier than usual and 
getting it out of the way. have 
proven to have just been wistful 
thinking, as that early cold siege has 
been followed by another and 
another.

We hear reports virtually every 
day about pipes of some kind 
freezing which had never frozen 
before. "They never had frozen 
before in 25 years I ’ve lived there,"  
was a comment heard over coffee 
this week.

Farmers with cotton crops still in 
the fields, as well as others hindered 
by the weather have been given «n 
“ enforced vacation," and some of 
them are beginning to get "cabin 
fever" from the prolonged cold 
spell.

We told some people this week that 
the local area, if it had the slopes 
and the snow, could have hosted a 
pret’ y decent ski season for the past 
month. Guess we'll have to import 
some snow, or get a snow machine, 
and set up out at the draw.
, The weather we’ve had lately 
would make Pittsburgh's weather 
look good Well, almost.
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WHILE TABULATING the yearly 
construction figures this week for 
calendar year 1978, we discovered 
some interesting figures which we 
thought we would pass along to our 
readers.

During the past 20 years, 
construction within the city limits of 
Friona has totalled 118 166,500. or an 
average of $908,300 per year, a 
pretty healthy clip.

Although construction in Friona 
during the past year was off 
somewhat, the building figures, 
tallied each year from building 
permits issued by the City of Friona, 
show that a total of 391 new homes 
have been built in the city during the 
past 15 years, an average of 26 new 
homes per year during that period.

The new home figures do not 
include the 60-unit Friona Apart­
ments, or Saratoga Gardens. Nor do 
the construction totals include such 
installations as the feed yards, feed 
mill, grain elevators, packing plant 
or new implement houses, all of 
which are outside the city limits, and 
all of which have been added during 
this 20-year span.

The building figures give a picture 
'of steady, orderly growth for Friona, 
and indicate that such type of 
growth probably will continue as we 
^conclude the 1970s decade and get 
ready for the 1980s

Slop Smoking Now!
STATISTICS SHOW IT'S NOT 

TOO LATE; FORMER SMOKERS 
REAP CIRCULATORY BENEFITS

Are you overworking your heart?

Did you know that the nicotine 
contained in cigarettes causes an 
increase in heart rate and elevation 
of the blood pressure? Therefore, 
cigarette smoking increases the 
work of the heart and the demands 
of the heart muscle for oxygen Also, 
the carbon monoxide in cigarette 
smoke combines with blood hemo­
globin and reduces it* capacity to 
carry oxygen.

The consumption of twenty or more 
cigarettes daily is associated with 
a higher risk of having a heart 
attack (about three times that in 
nonsmokers). The risk of a heart 
attack is much less in pipe nicotine, 
but recent evidence indicates that 
the risk in these individuals is still 
greater than in nonsmokers One 
must conclude that abstention from 
cigarettes can improve longevity in 
many int'Xftflfea!*. although it is 
gratifying that the available data

indicate that form er c igarette 
smokers experience little if any 
added risk of coronary disease over 
nonsmokers Thus, the danger does 
not appear to persist if the smoking 
is stopped A direct cause-and-effect 
relationship between cigarette 
smoking and the presence of 
coronary artery disease has not 
been definitely established, but 
cigarette smoking (by increasing 
the heart's oxygen demands) 
increases the frequency of chest 
pain, heart attack, and sudden death 
in patients who already have 
coronary heart disease

Re-Elected 
As Speaker
Representative Bill Clayton of 

Springlake became the first man in 
history to be elected to a third 
successive term as speaker of the 
Texas House of Representatives.

Clayton's election was a highlight 
of the opening day's activities of the 
66th Legislature, and was more or 
less a foregone conclusion, since two 
other representatives who had at 
one time mentioned the speaker’s 
position pulled in their horns and 
declined to run.

The final vote on the speaker was 
137 votes for Clayton and eight 
against.

