OVER THE EASTER weekend, we
visited some o f our relatives who live 
in Vernon, and saw their tornado 
damage first hand.

The Chief o f Police at Vernon, 
Wayne Hendrix, is a cousin o f ours, 
and he gave us some interesting facts 
concerning ihe storm cloud which hit 
the North Texas community. O f the 
three communities h it (Vernon, 
W ich ita  Falls and Law ton, 
Oklahoma), Vernon considered itself 
the "luck iest," since the funnel hit 
just the southeast corner o f the city.

Although a law officer spotted a 
funnel on the ground about 13 miles 
south o f Vernon (and this one ap­
parently wcnt back up into the 
cloud), the lawmen watching the 
cloud never saw a funnel again before 
the cloud hit the city.

Luck ily , the police chief had 
decided to sound the storm warning 
about ten minutes before the storm 
hit, even though they had not seen a 
funnel.

My cousin told me that his depart­
ment had caught flack in the past for 
sounding the siren when no tornado 
developed. A few years ago, lawmen 
spotted a funnel cloud that looked 
menacing and sounded the warning. 
The tow n 's  senior graduation 
ceremony was in progress, and was 
interrupted by the warning As it 
happened, the tornado did not touch 
down in the city.

"W e got a lot o f complaints about 
sounding the warning, and Interrup­
ting the graduation program,'' H ra- 
drix told us.

This, plus the fact that the Vernon 
area has so many potential storm 
clouds during the spring, had caused 
the residents to become a little  
careless about tornado warnings. But 
the appearance o f the "real th ing" 
last Tuesday w ill probably change 
that attitude for a while.

The cleanup operation in Vernon 
had progressed very smoothly when 
we were there this past Saturday. The 
officials seemed to have everything 
pretty well organized.

But, there had to be some federal 
agencies involved, due to the disaster 
programs involved, and our cousin 
indicated that these people, trying to 
be sure everything, was done accor­
ding to regulations, had made things 
somewhat harder to coordinate.

We have heard o f folks in our area 
who had relatives killed at one or the 
other o f the places which were hit by 
the killer tornadoes. This brings such 
an event a little "closer home." even 
though we are separated from that 
area by a number o f miles

ANOTHER COUSIN that we visited 
on Easter, Don E llis , lives in 
Roosevelt. K iowa C ounty, 
Oklahoma. He is on the board of 
d irectors o f  the ru ra l electric 
cooperative which serves four or five 
counties in that area.

Their electric cooperative had lost 
about 240 power line poles in the 
storm that hit the area last week

In the Vernon area, the fields on 
the outskirts o f town were littered 
with steel, and parts o f machinery 
from the implement company that 
was leveled by the storm. Farmers 
were having to clear their fields in 
order to get ready for planting time.
