FRIONA'S SCHOOL BOARD, and
Superintendent of Schools Tom
Jarboe, did a tremendous *‘selling
job’" for the local area, when they
met with representatives of Moody's
Investors on October 27 in New York
City

As a result of that meeting, the
school district received an ‘A"’ rating
on the $1.4 million in bonds, and this
was beneficial to the school and its
taxpayers in the long run. This rating
was an advancement of two places
from the school's previous bond
rating

The improved rating will save the
school district anywhere from
$150,000 to $200,000 through the 16
year bonded indebtedness

Although the interest rate on the
bonds was higher than the school
officials would have liked, this
improved rating will partially offset
the interest upswing

It was pointed out that wives of
the school board members, and of
Superintendent Jarboe, accompanied
them on their trip to New York. It
was a once in a lifetime trip, so they
decided to share it with their wives

But Jarboe asked us to point out,
and we are happy to do so, that the
expenses involved in taking the wives
were paid by the individuals, and not
by the school

Supt. Jarboe said it was an
enjoyable trip, especially in light of
the accomplishments. **“New York is a
good place to visit, but | don’t think
any of our group is ready to pull up
stakes and move up there,'’ he said

We salute the board, and
Superintendent Jarboe, on a job well
done. They still have the bulk of their
work in front of them, however, in
terms of bidders and then the actu

THE SUSAN B. ANTHONY dollar
has had a less than illustrous career
It was announced this week that the
controversial dollar coin, introduced
16 months ago, is still far from
gaining the acceptance which the
government had hoped it would

Of the 850 million coins minted,
only 300 million are now in
circulation. The rest of the coins are
in Federal Reserve and U.S. Mint
vaults, and production on the coins
has come to a standstill

The government, it is said, has
spent almost $600,000 on a
nationwide promotional campaign,
and is experimenting with ways to
make the dollars more appealing

Businessmen complain that the
coin looks and feels too much like a
quarter, and if you have had any of
the “'Susie’’ dollars, you know what
they mean. The U.S. Treasury
Department is considering minting a
nmew version, perhaps using an alloy
that would give the coin a gold color,
and placing an eagle on the back with
a large raised numeral *‘1"

The only trouble with using an
alloy is the fact that most alloys
which would be used might turn the
coin a sickly green after a short use
but experts are working on this
problem and say they have a solution

The government, it is said, isn't
just being stubborn in wanting to
replace dollar bills with dollar coins
It costs two cents to print a dollar bill,
which lasts only an average of
eighteen months in circulation

The cost for minting the dollar coin
is around three cents each, and the
average life for a coin is 15 years
This would be an annual savings of
$50 million

We're all for saving money
Hopefully the government will come
up with a better alternative than the
Susie dollar
