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AT A TIME WHEN we are being 
asked by our national leaders to cut 
down on expenses, the U.S. Postal 
Service is planning new, costly 
programs with which to yoke the 
users of the mails.

First off, the Postal Service plans 
to ask for a rate increase from 15 
cents to 20 cents on one ounce of first 
class mail. That’s a flat 33-1/J per 
cent increase in postage, and will 
affect all mailers, large or small.

Although the Postal Service argues 
that the United States has the lowest 
postal rate of any of the major 
countries, it is almost mind-boggling 
to realize how swiftly the rates have 
escalated in recent years

As it now stands, you can make a 
telephone call between Friona and 
Bovina, one minute, for ten cents or 
less (we have had several for eight 
cents). You can call, Friona to 
Flereford for under 20 cents.

Looks as though the postal service 
may be trying, purposely, to cut 
down its volume by forcing mail users 
to use the mails less and the telephone 
more.

But there is a certain amount of 
mailing which has to be done, and 
users of the mails will end up paying 
through the nose for first class mail, 
if the latest proposal goes through.

Then, the U.S. Postal Service is 
plotting to add four numbers to our 
zip code system, giving everyone a 
nine-digit zip code number

Almost anyone could figure thai 
this little  question  will add  up  to  m ore 
cost, less service and more red tape 
Guess who's getting stuck with the 
bill as usual. ..YOU (us), good old 
Middle America.

The nine-digit zip code is being 
touted as a ‘‘money saver” for the 
post office because a computer 
system will be set up to do the mail 
sorting and do away with a number of 
employees.

Car. you imagine the mess our mail 
will be in, if a computer is put in 
charge of it? Flave you ever had any 
experience complaining to a 
computer? And after the machinery is 
installed, how many employees do 
you think will be eliminated? 
Probably none.

Individuals who write letters can 
simply refuse to use the large number 
on their envelopes, because the 
computer will not work on 
handwritten addresses anyway. It 
only works on typed mailing labels.

Publishing firms, magazines, mail 
order companies and businesses 
which have extensive mailing lists will 
be under the thumb of the Postal 
Service, because they depend on the 
post office for their second class 
mailing permits.

It will cost these companies into the 
millions of dollars to rework their 
mailing U-ts. buy new postage meters, 
etc., to implement the nine-digit zip 
code system. Guess who will have 
these costs passed along to them? 
You're right again....it's YOU, the 
consumer of Middle America.

Now, for the final coupe de grace. 
In order to make cutbacks for budget 
purposes, and attempt to go along 
with President Reagan's budget 
recommendations, the Postal Service 
says it will “ probably" have to 
eliminate Saturday mail deliveries

Isn't that about average? Here, the 
postal authorities have proposed (I) 
an inflationary increase on the cost of 
postage and (2) a mind-boggling, 
nine-digit zip code system, which 
even the computers won't 
understand, and top it all off with a 
proposal for less service.

When you think of all the Monday 
holidays the postal service has (one 
just this week), you'll realize that we 
will be faced with only four days of 
mail service many weeks in the year.

After you've had time to digest this 
prospect, I think you'll agree that it's 
time to write your congressman 
again

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Manufacturer Warns Of 
Defective Control Mechanism

The manufacturer of "Unitrol” 
fuel control mechanisms used on 
certain liquid propane gas water 
healers is renewing its efforts to 
publicize and correct a potential 
defect which may cause severe burn 
injuries and deaths resulting from 
explosion and fires

Since 1954, when the fuel controls 
first were sold to hot water heater 
manufacturers, there have been at 
least 48 deaths and 89 severe burn 
injuries from explosions of water 
heaters equipped with these gas 
controls.

The program to replace the old gas 
controls with new ones is being 
conducted by Robertshaw Controls 
Company of Richmond. Va., in 
cooperation with the U S. Consumer 
Product Safety Commission. The 
manufacturer also is reissuing a 
national alert to warn consumers of 
the severe risk posed by continued use 
of water heaters equipped with the 
controls.

The warning covers the “ Unitrol’' 
model 110 and model 200 gas controls 
used to regulate the flow of LP 
(liquid propane) gas to water heaters. 
These controls, manufactured by 
Robertshaw *s Grayson Controls 
Division of Long Beach. Ca . about 
23 years ago. contain a potentially 
defective valve which can cause a leak 
and subsequent explosion and fire

Approximately 1,000 of the 
potentially defective controls still are 
believed to be in use nationwide 
Many of these controls may be found 
on water heaters located in rural 
areas, such as in homes, on farms, in 
vacation or weekend homes, or in 
hunting or fishing camps. (LP gas 
commonly is used to fuel appliances 
in rural areas due to the unavailability 
of natural gas lines.)

The protentially defective controls 
were sold to approximately 110 water 
heater manufacturers from 
December, 1954. through February, 
1957. The controls include Unitrol 
models 110 and 200, showing any 
date code which includes the letters W 
or X, or the letter combinations LV. 
AY, BY or CY.

Consumers can identify the 
affected units by looking for 
“ Unitrol 110“ on the face of the 
control, or for “ Unitrol 200” on the 
temperature dial on the front of the 
control. The controls are located near 
the bottom of the water heater Date 
codes are stamped next, to the gas 
pilot outlet which is located on the 
bottom side of the control and to the 
nght Use of a small mirror will aid 
consumers in reading the date code 
more easily.

On the Conservative (or evangelical 

side), scholars have traditionally 
reasoned that because prophecies 
have been fulfilled, because the Bible 
is scientifically accurate, because 
miracles happen, and because the 
Bible produces radical changes in 
lives, it is the word of God, and yet 
despite such legitimate and forceful 
proof, people don’t seem to be 
standing in line to accept the Bible as 
the word of God.

A Pastor of a large Southern 
California Church and life-long 
student of the Bible makes this 
observation, and he offers this 
alternative. The Bible is the word of 
God Therefore, prophecy has been 
fulfilled, miracles have taken place, 
scientific statements are correct and 
lives have been transformed.

In other words he maintains that it 
is difficult to convince someone who 
does not believe in Jesus Christ as the 
son of God in the first place that the 
Bible is the word of God. Why? 
Because “ the natural man receiveth 
not the things of the spirit of God: for 
they are foolishness unto him: neither 
can he know them, because they are 
spiritually discerned (I Corinthians 
2:14)

Therefore should we not remove 
the Bible from the struggle of the 
Conservative and liberal theologians 
and place it in the hand of the 
believer. Where it belongs. I say we 
can trust the Bible, “ I write to 
strengthen your faith. 1 want you to 
see what a marvelous book the Bible 
is, I want you to get more confidence 
in it—to believe it with your whole 
heart.”
