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WEBSTER’S DICTIONARY de-
scribes a “ hero" as "a man of great 
courage and nobility, admired for his 
exploits."

Who are your heroes? Who are the 
fellows and ladies that you have 
looked up to throughout your years? 
To some of us they are the people 
who have done great things for our 
country, made great discoveries such 
as the Salk vaccine or to some of us 
they are just the good guys in white 
hats who were always on the side of 
law and order

Who are the heroes of your 
children? Now that’s a completely 
different story.

Almost a year ago John Lennon 
was gunned down by a demented 
youth who claimed that John Lennon 
was his idol. A strange sort of Hero- 
worship, wouldn't you say?

This drug-using rock singer, John 
Lennon, was a hero to many of our 
country’s youth long before he met 
his death in the New York street, and 
has become even more martyred in 
the year since.

The public has been bombarded 
with press publicity, television shows 
and mementos which bear his 
likeness. How sad it is that our youth 
do not have more upstanding public 
figures in which to place their faith.

The Communist “ Daily News” 
and “ Pravda" papers have praised 
the Beatles many times for their 
impact on youth in America and their 
Communist message. A good 
example of this is their song which 
goes “ You don’t know how lucky 
you boys are back in the U.S.S.R."

It is sad that this talented young 
man met an untimely and violent 
death, but it is even sadder still, that 
our young people of America 
honestly believe that this was a man 
of love and peace. They couldn't be 
more wrong

Another drug-using rock singer of 
an earlier time has also become the 
center of a cult of hero-worship since 
his death Elvis Presley, known as the 
"King of Rock and Roll," was the 
epitome of the American dream, the 
Cinderella story...young man from 
humble beginnings makes his way to 
the top.

Unfortunately, the pressures at 
“ the top” made life too difficult for 
Elvis Presley But he did not forget 
his humble beginnings The songs he 
gave us were songs of the grass roots 
American people, their lives, their 
loves, their joys, their sorrows. He 
did not attempt to change our basic 
American way of life with his music.

While we are busy worrying about 
the possibilities of a nuclear war, 
armament vs. disarmament, etc., 
remember that years ago the 
communists declared that they would 
some day take our country without 
firing a single shot. When their 
emmisaries reside in our country and 
become heroes to our youth, then 
they are getting closer to 
accomplishing their goal

State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
Thursday sent checks totaling 596 4
million to 948 Texas cities as their 
share of the one per cent city sales tax 
for November.

The payment this month is $16.3 
million more than Texas cities 
received during a comparable period 
in 1980.

The payments push totals for Texas 
cities through November of this year 
to $614.7 million-a 16 6 per cent 
increase over payments for the same 
11-month period in 1980

In area cities several noticed a 
change in their amounts from last 
period.

Hereford’s payment this period 
resulted in $68,852 18 as compared to 
$79,066 93 at the same time last year

Although originally scheduled for 
the Municipal Auditorium, the 
commencement exercises have been 
moved to the coliseum because of the 
large response by graduating 
students.

summer session and about 500 more 
who will finish their degree 
requirements this semester will 
participate. More than 100 graduate 
students also are expected to attend.

With commencement participants 
usually bringing several guests, the 
university’s Convocations Committee 
switched the ceremonies from the 
auditorium to the coliseum to provide 
ample space for all. Ainsworth said a 
survey in one college indicated each 
graduate would bring six persons to 
the exercises.

The fall commencement was 
initiated this semester in response to 
requests of students, parents and 
alumni, as a way to better serve the 
growing number of graduates 
completing their degree requirements 
in August and December

Commencement speaker Smith and 
his wife, Ima, have been designated 
distinguished alumni of Texas Tech.

Smith served six years as state 
representative, six years as state 
senator, six years as lieutenant 
governor and four years as governor. 
When be became governor in I 969 he 
was the first Texan since the Civil 
W ar to move directly from lieutenant 
governor to governor by election

Dunng his tenure as the state's 
highest elected officer, more new 
state universities and medical and 
dental iraining facilities were 
established than under any other

Postal Officials Offer 
Christmas Mailing Tips

With the Christmas mailing season 
just ahead. Friona Postmaster 
Richard Wilson is offering tips for 
customers to assure that their cards 
and packages arrive on time and in 
good shape

In addition to shopping and 
mailing early, customers are urged to 
properly address cards and packages 
with the name, street number and 
name (or post office bo* number), 
and the city, state and Zip Code 
reserved for the last line.

“ It is also a good idea to put a slip 
of paper with the recipients name and 
address and your return address 
inside parcels, and be sure the 
addressing on the outside of the 
parcel includes your return address 
and Zip Code,” Wilson says.

Customers are also reminded to 
check the size of their envelopes 
before mailing Christmas and other 
holiday cards. Letter size standards 
require that envelopes be at least 3Vi 
inches high and 3 inches long to be 
accepted for mailing

The Postal Service is also asking 
customers to put an ounce of extra 
care into preparing parcel post and 
other packages for mailing Parcels 
will arrive at their intended 
destination in good shape if 
mailers will follow a few simple 
suggestions:

Cushion Make sure contents are 
well-cushioned and there is no empty 
space in the box. (Jse crumpled 
newspaper around the item- 
including all sides, top and bottom 
Commercially available foam shells 
or air-pocket padding also make good 
cushioning materials.

Don’t overwrap Just use your 
carton Brown paper and twine cord 
are not necessary. Paper can rip, and 
twine can become entangled with 
processing equipment

Seal properly: Close your parcel 
with orte of the three recommended 
types of tape, pressure sensitive, 
nylon-reinforced kraft paper, or 
glass-reinforced pressure sensitive.

Avoid smudges: Use smudge-proof 
ink for your addressing.

Locate addresses properly: Put the 
recipient's address in the lower right 
portion of the container Put your 
return address in the upper left hand 
corner Remove all other labels from 
the box.

Use Zip Codes: Be sure to include 
the ZIP Code in both the recipient’s 
and your return address.

Time it right Mail early in the 
month and early in the day This will 
help you avoid the rush.

Use the right service: irreplaceable 
items, cash and other valuables 
should be sent by registered mail.

If you run out of time: Priority 
mail affords First-Class handling for 
packages weighing over 12 ounces 
and up to 70 pounds Priority mail 
can be sent from any post office, 
station or branch or through rural 
carriers to any address in the U S. 
Priority mail can even be used for 
foreign mailings

The service is available with 
insurance, return receipt, COD, 
certificates of mailing and special 
delivery. Customers interested in 
priority mail should contact the post 
office for details.

County Food Show Is Set 
December 5 At Lazbuddie

The Parmer County 4-H Food 
Show will be held at Lazbuddie 
December 5 and 4-H members from 
the county will be participating in this 
food show,

Each entrant will prepare one dish 
for the show and these dishes should 
meet the minimum daily requirements 
for persons the age of the participant 
making the dish.

Each of the dishes will be judged 
on taste, temperature, texture, color 
and overall appeal Each contestant 
will be scored on their general 
knowledge of the dish and the basic 
food groups, as well as how the dish 
was prepared.

Each contestant will have to make 
up a menu for one day and each of 
the basic food groups will need to be 
represented in this menu.

A small percentage of the 
contestant’s score will also be based 
on the way the food is displayed.

Laura Jacobs, County Extension 
Agent for Home Economics, said the 
main objective of this type of show is
