“A land of living hell, where
death lurks behind each tree,
and only the lucky ones come
out alive,” is the way 21-year-old
Marine Corperal Vernon Weder-
brook, son of Mr. and Mrs. Pat
Wederbrook of Hereford, des-
cribes Guadalcanal during the
hectic days of occupation,

On August 7, Corporal Weder-
brook was launched on Gavutu,
a small island with only a block
and one-half of surface, locatea
between Guadalcanal and
lagi, His squadron was part of
the Third Battalion Second Ma-
rine Corps under Col. Hunt—and
their orders were to “mop up’
the island and report back

“And certainly none of us
suspected what awaited us on
this strange, tropieal island

“We went in under fire. The
first thing you do is dig a fox-
hole and then get set. We were
as naked as when we were born,
except for guns and knives
strapped about our waists.
