N ARTICLE about “Historle
Christmases” would be In-
complete without mention
of the firgt—and most his-
torle—Christmas of all. For
had It not been for certaln
events in the little town of
Bethlehem In Palestine some
centuries ago there would
bave been ao Christmas to be cele-
drated each year, hence no Christ-
mases to be characterized as “historle.”

What those events were hiave best
been recorded by “the beloved physl-
elan,” St. Luke, who, more than any
one of the four apostles who have
written the story of Christ, has given
the historiec background of those
events. And this is the story of that
first historle Christmas, as St. Luke
tells It:

servance did not begin at once, for the
very first evidence of a feast having
been held In honor of the birth of
Christ was In Egypt about he yeaf
200. Althougl the regu'ar observance
of Christmas began sometime In the
Fourth century, it was not unt!l the
Thirteenth century thet the celebra
tion became a general custom

It Is Interesting to note that the
first Christnras celebration In the New
world took place only a llttle more
than two months after that event
which Is usually referred to as “the
discovery” of Americe. Soon after
Christopher Columbus set foot upon
the soll of the New weorld he started
upon an exploration of the group of
islands which he had found. Durlng
this time he anchored hls ships In a
harbor of Haltl, to which he gave the
name of a saint whose day Is cele
brated on December 8 snd who In the
minds of children Is Inseparably con
mected with  Christmas day— St
Nicholaa

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The first Chrifstmas In the New
world—and surely It was a llstorle

one—was an eventful day for Colum
bus and his men. They spent It In a
valn effort to save the flagshlp, the
Santa Marla, which had been beached
on Christmas eve. Finding that thel:
efforts were doomed to fail, they took
what goods they could from the ship
and carrled them on board the Nina.
Since thls vessel was too small to
carry all those who had been on board
the flagship, Columbus found It neces
sary to leave some of his men In a
fort which was bullt on an island and
which In honor of the season was
called Le Navidad, “The Natlvity.”
Although Christmas was, no doubt,
celebrated by the early Spanish and
French settlers In the New world,
there 18 no record of any outstanding
events on that day connected with
these settlements which would make
thelr Christmas celebration worthy of
the characterization of “historic.”
Christmas must also have been a joy
ful occaslon for the sgettlers of the
first English colony at Jamestown, Va.,

even amidst the privations and
troubles of the early days of that
colony. For they doubtless brought

with them the English tradition of the
Old country Yuletide with all of Its
feasting and merrymaking,

Quiie different was the first Christ
mas of that other English colony
fohnded “on the stern and rock-bound
const” of New England, The Pilgrim
tathers landed from the Mayflower at
Plyfiouth on December 21, 1620, But
Christmas day that year brought with
it mo thought of revelry or gayety
there Englishmen. This first Christ
mas day found them without shelter
from the plercing winds, since the day

to

before was Sunday and no one was
allowed to labor and disturb the
sonctity of the Sabbath even for the

rrrpose of bullding some sort of shel
ter from the lcy blasts of a New Eng

Innd winter. So, Instead of observing
Chtlstmas In any such manner as
threlr descendants do, these ploneers

ce'ehrated the day with the swinging
of axes, the felling of trees and the
c'earing of ground upon which their
rade log eabing were to stand,

England came around there was no
Joyous celebration, for still another
eason.
