The tests were to determine
a satlsfactory method of pre-
paring sausage for freezing to
provide maximum stability, ap-
earance, and palatablility. It had
been found that fresh frozen
pork sausage developed rancid-
ity after relatively short periods |
of storage at temperatures of 0
and 15 degrees F. |

Thiee lots of sausage from the |

same Initlal stock were identi-
cally prepared except for seas- |
oning ingredients. One lot was

seasoned with sage, pepper, su- |
gar, and salt. Another contained |
sage, pepper, and sugar only,i
and the third contained no sea-
soning. Samples were prepared
from all lots, frozen at zero de-
grees, placed in storage at that
temperature, and every 30 days
portions were removed from |
each lot and submitted to chem- |
ical as well as taste tests.

At the end of three months it
was noted that the sausage
which contained salt had deter- ‘
lorated In appearance, flavor, |
and odor. Taste tests indicated
similar deterioration, and
chemlical examinations con~ |
firmed these indications.
