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Della Plain And Mayshaw

When Floyd County was a growing county, there were
four towns beginning to build. Two of these towns were
Della Plain and Mayshaw. They were doing quite well in the
beginning of this growing county. Now they no longer exist.

T. J. Braidfoot had a dream. One of these towns, Della
Plain. was that dream. In the early summer of 1886 Mr.
Braidfoot of Baylor County drove his herd of cattle o Floyd
County, looking for a new range for them. Here his dream
began: a town to grow and become the county seat of Floyd

County.

He located a school section in what was thought to be the
center of the county, but there were problems from the
start. First, the land was imperfectly surveyed, and .als_o the
wells had to be drilled very deep to get water. This is the
only part of the county that has never had a good water

supply.

Soon Mr. Braidfoot realized that he did not have enough
money to undertake to build a town, and he formed a
partnership with Colonel J. R. McLain, whom he had known
in Baylor County. Colonel McLain was a wealthy, energetic,
and aggressive man. He shared Mr. Braidfoot's dream of a

future large city on the Llano Estacado.

At another time Mr. Braidfoot saw that he could not
support his share of the partnership and sold all of his shares
in the blocks of land, but he later was able to buy back a

large interest in the town.

In order to attract the people needed to make their dream
of building the town a reality, plans were made as soon as
possible to lay out a town square and construct a building.
The lumber had to be hauled from Wichita Falls, 175 miles
away, a long and very expensive journey because it had to
be hauled by wagons drawn by oxens. The building, located

Dear Editor

A great deal of information has been supplied to the news
media in recent weeks concerning the various educational
programs now pending before the legislature. I want to
share with you and your readers the impact of the program I
support. Therefore 1 have listed below the present amount
of state aid received this year by the districts in your area,
compared with the state aid that would be provided to your
schools under my proposal when fully implemented:

South Plains, Current State Aid--$8,000; Proposed State
\id--$9,000

Dougherty
\id--$23,000

One of the main thrusts of my program is to equalize tax
paver effort. With limited state dollars, some districts of
average or better than average wealth or taxing ability
would not receive increased state aid, but would not be
penalized in reduced state aid. Such distriets are not listed
above

No school district in Texas would be required to increase
local taxes to pay for any part of my plan except those
wealthier districts which would need to increase their effort
to provide for any teacher salary increase approved by the
legislature

The time has come to substantially equalize educational
opportunities and taxpayer efforts in the state system of
public education. If we do not, I can assure you that the
courts will. We have as choices a legislative solution or a
court-ordered solution. | prefer--and think the vast majority
of Texans prefer-legislative action now. It can be done in
this regular session of the legislature, within available state
revenues and without new taxes.

It is my feeling that the citizens served by your
newspaper should have the above information and 1 would
appreciate your making it available as soon as practical.

on the north side of the public square, was not finished for
several months because there was not enough lum!nr for !.ho
floor and not enough shingles to finish the roof. This building
was used as a public meeting place and a home for
newcomers until they had homes of their own. Another store
building was erected on the west side of the square, and
gradually homes were built in various directions from the
square. The homes of Della Plains were either “erected or
excavated.” Erected homes were made of sod; excavated
ones were dugouts.

The most pretentious building in Della Plains was a large
square topped building located on the southeast corner of
the square which was used as a hotel by Mr. Braidfoot.

Gradually people began moving into the small but growing
town. Mr. J. S. McLain, known as “Jim", who was a nephew
of Colonel McLain, had arrived in 1887. He built a half
dugout fourteen feet by twenty feet and two feet deep, for a
home for his family. The town was named for his daughter,
Della. Della married E. C. Fullingin in April 1890, and they
moved to the Harmony settlement. In 1958 Della died at the
age of 84.

K.\‘eg Bradford moved with his family to Della Plain in 1887.
North of the public square he built a home of adobe and
cedar posts. The posts were put together in a standing
position like a stockade. The house was covered with timber
and sod, and the walls were lined with wagon sheets. After
about two years he moved with his family to Hale County
near Plainview.

The first road in Floyd County was made by pulling a log
behind a wagon. The road was from Della Plain to Plainview.

On January 6, 1887 the Della Plain Post Office was
established. Mail was brought from Estacado, the Quaker
settlement in Crosby County. Jim McLain delivered the mail
once a week in a mail hack. R. E. L. McLain, the son of
Colonel McLain, was the assistant postmaster. He and his
family lived in a dugout.

The arrival of J. C. White and his family in Della Plain in
1888 was a great event in the new town, not only because
Mr. White was a blacksmith, whose services were badly
needed, but also because he had three daughters who added
much to the social activities. To show their welcome the
people of Della Plain built a sod blacksmith shop for him as a
gift. He used this shop for only one year and in late 1889 he
decided to join his son-in-law in business in the new town in
Lockney. He tore down the shop and took the lumber with
him to Lockney. “The Della Plain people did not look with
favor upon Mr. White's removal.”

Beginning in 1898 the first public school in Floyd County
was taught in Della Plain. T. J. Braidfoot, A. V. McCracken,
and Jim McLain were the trustees. Colonel McLain built a
house and furnished it for the school without charge. Miss
Emma Lewis from Estacado was the first teacher; she was
paid thirty dollars a month for a three month term. The
enrollment the first year was fifteen, but by the next year it
had increased to twenty. W. M. Massie, who later
established the first land office in Floydada, was the teacher.
He was paid forty dollars a month, part of which was in
cedar posts.

R. J. Miller came to Della Plain in 1889 as the first doetor.

In November, 1888 the people of Della Plain were given
the chance to vote in Floyd County.

T'he first dance was held on Christmas Eve night in 1888 in
an old store building. The dance was broken up by a fight
between a young boy and a man, but the people didn't let
this discourage them. They went to T. J. Braidfoot's hotel
and continued the fun. Music was provided on a homemade
fiddle made by J. C. White. Some of the songs played were
“Old Dan Tucker,” "Devil's Dream,” and"Arkansas
Traveler.”

Dock Wilson and his brother Britt came in 1888, Dock
built a store and stocked it with a hundred dollars worth of
merchandise, mostly tobacco, canned goods and small wares.
“The wants of the modest and infrequent customers were
not difficult to satiate.” In the spring of 1889 the Wilsons left
and the Davis brothers took over the store.

In January, 1889 the first newspaper in Floyd County, the
Della Plain Review, was started by R. E. L. McLain, but the
paper was not published after August 1891.

Thirteen new families came to Della Plain in 1889. One
who came was A. D. White who lived in the store building on
the north side of the square and used it also as a store and a*
post office.

In 1889 a Sunday school was organized by R. T. Miller.
The first sermon preached in Floyd County was at Della
Plain in August, 1890 by Reverend 1. B. Kimbrough, a
Baptist preacher. The first Methodist preaching was in a
dugout with Reverend J. H. Stegall as preacher.

In the spring of 1890 Reverend B. F. Fronaburger
established the “Male and Female Institute” with classes
taught from primary grades to college subjects. College
subjects taught were general history, composition and
