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Mythical Ciants Known to Eskimo as “Tornit”

The Tornit 18 a fabulous race which
the Central Eskimo belleve to be akin
to themselves, but much taller and
stronger, having very long arms and
legs and being able to toss huge
poulders as though they were pebbles.
The Akudnirmiut call them Tuniqd-
Juait, They lived with the Eskimo in
the stone houses larger than theirs, as
shown by the ruins that are still
pointed out. Under thelr long deer-
skin coats they carried lamps with
which to cook the meat of seals as
soon as they were kiiled. They could
make stone implements only, no bhows
or kalaks, but_these they stole from
the Esklino, who were afrald to de
tend thelr property until a young Es
kimo drilled a hole in the skull of one
of them who had ruined his knlak,
while the glant was agleep. The Tor-

nit then feared that they would all
bhe killed, and secretly stole away, cut
ting off the skirts of their coats and
tying up thelr hair so that they should
not be recognized It pursued.

The Greenland Eskimo belleved the
Tornit to be a mythical race of giants
who lived on the lce enp, and were
seen rarely hunting at the heads of

the flords. The Labrador Eskimo, like |

those of Hudson bay and Baflin-Land
imagine them to be more like them
selves.—Literary Digest
