]; Austin, Tex., Deec. 26.—Texas
| motorists will be given no ex-
| tension of time for the 1931
registration of motor wvehicles,
and the State Highway Patrol
will rigidly enforce all registra-
tion laws, L. G. Phares, chief of
the patrol, said Friday. Early
registration figures indicate that
motorists are waiting until the
last possible day for registra-
tion of vehicles, but a last day
rush will not be accomodated
with an extension of time as in
past vears, he warned.

This vear, under a ree2n¢ en-
actment of the Legislatuve, rez-
istration of cars for 1931 s legal
through December and January,
It 1s illegal to operate cars dur-
in. December with 1931 plates,
but legal to operate cars in Jan-
vusay with 1930 plates. In pre-
vious vears, it was illegal to op-
erate cars in January with
plates of the previous year, and
likewise illegal to operate cars
in December of the closing year
with the new year's plates Be-
cause of last minute ruzhes,
county officials in past vears
have granted illegal extensions
of time.

ANUARY S is the day on which Ameri
cans pay honor to the memory of An
drew Jackson and It |s eminently fit
ting that they should. For it Is the
anniversary of the battle of New Or
leans, fought on January 8, 1515, one
of the most brilliant victories in the
history of American arms I'his, In
brief, was “Old Hickory's
ment: With a force of less than ()

men, of whom about 2200 were actively
\ ged in the battle, he opposed a foree of near
Iy 10000 British, of whom more than T were
enguged, and utterly defeated the Hing W)
wounding 1400 and taking 500 prisoners, with a
loss of his men of exactly eight Killed and )

wounded !

While too much credit cannot be given o "Old
Hickory”™ and his froutiersmen for their achieve
ments, there were others whose share in that vie
tory should net go unnoticed. It is the purpose
of this article to add these little-known facts to
the famillar story of this famous battle

For instance, many Americans have only a
vague idea of the part played in that affuir by
Jean Lafitte. As a matter of fact there were
two Lafittes—Jean and Plerre, who were gentle-
men smugglers and privateers under the flag of
Colombia, as well as that of other nationalities,
They are commonly referred to as plrates, sl
though authorities differ as to the justness of that
characterization, for the dividing line between pri-
vateering and piracy In those days was a thin one
at best. The two brothers and their leutenants,
among the most prominent of whom were Domi
nique You and Reluche, had a fortified stronghold
not far from New Orleans and their operations
from that base soon brought them into confliet
with the United States and Louisiana nuthorities
Late in 1814 Plerre Lafitte was a prisoner in
New Orleans and Jean Lafitte was an outlaw with
4 price on his head.

Yet, when the British on thelr way to the at-
tack on New Orleans, sent Captain Lockyer as an
emissary to Lafitte, offering him lands, a cap
tainey in the British navy and a reward of £330,
00 If he would ald them In the expedition, Lafitte
delayed giving an answer and Immediately sent
word of the offer he had recelved to Johr Blanque,
1 member of the Louisiana legislature The ar
rival of his messenger caused a sensation, for it
s sald that this was the first Intimation of the
enemy's presence and plans against New Orleans.

Later Jean Lafitte wrote a letter to Governor
Claiborne, pointing out the strategic importance
of his stronghold and volunteering to defend it
against the invaders. The evidence as to what
followed 18 somewhat contradictory. but It seems
certain that Lafitte notified the British that he
would not join them and that he definitely cast
his lot with the Americans. At any rate when the
British started toward New Orleans on the morn
ing of January 8 the Baratarinns were much in
evidence. It 1s sald that Lafitte himself did not
participate In the battle, belng assigned. as he
had volunteered to do, to guard the entrance to
Barataria,

Some of his company, however, were sent to
Bayou St. John, others to Ft. Pike. while others
were In the thick of the battle itself. Two of
these, Dominigue Yon and Reluche. manned one
of the advantageously placed batteries. This was
battery No. 8 and so capably did they operate it
that General Jackson Is said by one authority to
have declared that with two more eannon like It
and men like Dominique to man them. he would
not hesitate to “storm the gates of hell”

“The general cannot avold giving his warm ap
probation of the manner In which these gentle
men have uniformly conducted themselves while
under his command and the ganllantry with which
they redeemed the pledge they gave at the open
Ing of the campalgn to defend the country. The
brothers Lafitte have exhibited the same cournge
and fdellty and the general promises that the
government shall be duly appraised of thelr con
duet” was Jackson's tribute to them.

More than that Lafitte helped in & way which
Is vouched for by no less a person than Andrew
Jackson himself. Part of the ordnance with
which the battle of New Orleans was won came
from the temple, as Lafitte's stronghold was
known. This consisted of 7.50 pistol fints. which
were put Into the militin muskets. without which
the wenpons wonld have been virtnally nseless.
Withowt this nrovidentiat supply ohtained from
the Baratarians our country would probably have
heen 1ost." General Jackson wrote In commenting
upon this service,

unpopular war, found that it had v eredit with
the leading bauking nstitgtions In this emer
gency James Monroe, then secrel of siate un
der President Madise mounted s horse and
rode 1o Georgetown Ihere e ed upon the
cashier of the B of Columbla, and to him
pledged his honor and bis personal fortune to the

repavigent of a loan If he would make it to the gov
ernment. The eashier promptly made the loan,
Juckson was supplied with the much-needed funds
and was able to go on to the splendid victory
which awaited him at New Orleans

