It may be thought that iH-cause one 
knows nothing about what Is going 
on during the hours devoieil t» sleep, 
and because the body I* in a relaxed 
state, that posture while sleeping has 
no connection with posture during the 
waking hours. When It Is reallzeil. 
however, that seven or eight hours 
out of every twenty-four are usually 
Bt>ent sleeping or lying on a bed. and

The farm gar­
den produces vegetshles for Immediate 
i-oDtumptlou, and also for storage and 
for canning One of the most lni|M>r- 
tant advantages o f siuii a garden, 
however, is the fa it that It will yield 
vegetables for Immediate use. at the 
time when they are at their best.

I'lanniiig the garden is a most Im 
portsDt phase of Us maiingemeiit.

One Mfth o f an acre. pn>iM*r1y 
planned and uiulniged, will supply the 
needs o f the average farm fainllv. It 
Is suggesic.l that the garden he ar- 
raiigeil in stni.ght row* running north 
and south, and far enough niiart to 
penult the ii-e of a hor-e draw n cul­
tivator. Ka< h plant In a north and 
eouHi row rci'eives Hie muxiiiuim of 
sunlight.

'ITie rows should ta* arrangeil In the 
order o f the dates o f their planting to 
that on the maturing o f an early s**n- 
•on cn>p It may be replaced writh an­
other crop, and the entire garden kept 
In production throughout the season.

Fertilize Fruit Trees
Shortly Before Bloom

Nitrogenous fertilizer applications 
for fruit tri*es should be made two to 
three weeks before Mourn. The fertil­
izer does most good If It gets Into 
the tissue o f the tree early In the 
spring when it may liiMiietiee the size 
o f the leaves, the set o f fruit, the 
length o f shiMit growth, and Ihe de 
velopmeiit of fruit. s:ivs I ’rof.

Tliere Is no (dace where true char- 
seter la So clearly revealed aa at boiua.

1. Hla reception (v. S8). Jesus was 
rexeixed by Martha, as she was Hie 
bead o f the home. Jesus must have 
greatly ap|>recialed the fact that there 
wets one home in which he was wel- 
come.

‘J. .Mary sitting at Jesus’ f**et 
(v. Sii). She, with fine aidrllual dls- 
renimeiit, knew that sitting at the 
liord's feet and hearing hi* word wiia 
tiiat widi'b Would most please him. 
He was more concerueil with op(H>r- 
tunlty to reveal himself to human 
bearta than with the eating o f well 
pr*ti«red meals. Mary's way o f eii- 
tartalnlng Jesua was more acceptable 
than that o f Martha.

fi Martha cumbered about much 
serving (v. 40). Noth sisters loved the 
1.4>rd. It would be laiposalble to eay 
which loved the more, but Martha was 
bent on providing a fine meal for him. 
Ilex ause she was trying to do ao many 
things, she was on the verge o f dle- 
trucUoD, and found fault with Jesua 
for permitting Mary to leave the kitch­
en to listen to hla teaching.

4. Jesua* answer (vv. 41, 42). (a ) Ha 
rebuked Martha (v. 41). He did this 
most tenderly for he knew that aha 
lovexl him sincerely, (b.) Hefetids Mary 
(v  42.) He declared that but one 
thing was needful and that Mary had 
chosen that gx>od part which could 
not l>e taken away from her. Tlie one 
thing needful for every memlier of 
the race la a heart fur ttie Ixxrd which 
brings the Individual to Jesus to bear 
hla teaching.

H. Jesus Among Foee ( I I  ;14 N4).
I. Charged with being In league 

with the devil (vv. 14-23). Itelng un­
willing to receive him aa the Run of 
God and yet unable to account for 
hla mighty works, they declared that 
he was casting out demon* through 
I ’T^ltebub, the chief of the demons.

2. Itefusal to believe hla miracle* 
(vv. 2fi-,32). They asked for a sign to 
whirh he replied that they would have 
a sign from heaven In bis death and 
resurrection. He reminded them, how­
ever, that their request showed un­
belief surpaialng that o f tbe beatbeo 
queen o f the South and th* wicked 
people of Nineveh.

3. Wickedness denounced (vv. S7-M) 
Me pronounced all woes ui>on thnn* 
who were o[q><>slng him and seeking 
his destruction: three upon the I ’haii- 
■eea and three upon th* lawyers.

a. The Pharisee* (vv. 87-41). These 
he denounced fo r :

(1) Punctiliously ohaerving minute 
rites while at th* same time breaking 
the Ten ('oinmandments. They emro- 
fiilly lltheil the small hertis of the gar­
den while [iractlclng Injustice with 
their fellow men and withholding love 
from God. He pointed out ti- them 
their attending to these external ax-ta 
while their hearta were fllle<1 with 
wickedness. It was as absurd as 
merely washing the outside o f an un­
clean cup.

(2 ) Healre for public reiognlHon 
(v. 43). This Is a cwuimon *ln today. 
I.ove for titles of respect and positions 
o f prominence Is a very comrunn Bin.

(3 ) Feigning humility (v. 44). He 
'compared their hypocrisy to graves 
which are on the ground and may 
he stepped u|>on unconsciously by some 
one who would thus he defiled.

h. The lawyers (vv. 4V.M), The 
stricture* o f Jesus on the hypixeritical 
Pharlse4»s amusexl the lawyers, one of 
XXhorn Indignantly declared, "Thou re- 
tiroachest us also ’’ In reply to thU 
n irlst pronounced three woea upon 
them :

(1 ) For jilaclng burdensome re­
quirements upon the people to which 
they themselves wxiuld not submit 
(v. 4<l). Kellgious rite* should not be 
made Irksome. (2 ) For the murder o f 
Gtsl'i prophets (vv. 47-.Y1). He showed 
that their attitude toward him was the 
same es was ahown to the prophets 
by their fathers. Jesus declared that 
tlieir guilt was the same as that o f 
their fafliera and that their generation 
would he held re*|>onslbIe for all that 
the father* had done. (3 ) For keep­
ing back the knowledge o f God by 
false Interprctatlona o f th* Scripture 
(vv. S2M ).
