Sheriff Recovers 
Farm Equipment

Stolen farm equipment valued 
at over $6,000 waa recovered 
by Parmer County Sheriff 
Charles Lovelace Sept. 20.

Dennis Richards. 28, of Mel­
rose. was apprehended early 
last Thursday morning In con­
nection with the numerous thefts 
in Parmer and surrounding 
counties.

Richards Is being held by 
Portales officers pending action 
as a result of similar thefts 
of farm equipment in Roosevelt 
County. Lovelace reported.

The recovery of equipment 
came after Lovelace received 
a dp that one of the tanka had 
been sold. M. D. Ford, foreman 
of the R. Q. Silver thorn# farm 
near Hub. identified the tank in 
question aa the one taken from his

farm April 1.
The butane tank was traced 

through the salts records and led 
to the discovery of electric 
welders, pumps, engines and 
tanka taken earlier this year. 
Lovelace located the equipment 
on a farm near Melrose.

Among the recovered equip­
ment were a 500-gal. butane 
tank and tandem trailer taken 
from the Gilbert Watkins farm 
seven miles east of Farwell and 
a lake pump and engine taken 
from the A. L. Hartsog farm 
one • half mils from Watkins. 
Both were taken Sept. 14.

A flat tire foiled an at­
tempted theft of another tank 
Sept. 7, Lovelace said.

Practice Equals Safety
j No sane man would intentionally walk into the deadly cutters of 

a moving combine. Nor would an operator direct the swishing 
blades at another person.

But, with the opening of hunting seasons this fall, many people 
Will walk into the path of a rifle bullet fired by a fellow hunter. 
If each individual would use the same caution when handling f ire ­
arms as they use around their farm machinery, the number of 
hunting accidents would be greatly reduced.

There is a compelling necessity today for a 
bfehavior for the hunters who invade the farms 
Texas.
j Unless the hunters themselves develop appreciation of propei 

and improper hunting practices, increasing legal restrictions will 
be instituted and hunting as it has been and is now known will 
cease to exist.

Each hunter must take the responsibility to see that game laws 
are fair and reasonable and that they are obeyed by every man 
in the field. Each must actively support conservation efforts so 
that wildlife will be available for future generations--or even 
the latter part of his own life.

Above all. each hunter must pass along to our young people 
the skills and values which are necessary for the formation of a 
tfue outdoor sportsman--and the safety of human beings.

Good rules to follow are:
Always point the muzzle in a safe direction--the true gun 

expert is easy to spot b\ the way he handles his gun.
Be sure of your target--no trophy is worth an uncertain shot. 
Don’t point your gun at anything you don’t intend to kill--you 

might do just that— kill.

JANUARY SESSION TALKED—

Rep. Murray Watson of Mart 
suggests that Daniel set up a 
grass-roots committee of citi­
zens to bring In proposals for 
removing inequities in the new 
sales tax law for action at the 
special session.

Comptroller Robert S. Cal­
vert continues to explain the 
law. He ruled that the Amer­
ican Red Cross is exempt from 
the sales tax on Its purchases, 
since It Is an agency of the 
Federal government.

Calvert Is studying a request 
from some large industrial 
firms that they be allowed to 
be "d irect”  payers of the tax. 
Theory is that life would be 
simpler if they could keep rec­
ords and pay the tax once each 
quarter, Instead of paying It 
hundreds of times a day In the 
normal course of business.

TAX DOLLAR ANALYZED— 
Texas Legislative council has! 
taken a new look at where the 
State's tax dollar comes from 
and where It goes.

Study reveals that 32 per 
cent of It Is derived from the 
several types of sales taxes 
levied In the state. Including 
13.8% from the new 2% limited 
sales tax.

Oil and gas production and 
severance taxes account for 
19.1%, business taxes 11.4%, 
motor vehicle registration fees 
9.3%, state property taxes 4.1%, 
Inheritance tax 1.3%, others 
2.6%.

Motorists get tapped for 
33.9% of the tax dollar, Includ­
ing the motor fuel tax at 21.4%, 
the sales tax at 3%, and regis­
tration fees at 9.3%. Nine per 
cent comes from tobacco taxes 
and 2.2% from alcoholic bever­
age levies.

(Xir free public school sys­
tem Is taking 33.9% of the tax 
dollar. Highways and roads are 
next at 26.8%. Public welfare 
gets 13.8%. Higher education 
comes in for 9.6%, while 
health, hospitals and special 
schools account for 4.5%.

NEW FARM ROADS A P - , 
PROVED—A one year program 
calling for construction of 613 
miles of new farm to market 
roads costing $15,100,000 has 
been approved by the State High­
way Commission.

This was approximately half 
of the usual program authorized 
by the Commission, as the re ­
sult of Governor Daniel's veto 
of the $15,000,000 for this pur­
pose In the second half of the 
biennial appropriations bill.

Governor Daniel cut out the 
second year allocation In order 
that. more flexibility might 1* 
attained In providing mainten­
ance for the farm roads system.

Riethmayer of Friona for win­
ning the Conservation Farmer 
Award for 1961 in the Parmer 
County Soli Conservation D is­
trict.

Bob was recognized at the 
Seventh Annual Soil Conserva­
tion District Banquet In Bovina 
Saturday night for his work in 
soil and water conservation.

Even though a tenant farm­
er. Bob considered the extra 
expense and trouble of farm­
ing contoured and angled rows 
has paid off. The Increased 
water Intake on flat rows has 
more than paid for the trouble 
In increased yields ss well as 
controlling soli erosion.

He has s set of pumps to 
catch the excesi water from the 
end of hie rows end eome rain­
water.

Bob uses a crop rotation of 
one - third wheat, one-third 
grain sorghum and soybeans 
and one-third fallow. All res i­
dues ere worked into the soli 
to Increase the organic content 
of the soil and there Is ab­
solutely no burning of crop 
residues.

A system of underground 
pipeline consisting of four miles 
of concrete and plastic la lo­
cated so as to stop erosion 
and water loss for open ditches.

As has been proved over end 
over a good well rounded pro­
gram of soil and water con­
servation peva rather than 
costs.

plan. He has his farm divided 
Into thirds with one third in 
wheat, one third In grain sor­
ghum and one third in soil build­
ing crops. He has about 80 acres 
of cotton in addition.

Riethmayer owns alarm near 
Lameaa where he lived prior to 
moving to Friona. but he pre­
fers to rent a farm in Parmer
county.

"There Is just no limit to what 
you can do with this land and 
water." he said.

Riethmayer is also a firm 
believer In the advantages of 
hybrid seeds. While discussing 
the pros and cons of hybrid 
cotton, he remarked:

" I  have begun to think that w e 
can do just about anything we 
want to with plants through the 
production of hybrid seeds."

Even though his well-tended 
acres demand a lot of time 
and work. Riethmayer is able 
to slip off with his wife. Ge- 
nev’ s. and their son and daugh­
ters for an occasional fishing 
trip.

By all means wash or dry 
clean all clothing before stor­
ing. C lothes moths and crickets 
love soli on clothes. Store cot 
tons and linens unlroned. Make 
certain that all starch is re­
moved, Starch can cause fabric 
to deteriorate and ma\ attract 
sllverflsh. too. Besides, thi- 
is less work for you. Just think, 
no ironing and no starching.

Make sure all garments are

thoroughly dry 'tefore atorlng 
them so they will not mildew. 
Large boxes or trunks are al- 
wass good for storing so that 
you have more room in closets 
for the fall and wtnter things.
