You don’ t have to pack your 
child's lunch each dav to be sure 
he gets a well-balanced, nu­
tritious meal at school.

'•but the tests stimulate an In­
terest tn investigating career 
possibilities.”

The interest tests Include 
eight different fields, show 
highs and lews of the student 
and then indicate what types 
of work fall into these various 
categories. Mrs. Clarke has a 
ready file of literature to sujv.

ply students on various vo­
cations. In relation tothisneed, 
plans are to have a career unit 
for eighth graders with students 
to be assigned essays on var­
ious vocations.

Ninth graders again take ac­
hievement and educational 
ability tests, and tenth grade 
students are tested on differ­
ential aptitude to show natural 
abilities, and a more definite 
vocational interest test Is in­
cluded. After results are known, 
personal Interviews are sched­
uled for a review of the findings.

Juniors take achievement 
testa geared to aid tn deciding 
if a student needs extra work 
for college preparation. Sche­
dules are reviewed, and work 
for the last year is planned. 
Juniors also take the national 
merit scholarship Test In the 
spring, which Is given with 
possibilities of scholarships in 
mlml. The test is also good 
preparation for college en­
trance exams says Mrs. 
Clarke.

Seniors are counseled and 
aided tn applying for college 
entrance exams If they plan to 
continue an education. Two tests 
are used by colleges and un­
iversities, says Mrs. Clarke, 
the American College Testing 
Program or He scholastic Ap­
titude test. (Tactically all col­
leges and universities require 
one or the other. Institutions 
prefer that students take the 
tests during the senior year, 
preferably in the fall.

Seniors who wish to take the 
tests register with Mrs. Clarke, 
but they " ust go to one of the 
testing centers, either in Lutw 
bock or Amarillo, for the actual 
test. The parents take the re­
sponsibility of taking the stu­
dent to the center.

Also included in the realm 
of tie  school counselor la test­
ing of the child who has ex­
ceptional problems or ex­
ceptional ability. Individual 
teats which are very time con­
suming, are used here, "But 
we feel If we can spot a way 
to lelp. It's worth it'*, she

adds. She calls the test a fas­
cinating one. Teachers usually 
recommend that a child be test­
ed. “ Sometimes we can help 
but sometimes there is no happy 
solution,”  she comments.

Mrs. Clarke first became In­
terested In counseling as s 
vocstien when she worked with 
Tri-H Igb-Y girls In the Rio 
Grande valley. She organised 
groups of girls in McAllen and 
worked closely with them. The 
work required quite a bit of 
counseling. Mrs. Clarke later 
was a member of the execu­
tive board of the state organisa­
tion and designed types of pro­
grams on counseling. Later, she 
returned to school and received 
her bachelor’ s degree In psy­
chology from FNML In 1956, 
and her masters in guidance 
and counseling from the Uni­
versity of Colorado in 1957, 
She did sociological work for 
her masters degree in Mexico 
City.

She has taught In elementary 
schools snd had been an Instruc­
tor In Bovina high school and 
junior high. To receive a 
counseling certificate, an ap­
plicant must have tliree years 
teaching experience, preferably 
In varioua grades in the school.

Asked about tier greatest 
satisfaction In her work, Mrs. 
Clarke selected her work with 
the top groups and the bottom 
groups. She explains that re*- 
suits tn this area are more 
noticeable. She adds that ” !t 
hurts me to see a youngster 
with unusual ability who does 
not apply himself.”

Attractant Taken 
From Boll Weevil

What Is believed to ht the 
first natural attractant ever 
obtained from male Insects has 
been extracted from male boll 
weevils. Females of the-.pecies 
ar- attracted by the substance. 
Thus, a new approach may be 
opened for controlling the most 
destructive of all cotton In­
sects, say entomologists of the 
L. S. Department of Agricul­
ture. discoverers of the n«w 
substance.

The natural attractant was 
Isolated by entomologists of the 
USDA’ s Agricultural Research 
Service working in cooperation 
with the Mississippi Agri­
cultural I xperiment Station.

To obtain the chemical sub­
stance, they enclosed the male 
boll weevils In a plastic cage, 

i then drew air frvni It into a 
' olumn of activated charcoal. 
After 11 weeks, they removed 
the charcoal and soaked It in 
chloroform. When the chloro­
form was evaporated, a residue 
wa left that attracted female 
boll weevils. Chemists are at 
tempting to chemically identic 
the attra tant so that a similar 
attractant can be mades\nthet- 
ically for possible use In boll 
weevil's i ontrol.

