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Snake Season 
Texans Given

AUSTIN -  Spring's balmy 
„Palh»T brings forth a myriad 
of natural IHe from Texas' 
rock  ̂ and riUs -  but somo of 
the enlarging creatures aren't 
such a welcome sight.

Snakes l>oth jxotsonous and 
harmless greet the warming 
rays of the suji and rekindle 
thousands of y ears ' miscon­
ceptions aivd fables when they 
crawl out of their dank winter 
resting places.

But Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department officials r e ­
mind that most snakes -  al- 
hough not protected by State 
law -  are nevertheless benefi­
cial and should nut be harmed.

And  so far, it appears most 
s(>ecles of snakes native tothe 
State have maintained their 
polulatlon levels in recent 
years despite highly-publi­
cized "ratUesnake roundups" 
aiid other efforts to exterm i­
nate the reptiles, according to 
H nvard Lee, director of pro­
gram.! for the Department and 
a recognized authority on rep­
tiles.

" I f  these roundups were ef­
fective in controlling snake 
poiiulatlons, there probably 
wou' 1 be no recurrence of the 
$p es in those areas after 
the iirst two or three events," 
said Lee.

Lee feels tliat indlscrlml- 
ate killing to snakes tends to 
upset the balance of nature -  
and gives the saako^ natural 
foods such as mice and rats

Warning
an opportunity tooverpopulate.

Spring is the tlm>? to begin 
to take precautions against 
poisonous snake bites, Lee 
said. Care should be taken in 
moving objects which might 
harbor snakes. High boots 
should be worn whenever pos­
sible in walking through weedy 
or wooded areas.

But precaution doesn't In­
clude killing all snakes, said 
Lee.

"  Many people refuse to al­
low a snake to share a part of 
the geography with them/' he 
said, "then pretty soon they 
have to call an exterminator to 
get nd of the rodents the snake 
would have eaten."

Texas has only four species 
of poisonous snakes, although 
there are various varieties 
within the species. They are 
the rattlesnake, copperhead, 
water moccasin and coral 
snake.

Most of these snakes — with 
the exception of some in the 
northwest section of the State-  
are out of hibernation by early 
March.
