Rabies Outbreak Noted by Doctor

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Crime-Stop is 
Initiated Here

A statewide effort to re­
duce crime by stimulating 
{Hiblic awareness and partici­
pation in law enforcement 
was launched this weeK from 
the office ol Governor Preston 
Smith.

In an ajspeal to Texas news­
paper publishers, Governor 
Smith asked them to initiate, 
co-ordinate, and publicize 
"Operation Crime-Stop" in 
their respective communities 
as a part of the Governor's 
Crime-Stop Program.

The plan has been endorsed 
by the Board of Directors of 
The Texas Press Association.
It seeks "to enlist the aid of 
newspapers across the state 
and to join them with other 
resources in their home com­
munities in the campaign to 
involve all citizens in crime 
prevention and control.

The role of the law enforce­
ment agency in Crime-Stop, 
the Governor explained, con­
sists jTincipally of providing a 
telephone number for citizens 
to call to report suspicious 
persons or circumstances, and 
of making the necessary re­
sponse to such calls.

Though the police agency 
naturally prefers to know the 
identity of all callers, it gives 
assurance that those wishing 
to remain anonymous may do 
so.

Beyond this, the program is 
largely one of creating public 
awareness of crime problem, 
and persuadin>; citizens to ob­
serve suspicious persons and 
circumstances, report them by 
calling the Crime-Stop num.- 
ber, and advising citizens of 
precautions which can be tak­
en to pirevent certain crimes.

Her be Senne, SCS district 
conservationist at Sanderson, 
said the leaflet "Mulches for 
Your Carden" has the best and 
most concise explanation of 
how to use mulches and com­
post in a garffen that he has 
ever seem

"The leaflet explains how 
mulches cushion falling rain­
drops which reduces soil loss 
and soil compaction'keep the 
soil cool in the summer, con­
serving moisture; and they 
also furnish food for earth­
worms which are an asset for 
aerating the soil. Organic 
matter added by mulches 
helps keep soil crumbly and 
easy to work."

The leaflet lists the number 
of cupsful of various kinds of 
fertilizer, wood ashes, or ep- 
som salts to add to a bushel of 
compi-*st to speed decomposi­
tion and to increase the com ­
posts' plant nutrieirt value. 
Details are also given on how 
to make acid compost for use 
with a/aleas and rhodeden '̂i'^u 
drons.

Leaving mulches from grass 
clippings, tree leaves, straw, 
•terns, a ^  stalks from vege­
tables helps to reduce erosion 
and conserve moisture.

People who are 65 and 
haven’t already signed up for 
Medicare medical insurance 
may enroll now through 
March 31 at any social secu­
rity office, according to social 
■ecurity officials here.

Medicare medical insur­
ance help.s pay doctor bills. A 
person may first enroll in the 
program within the 3 months 
before or the 3 months after 
the month he reaches 65. He 
may also sign up in the gen­
eral enrollment period—Jan­
uary, February, and March 
—within 3 years following 
the end of his first sign-up 
period.

“Almost anyone 65 or over 
in the United States is eli­
gible for Medicare medical

insurance,” a social security 
spokesman said. “More than 
9 out of 10 in that age group 
are enrolled.”

Medical insurance is fund­
ed by individual voluntary 
monthly premiums that are 
matched by the Federal Gov­
ernment.

If a person enrolls after 
his fir.st sign-up period, he 
pays a premium that is 10 
percent higher for each full 
year that elapses after that 
first sign-up period, the 
spokesman said.

" If  you enroll and then 
cancel your Medicare medical 
insurance, you’re eligible to 
re-enroll only once,” he .said.

Census Figures 
For County Given

Official news from the U .S . 
Bureau of Census reports that 
the Terrell County population 
for 1970 was 1,940, down 
25. from the 1 9 ^  figure of 
2 ,600.

The 1970 census rejxjrti that 
there are 1,919 white personf 
in Terrell County, 98 .9  of 
the total, and 21 persons of 
other races. In 1960, 99. 7% 
of the total population was 
white.

The census showed 163 chil­
dren under five years of age, 
535 in ages 5 through 17, 1- 
041 18 through 64, and 201 
who were 65 and older. The 
population 14 years and over 
Included 973 married people, 
101 who were widowed, 22 ,
divorced, and 314 never mar­
ried.

Terrell County's 1970 popu­
lation was classified as lOOH 
rural.

There were 616 households 
with 1,938 persons, including 
105 one-person households. In 
addition 2 persons were living 
in group quarters.

The 1970 census counted 
851 housing units in Terrell 
County, 400 of them occu­
pied 1  ̂ owners, 216 occupied 
^  teiuints, «i.d 235 yacan^  
Tne proportion occupied by 
owners in 1960 was 47. 5 as 
compared with 4 7 .0  in 1970.

There were 795 tingle fam­
ily houses, 24 housing units in 
multi-unit buildings, and 32 
mobile homes or trailers. The 
percentage of occupied units 
with more than one person per 
room was 14. 3, compared 
with 24. 8 in 1960, Of all the 
occupied housing units, 579 
had piped water, toilet, and 
bath, while 37 lacked some 
or all plumbing.

The median value of owner- 
occupied houses in Terrell 
County was $7,900, compar­
ed with less than $5, 000 in 
1960. The median rent paid 
by tenants in 1970 was $42 
per month, half were over and 
half below the median figure.

