Given Favorable Response Locally

There was no definite 
plan proposed, nor was there 
a promise that any plan that 
was conceived would and 
could be implemented, but 
the doctor was interested in 
trying to find some kind of 
plan to present to the Texas 

-Medical Association and use 
Sanderson as a "pilot pro­
gram" so that others may be 
able to benefit from the pro­
gram that was conceived for 
trial here.

Mention was made of the 
possibility of using doctors 
who were now in the service 
and who had tim e and the de­
sire and willingness to come 
to Sanderson on a part-time 
basis; other suggestions in­
cluded using the "para-med­

ic" idea, a nurse practitioner, 
or interns working under the 
direction of a medical doc­
tor; all of which ideas ha 1 to 
be considered from a practi-. 
ca l, feasible, and legal as­
pect and try to work out some 
plan under the existing and 
possible conditions, or work 
to change the conditions as 
possible to fit into the plan.

Dr. Chase felt that with the 
program's beginning - -  a ver> 
indefinite date and circum­
stance ---and with the spon­
sorship, possibly, of a medi­
cal association, that every 
effort would be made by the 
sponsors to make a success of 
the "pilot program", and that 
the citizens of Sanderson who 
supported the program would 
have a better chance of re­
ceiving better medical at­
tention that was possible with 
the miles separating the town 
from a doctor.

Census Compdrei
l̂ b i‘^9 FicjU^Q^

Terrell County showed a 
total of 80 farms in the 1969 
Census of Agriculture, accord­
ing to figures released by the 
U.S. Department of Com­
merce's Bureau of the Census, 
a part of the Dep.-utment's 
Social and Economic Statistics 
administration.

In the last previous Census 
of Agriculture (1964) the i 
number of farms repxjrted m 
the county was 85.

Of the county's total farms 
in 1969, 76 are rejxirted as 
selling $2,500 or more of 
agricultural |>roducts in the 
year, as compared with 74 
in 1964.

'Fhe report also shows aver: e 
farm size in the county was 
18, 104.5 a< -s, 'nd averag'.- 
value of thesv.- i ns (land 
and buildings) was $422,211.

Other figures from th 
report are:

1. Value of all farm pro­
ducts sold in 1969, 
$3,082,769; in 1964, 
$1,780,450.

2. Value of all crops sold
in 1969, $52,896, in 1964 
$7,406.

3. Value of all livestock, 
poultry, and their pro-

. duct sold in 1969, $3,- 
028,963; in 1964, $1,- 
742,493.

Reported for the first time 
in an agricultural census is 
information on tlie extent to 
which the corporate structure 
is being used by operators pf
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farms from which agricultural 
products totaling $2,500 and 
over were sold. Including 
family farms using this type 
of business structure, 3 of the 
county's $2,500-and-over 
farms are incorporated.

A comparison of the figures 
also shows that in 1969 there 
was 142,548 sheep and lambs 
and 76,863 were sold; in 1964 
the sheep and lamp population 
was 138,785 and 72,673 were 
sold; the market value of the 
stock sold in 1969 was $3,- 
080,546, and in 1964 was 
$1,774,752.