In his first address to the 66th 
Legislature, Clayton said " I  know 
we will face some of the hardest 
decisions ever. I know it will take a 
miracle to accomplish all we need in 
140 days, particularly in light of tax 
relief on one hand and additional 
services on the other.

"But you know, I believe In 
miracles. We can overcome the 
doubt, overcome the pessimism, 
overcome the anxiety, and produce 
the miracle of accomplishment the 
people of this great state so rightly 
deserve,”  Clayton said.

Only one other person in the 
history of Texas state government 
has served three terms as speaker of 
the House of Representatives, but 
they were not consecutive. M D K 
Taylor of Bonham was speaker of 
the 1859.1863 and 1873 sessions of the 
legislature.

Clayton was first elected to the 
state legislature from the 74th 
district in 1962. to replace the 
retiring Jesse Osborn of Muleshoe. 
He has been re-elected every term 
since, and was first elected as 
Speaker of the House in 1975.

Clayton is a life-long resident of 
this area, and farms in the 
Springlake area.

1979 Agricultural
Census Is Underway

The 1978 Census of Agriculture 
gets underway this week with the 
mailing of report forms to all farms 
and ranches in the 50 states, the 
Bureau of the Census, U S . 
Department of Commerce, an­
nounced today.

Farmers and ranchers are being 
asked to report on their agricultural 
operations during 1978 This 1978 
census, the nation's 21st farm census 
in a series that started in 1840, will 
update data most recently obtained 
in 1975 for 1974 operations. 
Information will be sought on all 
agricultural operations.

With report forms for the 1978 
census drastically reduced from the 
22 pages of the last census, most 
agricultural operators will receive a 
four page form in the mail, and 
about 20 per cent will receive a 
five-page version. The overall time 
required by farmers to complete the 
form has been reduced by more than 
one-third

The census will continue to 
monitor trends in domestic owner­
ship and control of land. The last 
census showed a five-year gain in 
the number of U S. corporate farms 
from 22,000 to 29,000. the amount of 
acreage they farmed rose from 80 to 
97 million acres, and the value of 
their farm products rose from $6 
billion to $14 billion 

The census asks whether the farm

is operated by a family or 
individual, a partnership, a family- 
held corporation, an investor-owned 
corporation with more than 10 
stockholders, or some other legal 
entity such as cooperative, estate or 
trust, grazing association, etc.

The apparent increases in foreign 
ownership of land has raised 
questions in the Congress and with 
business and agricultural groups In 
1974 a Department of Commerce 
survey showed about 5 million acres 
of the nation's one billion acres of 
farm land were owned by foreign 
interests, or less than one-half of one 
per cent of the total. The new farm 
census will measure the increase 

As in earlier censuses, informa­
tion obtained about farming opera­
tions will be published for each of 
more than 3,000 counties with 
agricultural operations, for each 
state and for the entire nation 

Each report form will have a 
control number printed on the 
address label Because response is 
required by law (Title 13. U S. 
Code), each control number must be 
accounted for by the Bureau of the 
Census. Follow-up letters will be 
sent to non-respondents. Everyone 
who receives the agriculture census 
report form should answer the first 
four items and as much more of the 
report as applies, and return it, so 
that it will not be necessary to spend 
more tax money on obtaining a 
response.

Despite careful screening of the 
mailing lists used, some persons not 
engaged in agricultural activities 
will receive report forms. Those 
persons should return the form with 
that fact noted in order to stop 
additional mailings 

The 1978 Census of Agriculture 
will be conducted as follows:

-A ll respondents will be asked to 
report either from their records or 
by estimate, the following informa 
tion: amount of farm acreage by 
type of ownership, land use; 
acreage, production, and sales of 
crops; inventory, number sold, and 
sales value of livestock and poultry; 
and selected characteristics of farm 
operators and farm management 

-About 20 per cent will receive an 
additional page seeking answers to 
value of land and buildings; selected 
production expenses; selected farm 
equipment; hired farm labor; 
fertilizer and pesticide use; and 
petroleum fuel usage and storage 
capacity