How many Americans have ever heard the name
Capt. Samuel Chester Reid In connection with the
battle of New Orleans? Yet if it had not been for
him and his 9O men and for the stubborn tight

which they In a ttle merchant brig, carrying
only seven guns, put against three British war
ships, carrying 130 guns and 2000 men, in the

Azores Jackson might not have won his great
victory

In I1S14 he was o command of the Generul Arm
strong, a converted er ! brig, which had put
into the neutral port of Horta in the Azores for

provisions and tor epalrs which his ship had
suffered o o tropical ho ne. He was followed
there by a British squadron of three we irmed
vessels—the Plantagenet hip of the line. 74
guns; the Rota, a frigate, 38 guns; and the Car
nation, a brig, 18 guns, commanded by Admiral
Cochran who disregarded the fact that this was a
neutral port and placed his ships so as to block
the exit of the American vessel

Reld had observed the proper formalities upon
entering the port but Lhe S realized that e
was not to be allowed to depart from it unmo
lested, neutral port or not So battle grog was
served to all bands, the deck cleared for action

and otheers and wen remalned at their stations
throughout the night of Seprtember 26

Day brought a demand for surrender, which the
American curtly refused. Keld signaled that he
would insist upon his rights as a neutral I'he
enemy  Ignored this Soon the water swarmed
with bouts from the English craft, converging
upon the General Armstrong from ull directions,
Captain Reid’s warning that he would fire was
followed by action, and the British ultimately
put back with minor losses

Midnight nbrought the crisis.  Sinultaneonusly,
from the three English wuarships, twelve large
bouts put out. These mounted swivel guns nnd
carronndes and were manned with wellarmed vet
ernns. The Americans were fairly well seasoned,
but their tighting gear was not of the hest. Cap
tain Reld passed from gun to gun, cheering the
cannoneers and personally directing the shots

Three of the British boats were sunk with
heavy losses, but the guns of the Armstrong
conld not be served fast enough to account for
more. Besides, the enemy were all approaching
from the same direction, a fact which rendered
useless two guas on the port side of the brig

All at once a score of gruppling hooks were
thrust through the ports and over the rails of the
Genernl Arnmnstrong Then the British swarmed
up, armed with pistols and cutlnsses

“No quarter!” shouted the English officers and
the English sallors took up the cry. The defenders
of the General Armstrong fully realized thelr
plight. Each knew that he was at bay and bat
tled for his life. Back from the guns they sprang,
until they stood foot to foot at the center of the
ship.

Here was their one advantage. Long plkes
awalted thelr grasp us soon as they had emptied
thelr pistols.  Seizing these heavy lances, they
thrust at the boarders whose very numbers im
peded thelr progress. But after they were massed
s0 closely they had oo room to swing their cut
lasses sidewise, they raised them over thelr hends
and brought them down with grest, smashing
strokes. Then they tried a ruse, one man selzing
n plke while his fellows desperately sought to eut
down the wielder of the formidable wenpon Sev.
ernl of the Americans fell, although the discipline
of the defenders was unhroken

ened and Reld turned to his first mate,

Then he bade the crew of the “Long Tom” to
stand at posts, and ordered up a dozen other men

Wondering!y they strained at tackle blocks as he |

directed them to haul In the gun and dedress its
muzzle so as to fire through the Armstrong's hull
Fhis accomplished, he went to his quarterdeck
and, while an occasional British shot still sang
by, coolly superinteded the debarkation of most
of his crew

Authorities differ as to the final scene on the
ship, but it is said that Captain Reld returned to
the “Long Tom" and personally fired the shot
that crashed through the vitals of his ship and
let in the water. It Is certain that he was the
lust man over her slde I'he Armstrong settled as
his men pulled for shore, The enemy sent a party
to fire the brig, but this was merely a gesture

Determination not to surrender was the fixed
fdea that ruled Captain Reid In this affair. The
wenkness of the Portuguese garrison and the vas
cillating conduct of the governor must have con
vinced him that he had little to hope from neuw
tral protection, =0 he pinned his falth to the gal
lant band of fighting men who by now idolized
him,

Not far from the castle was a convent bullt of
massive blocks of stone. Reld sighted this as the
boatmen rowed him ashore. With litle formality
he led his men into the convent, Up ran the Amer
lcan fHag, and above the heavily barred gate was
aung the figurehead of his ship. He dared the
British to come and get him. It must be sald to
thelr credit that they wounld have been willing
to try, but their officers took counsel and appar
ently declided they had gone the limit In disre
garding international rules of warfare lesides
when they came to take toll of thelr losses, they
found all three of their ships damaged to such
an extent that they bad to return to their base
for repalrs,

The British squadron had been part of the expe
ditlon gathering at Jamalea to seize New Orleans
If the Genernl Armstrong bad been eaptured, the
vessel would have been made an asuxiliary of the
English fleet. Reld's exploit, more than any other
one factor, prevented the earlier arrival of Eng
lish reinforcements. Had they arrived (n time
the result of the battle of New Orleans might
have been vastly different from what It was