Attractant research Is just 
one of several approaches ARS 
has emphasized during recent 
years In a search for new pest- 
c  ntr ol methods that limit or 
avoid the need for Insecticides 
and that Involve only the target 
pest. Attractant- obtained from 
females of several Insect spec­
ies have opened the way to 
broad-front attacks which in­
clude luring pests to traps, to 
isolate Insecticides and to 
chemical- that sterilize them.

The Parmer County ASC of­

fice Is taking applications for 
practices to be carried out dur­
ing the first quarter of 1964, 
acquests should be f i le d  by Jen. 
1, 1964.

The 1963 Feed Grain Pro­
gram Is basically the same as 
In 1963, However, there are a 
few changes.

Farmers who feel that the 
yield (and payment rates) es­
tablished (based on the county 
average) on the farm j> too low, 
may appeal to the County Com­
mittee for reconsideration on 
the basis of the proven yield 
for the years 1959 through 19- 
62. It Is the same procedure 
that has been followed for the 
past three years and the pro­
duction records for those years 
are already on file in the ASC

office.
If farmers have previously 

presented the 1959 and 1960 
production records It will be 
necessary only to  furnish the
1961 and 1962 records. The 
1964 yield for the farm will be 
the average production per acre 
for the four years 1959 thru 
1962. To support an appeal, 
yield data must be furnished 
for each of the base years.

Diversion acreage changes 
are;

The maximum acreage which 
may be diverted on a farm has 
been raised to 50 per cent (from 
40) of the base. The average 
payment rate per acre for di­
verting 40 per cent or more al­
so will be substantially higher 
than In 1963.

As In 1963, there are two

payment rates. The lower rate 
applies to the first 20 per cent 
of the base diverted. The higher 
rate (approximately 2Vj times 
tin* lower) nppliett to acreege 
In excess to 20 per cent di­
verted. The higher rate applies 
to the entire acreage diverted 
If the total diversion 1s equal 
to at least 40 per cent of the 
base.

In addition to the diversion 
payment, there will (as In 1963) 
be a price support payment on 
the planted acreage of feed 
grains on the farm. The signup 
period begins Monday, Feb. 10, 
1964 and will close on March 
27, 1964.

Any cotton grower desiring to 
make application for released 
cotton acreage may now file 
his request for a [>ortlon of 
such acreage.

John White Reviews 
1963 Texas Farming

If one word could summarize 
the Texas (arm picture for 1963, 
that word m'.ght be “ amazing.*-

In July ol this year a Ion*, 
dry spell settled In on most of 
the state, causing a . reat deal 
of concern for our crops. For­
tunately most row crop- 
coasted through on subsoil 
moisture and our harvest was 
not severely hurt. So although 
a shortag e of grass and torage 
is creating problem t In the live­
stock and dalr\ Industry the 
triumph of other crops over 
the drouth constitutes a grati­
fying minor miracle.

Our major cash crop cotton. 
Is down slightly but will amount 

*
bales or m re. This Is only 
about 89 000 hales below 19*2. 
despite the dry weather.

We will hold on to our repu­
tation as the nation's largest 
producer of grain sorghums al­
so. Our 1963 crop made a dra­
matic jum-> of nearly 33 million 
bushels over last year with 
some 232.429,000 bushels ex­
pected tn the final tally, And tn 
spite of some production de­
creases such as onions. Texas 
vegetable* are expected to bring 
farmer* about $1 million more 
than In 1962. peaking at some 
$65 million.

The Texas citrus production 
hat received some “ knockout 
blows*’ front freezing weather 
n recent years but the 1963- 

64 crop ear now tn progress 
gives evidence of a rapid re­
covery. Only about 111.000box­
es of oranges and grapefruit 
valued at some one-half million 
dollars was harvested luring 
1962-63. The current season 
shows promise of a big leap 
to '50.000 buses, potentially 
valued at $2,250,000. Some of 
the best news yet for our hard 
hit citrus growers.

Our efflc lent production tech­
niques will continue to assure 
Texas and the nation** con­
sumers of a bountiful supply of 
food and fiber at reasonable 
prices. This Is a success story 
without parallel In the history 
of any other nation. Producer 
profits, however, are still lim­
ited by rising costs of materials 
needed In farming operations. 
The problem of the cost-price 
squeeze exerted upon the 
farmer Is still very much with 
us.