Kite Flying Colls 
For Sofe Moosures, 
Coroline Worns

Traditionally the red- 
breasted robin was the harbin­
ger of spring, but one of the 
surest signs that winter is wan­
ing is the sudden clutter of 
kites, kite strings, and tails, 
tangled in trees and power 
lines and draped over te lev i­
sion anteimas. Kite-flying has 
been ;x>pular for many years 
with young and old alike, 
but like any other activity, it 
is done better if it is done 
safely.

This was the observation of 
James Caroline, Community 
Public Service Company man­
ager, who urges all kite-fly­
ers to memorize the few sim ­
ple rules of kite-flying safety.

"Be sure there is no metal 
in the kite, and use only twine 
that is dry and non-metallic. 
Don't fly your kites in rainy 
weather, atxl avoid busy high­
ways and streets. Fly your k it 
far away from television an­
tennas, electric wires, and if 
your kite gets snagged in a 
power line, don't pull the 
string or climb a pole. Call 
our office for help, " Caro­
line recommends.

Posters listing kite-flying 
rules of safety have been dis­
tributed by Community Pub­
lic Service Co. for use on the 
bulletin boards of local school 
buildings.

M  HEART A H A a  M AC IIO N  AND 
INDECISION CAN I E  FATAL
Ideally, following a heart attack, 
you will be within minutes in a 
coronary care unit of a local 
hospital.

Essentially, the coronary cart 
unit Is a hospital installation 
where trained personnel are on 
hand within seconds if there is 
any change in heart rhythm or 
rate above or below a preset
range.

These crises usually take place
within 72 hours following the 
attack and most often involve an 
irregularly beating heart. Once 
the alarm is sounded, steps can be 
taken in a few seconds to correct 
whatever is wrong -  intravenous 
asedication, electrical methods of 
fe-starting or repacing the heart, 
mouth-to-mouth breathing, chest 
compression and others.

The principle of coronary care 
service stems from this concept:

The pancake supper being 
prepared by the Sanderson 
Lioiu Club will be served at 
the St. James Hall beginning 
at 5:00 p. m.

Death from heart attack is not 
necessarity the result of heart 
muscle damage but may be 
due to a reversible electrical 
derangement of heart rhythm 
occurring as a result of a 
relatively minor heart muscle 
injury. It is in promptly 
c o r r e c t i n g  t h e s e  
derangements that coronary 
care service scores its greatest 
gains
About 90% of all hospitalized 

coronary patients experience an 
Irregular beating of the h e i^  
called arrhythmia. This condition 
bean close scrutiny but is not 
necesurily dangerous.

Very often these arrhythmias 
can be prevented through the 
administration of antlarrhythmic 
agents when the first signs of 
trouble present themselves.

Only a few yean ago the 
oenatlon of the heart beat waa 
considered to be an absolute 
Indicator of death. This Is no 
longer true. Many thousands of 
hearts that have stopped beatlna 
briefly have been restarted ana 
restored to normal function.

In the co ro n ary  care unit 
of a hospital in Hartford, 
Connecticut, for example, there 
were 78 instances of cardiac 
arrest over a period of three yean. 
Of these, 17 were revived and 
experienced long-term survival.

It should be emphasized that 
the life-saving potential of the 
coronary care unit diminishes 
with each minute’s delay in 
getting into the hospital. One 
group of investigaton, for 
i l lu s t ra t io n ,  found t h a t  
ventricular fibrillation (an often 
fatal arrhythnda) is about 25  
times more likely to occur during 
the fint four houn from the start 
of heart attack than during the 
ensuing twenty-four houn.

This means, for example, that 
the individual fortunate enough 
to receive high-quality coronary 
care within an hour is far more 
likely to survive than one with an 
attack of comparable severity not 
obtaining such specialized care 
until after 1 2 ,24  or 36 houn.

Among the prime facton  
inhibiting earliest possible 
admiulon of a heart stuck  victim 
to coronary care is his own 
indecision and inaction.

In a study involving 160  
consecutive coronary patients 
admitted to two hospitals, it was 
found that the average “ deciaioo 
time" was three houn one 
minute; in other words, the 
average peUent (or reUtive) 
delayed about three houn before 
lifting the phone off the hook.

Other facton, too, are 
involved -  time to conUct the 
physician, time for the doctor to 
reach his patient, tlir»e for the 
doctor to arrive at a diagnosla, 
time to obtain an ambulance 
service, time to move the patient 
to the hospital, time for hospital 
admitting procedures, and time 

transfer from emergencyfor

room to coronary care unit.
Since neariy all heart atUcki 

occur outside of hospitak it i. 
likely that there will alws’yi u  
some Ume lag between onwt of 
s y m p t o m s  and hoipiui 
admlmlon. The best we can hops 
to  do Is to  minimize this time lai 
now believed to be in 2 ,  
neighborhood of eight hours for 
the average coronary patient.

O f America’s 7,000 ho^tsli
traaUng acuUly Ul persons, only 
an estlioated ^.000 ate now 
equipped to render specialized 
coronary care service. Full-scale 
coronary care facilities and staff 
are concentrated in lanK 
hospitaU. In smaller hospiul 
comparable aefvice is being mads 
available on an increasing scale in 
Intensive care facilities.

It should also be noted that 
one’s chances of survival arc 
better in a hospital than in a 
home, although the hospital may 
not be equipped to render 
monitoring service. Almost all 
hospitals have equipment to 
electrically control a faulty heart 
rhythm. Further, they m  
p r e p a r e d  to administer 
medications designed to correct 
complications, as well as to utilize 
a new technique known u 
e x t e r n a l  cardiopulmonary 
resuaciUtion -  ECPR.