Congress and Federal agencies, as 
well as agricultural and business 
organizations, universities and other 
groups rely on this information to 
develop and revise farm programs 
Individual farmers may benefit 
from a railroad allocating storage 
cars during grain harvest, or from 
farm machinery or bulk fertilizer 
dealerships being located in new 
areas of farm development 

Stressing that publication of its 
data will be accomplished more 
speedily in this census, Bureau 
officials are setting October 1979 as 
the beginning data issuance dead­
line for more than 3,000 individual 
counties They expect to publish the 
additional volumes of statistical 
information for the state and nation 
within the following two years 

Census officials also point to these 
features of the 1978 census;

A second copy of the report form 
which the respondent can complete 
and keep for his own records.

-The option of receiving major 
county data merely by checking a 
box on the form,

-A  time extension which will be 
granted farmers who request it 

-An improved mailing list, and a 
“ Were You Counted."  campaign for 
any farmer inadvertently omitted.

The law which r t q u im  farm er* to
answer tlie census Hem* a\*o
protects the privacy of answers 
Since 1900. census report forms have 
been confidential by law They may 
be seen only by sworn Census 
employees and may be used only for 
statistical totals. Even other 
government agencies cannot obtain 
or use the reports made by any farm 
operator Neither can anyone use 
legal means to obtain a copy of the 
report retained by the operator in 
his files.

Farm operators who do not 
receive a form during the first week 
of January should request one from 
the Bureau of the Census, 1201 East 
10th Street. Jeffersonville, Indiana 
47132.

Building Totals Fall Off In ’78
Construction in Friona during the 

calendar year 1978 fell to the lowest 
tn this decade, according to figures 
released this week by the City of 
Friona

Undoubtedly affected by inflation 
and high construction costs, the 
building totals for 1978 came to just 
1630,700 This was down approxi­
mately 1370.000 from the previous 
year's total of $1,000,250, and was the 
lowest total since 1971, when 
building permits totalled $569,000

The total number of permits 
issued. 39. was lowest since only 33 
permits were issued in 1974.
New home construction, which

always sets the pace in building 
starts, was very close to the
previous year's total. The decline 
came In the n on -res ld en tla l 
category.

During 1978. a total of 13 new 
homes were started, which had a 
total value o f $478,800. This 
compared to 14 permits in 1977, for 
construction valued at $489,800

Only three non-residential build­
ing permits were issued during the 
year They were for a new Sonic 
Drive In restaurant, an addition to 
Ptggly Wiggly Super Market, and a 
new office for Brookfield Drilling,

Health Tests Are Offered Residents
A Team of U S. Public Health 

Service personnel will visit Bovina, 
Texas from January 5 through 
March 1, 1979 to conduct the Health 

il B'“ l»t^utritu>n Examination Survey, 
Asignad to gather valuable statis­
tical information on the Aalth  of the 
American people. The survey, a 
program of the National Center for 
Health Statistics, is part of a 
continuing national program first 
authorized by Congress in 1956 

Over a three year period 28.000 
individuals, ages 6 months through 
74 years, will be asked to participate 
in the study. Bovina is one of 65 
areas scientifically selected to 
produce a representative sample of 
the total population of the United 
States Approximately 532 residents 
of Parmer County who fall into a 
statistical representative sample of 
the area, will be offered a free 
physical examination

On January 8. 1979, interviewers 
from the Bureau of the Census and 
the U.S. Public Health Service 
began to call on persons selected in 
this area to solicit their participation 
and arrange an appointment. 
Examinations will be given in the 
survey's mobile Health Examina­
tion Center, which will be located on 
the Parking lot of Bell & Kettle 
Restaurant. Route 60 (adjacent to 
Sands Motel), Bovina 

Transportation to and from the 
Center will be provided to 
participants at no cost In addition to 
a general examination and labora­
tory work-up. participants will be 
tested for heart and lung conditions,