Our livestock Industry Is still 
something, of ■ question mark. 
If we have good winter moisture, 
our ranges that were parched 
during th< past summer can

make a quick recovery. Con­
tinued s ibnorm t! rainfall would 
paint a darker picture. Normal­
ly, our livestock Indu-try Is 
worth close to one billion dol­
lars to the Texas economy each 
year.

l.lvestuckmen. too. are hav­
ing their problems, profit-wise. 
The drouth has caused produc­

tion co-ts to rise due to the high 
cost of necessary feeding oper­
ation'. \nd imports of meat 
from other countries are 
further depressing local prices.

Rut despite these adverse 
factors, our 1963 farm picture 
Is far better than many had 
expected earlier this year.

Texas Farm Export Outlook For 1964
By John C, White

Recent Internal problems 
of the European c om non Mar­
ket have been capturing the 
economic headlines as 1963 
draws to a close. Whether the 
problems are temporary or the 
splits become permanent will be 
a matter of vital concern to all 
ot  us In the new year, especially 
Texas agricultural Interests.

Western Furope buys some 
500 million dollars worth of 
II, S. farm commodities each 
year. But what few people 
realize Is that our own state 
of Texas supplies a whooping 
10 percent of these goods— or 
$50 million worth. It Is this 
$50 million annual Income to 
Texas that we not only hope to 
maintain but also to expand 

-In the Immediate future.
In September, I Sins a part 

of a Texas delegation appoint­
ed by Governor C onnally that 
was sent to Furope to study the 
coming prospects for Texas 
exports to the Common Mar­
ket. It was an eye-opening ex­
perience.

Common Market officials 
were unanimous In their de­
mand for "quality, not Just

quantity*’ in future tj. S. ex­
ports. The day Is past, they 
repeatedly told me, when the 
C. S. could expect to unload 
inferior commodities on Eur­
opean markets, "lion 't expect 
us to eat what you won't eat. 
yourselves," was their terse 
way of putting It.

It Is true that we have been 
guilty of this, to some degree. 
Y it, we produce enough high 
quality foodstuffs to supply our 
foreign markets without hav­
ing ts scrimp ourselves. Some 
of our export merchants will 
have to revise their thinking, 
however, on the quality and 
cleanliness of farm com­
modities destined for Furope 
and other parts of the world.

Still another export pitfall Is 
that we sometimes forget that 
foreign trade Is rapidly becom­
ing a hroad superhighway, de­
manding heavy traffic in BOTH 
directions. We cannot expea 
to be too restria ive in our own 
Imports and hope to sell In 
large volume abroad. T he power 
of an ecomomlcally united 
Furope was demonstrated in a 
small measure by the "chicken 
war" earlier this year. This

crimp In our poultry exports 
to Europe was a graphic illus­
tration that the Common Mar­
ket can retaliate severely If 
we only want to " s e l l "  instead 
of “ trade".

Of course we want to main­
tain a measure of security for

our own domestic markets. A 
good balance between imports 
and exports is a vital necessity, 
calling for some delicate dip­
lomatic maneuvers, flow well 
we succeed will determine the 
fate of our foreign markets in 
coming years.

Handle X-Mas 
T rees With Care
Christmas Is not far ahead— 

and that brings up Christmas 
trees. Some people like the new 
Christmas trees made from 
metal or plastics, but many do 
cling to the tradition of natural 
evervreens, Mrs. Mar. (oCar 1- 
ton, county home agent with the 
Cooperative FxtenslonServIceof 
New Mexico State I nlverslty, 
gives these dps about caring for 
your evergreen Christmas tree: 
When setting up the tree In the 
house, nothing Is easier than put­
ting It In a waterproof container 
such as a c an or bucket. Use one 
big enough; cut off one Inch of the 
trunk slantwise; put the tree In 
the bucket and fill with small 
stones or brick pieces. F ill with 
water and check dally.

Some safety precautions to 
pracdce - Place the tree away 
from the fireplace, furnace, or 
heat. Put the tree near an outlet 
to avoid using extension cords. 
Check any electrical cords or 
strings of lights for frayed In­
sulation, cracked outlets, or 
broken plugs. Repair, but replace 
them If possible. Buy only lights 
or cords which have the I nder- 
wrlter's Laboratory seal on 
the. Use non-flammable decora­
dons and be sure lights are not 
close enough to heal the tree. 
Above all. disconnect tree lights 
upon leaving the room or house 
and before going to bed.

1963 Honey Crop 
Hits New High

The 1963 honey crop should hit 
a new high with a total of more 
than 291 million pounds. Bees 
Increased their production per 
colony by six percent to 52.4 
pounds and the number of col­
onies increased slightly to about 
5.S million, according to the 
USDA.

Record Turnout 
Approves Quotas

The largest vote ever cast 
on a cotton referendum in Par­
mer county Tuesday, Dec. 10. 
approved marketing quotas for 
the 1964 crop. A total of '43 
of the 1,031 cotton raisers In 
the county voted In the refer­
endum. Final tabulation showed 
606 for and 13? against quotas.

Prentice Mills, ASCS man­
ager, expressed his apprecia­
tion for the approximately '2  
percent turnout.

" I t  speaks well for the people 
to show that much Interest In

an election,’* he said.
Nationally, marketin’ quotas 

carried by 85 percent, ac­
cording to Mills. He said that 
the Parmer County cotton farm­
ers showed a better turnout 
than In the national election. 
Marketing quotas here carried 
by 81 1/2 percent majority.

A two-thirds nujorlty Is re­
quired In order for the market­
ing quota Issue to be adopted. 
All but three voting precincts 
In the county had the necessary 
majority to carry. Only one 
failed to have a 50 percent ma­
jority.

Persons eligible to vote In­
cluded all engaged In the raising 
of upland cotton In 1963

Including lanilords.farm oper­
ators and tenants. C otton acre­
age allotments were mailed to 
county cotton producers prior 
to the election.

The favorable vote will put 
quotas Into effect along with 
penalties on cotton grown on 
"excess ’ * acreage on the farm. 
Price support w ill be offered 
to growers who comply with 
their farm allotments at a level 
of from 65 to 90 percent of 
parity.

Price support for the 1964 
cotton crop In Parmer County 
has not been established. Auth­
orities are awaiting the Infor­
mation from the U.S. Secretary 
of Agriculture.

would cause the benchrester 
great distress. To him a 100- 
yaul live shot aruup measuring 
35 inches is mediocre and a 
75 inch group Is horrendous. 

The record 100-yard live-shot 
group in the Spotter Class rifles, 
fin example, stands at 2010 
inch, less than the diameter of 
a .22 bullet. This is possible even 
with a 10 caliber, because the 
group sixes are from center to 
center of bullet holes, and 
spreads are carefully measured 
by an instrument developed for 
this purpose

Of course, when there is s 
wind even a light breeze it 
tan influence the bullet's flight, 
and the shootei must dope the 
wind Considering the degree of 
accuracy involved, you ran see 
that there is a large degree of 
shootei skill required

Parmer County Beef Raiser 
Gives Views on Business
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" I t ’ s cheaper to »hlp a beef 
carcass to West Coast market 
than to ship the live animal 
and the grain,'* Leon Grissom 
of the Oklahoma Lane com­
munity said this week.

Grissom has been feeding 
cattle for market for several 
years. He now has 200 head 
In the feed lot and ?00 head 
on pasture.

He attributes his degree of 
success in the beef cattle rais­
ing business to the utilization 
of home-grown bi-products on 
the farm. More than * half of 
the feed used in the feed lots 
Is grown on the farm such as 
the grain and corn ensilage.

Wheat pasture was estimated 
at being worth from $10 to $12 
per «cre. l>e ssid that the pre­
sent cost of pasturing ran from

$1 to $1.2$ per 100 pounds of 
beef. Some of the wheat pas­
ture is good for four months.

Grissom predicted that with­
in a few years this country 
would be rated equivalent to 
even the corn belt as a prac­
tical beef raising area. The 
fact that one new meat process­
ing plant has been built In the 
past year In Clovis and another 
to be completed In Hereford 
next year verifies that major 
meat packing companies see 
the future as he does.

In comparing this area with 
that of California and Arizona, 
Grissom pointed out that the 
drier states had an advantage 
in storing grain and ensilage 
because there was not the hand­
icap of moisture damage, 
freezing or the cattle bogging

down in the mud.

He said that maize was the 
best feed he had found in this 
country for cattle. He said the 
maize would 1* of so much 
better quality if a machine were 
built to grind the head along 
with a part of the stalk. But, 
too, lie said, there would be n 
market for the product. One 
would have to feed it to realize 
any profit.

Grissom said the beef cattle 
business the past year had been 
a poor one for making money. 
He said that a few years ago 
he realized $70 a head profit 
on a herd but that now he had 
"POO head that are losing 
money."

“ If 1 could sell cattle for a 
quarter a pound I could make 
everybody happy," he said.

Grissom was born on the 
place he now owns snd where 
he lives. He purchased the farm 
from his father, L. M. Gris­
som, in 1^56.
