We had no more than gotten
last week's paper in the post-
office than it began to rain,
and before the weekend was
over, everything that we said
about what was being done in
the way of completing the
dam easement project, was
more clearly reatized.

Monday morning, the Com-
missioners' Court of Terrell
County again had a report and
discussion of the progress of
the project. They are very
aware of the need for contin-

improvement in drainage of

water run-off locally and are
doing some work toward im-
proving that situation.

One of the great bottlenecks
indrainage in many areas is
just that -= a bottleneck! Too
small flumes or culverts or
pipes have been installed in
) many instances and they clog
up easily or just do not carry
enough water,

For instance, where the ditck
is sloped across three feet and
about 18-inches deep at the
deepest point, that ditch may
have a flume across a drive-
way that is 10" in diameter,
or in some instances less! A
pipe this size or smaller can-
not carry the water of the full
ditch, thus causing the ditch
to overflow on someone's prop
erty and causing further trou-
ble or damage. This is not
right and it should be correc-
ted by the person who put in
the flume, or when a person
Puts in a flume he should put
na large enough tin-horn to
camy the full capacity of the *
ditch,

Commissioners David Mit-
chell and Austin Chriesman
are taking steps to see that
Some of these "bottlenecks"
are eliminated.

Extensive and costly weed
Cutting has been going on to
rid barrow ditches of obstacles
that wou id deter or prevent
the flow of drainage, but this
alone is not the answer,
€ople who put in flumes
need to take the responsibitity
of having a large enough pipe
O carry all the water and al-
oW even for some accumula-
‘on of gravel in the bottom.

Cross Pens, Pencils at The Times
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Amendments Are
Subject to Approval
Of Texas Voters

Fourteen proposed amend-
ments to the Constitution of
the State of Texas will be
voted on by the people of the
Lone Star State in the general
election in November,

The full text of the 14 al-
terations to the constitution
were published last week in
The Times the first of four
times.

A brief summary of the 14
proposed amendments is giv-
en below for the information
of Terrell County residents:

No. 1: Amending Article 1II,
Section 24, of the Texas Con-
stitution to provide annual
salaries of $8,400 for mem-
bers of the senate and house
of representatives.

Amend ment No. 2: Amend-
ing Article IX, Section 6, of
the Texas Constitution to
abolish the Lamar County
Hospital District.

No. 3: Amending Article
XVI, Section 61, of the Texas
Constitution to require the
commissioners courts in all
counties of the state to com-
pensate all justices of the
peace on a salary basis begin-
ning January 1, 1973,

No. 4: Granting authority to
the legislature to establish a
constitutional revision com-
mission which would report
its recommendations no later
than November 1, 1973, and
providing that members of
the 63rd Legislature would
then be convened in January
1974 as a constitutional con-
vention to serve 60 days for
the purpose of drafting a new
constitution for submission to
the voters of Texas.

Amendment No. 5: Amend-
ing Article VIII, Section 2,
relating to a tax exemption
on certain property owned by
a disabled veteran, to provide
that exemptions, which would
range from $1,500 to $3,000,
be made on a graduated scale
based on the percentage of
the veteran's disability.

No. 6: Amending Article
VIII, Section 1.b, of the Tex-
as Constitution, to provide
that the various political sub-
divisions of the state may
exempt not less than $3,000
of the value of residence
homesteads of all persons 65
years or older from ad valor-
em taxes under certain con-

ditions.
No. 7: Amending Article 1

of the Texas Constitution by
adding a new Section 3a to
provide that equality under
tht law shall not be denied
or abridged because of a per-
son's sex, race, color, creed,
or national origin,

Amendment No. 8: Amend-
ing Article IV, Sections 4,
22, and 23, to provide four-
yvear terms for the offices of
governor, lieutenant-govern-
or, attorney general, comp-
troller of public accounts,
treasurer, commissioner of
the general land office, and
certain statutory state offi-
cers.

Amentment No, 9: Amend-
ing Article XVI, Sections 33
and 40, of the Texas Consti-
tution to exempt directors of
soil and water conservation
districts from prohibitions
againgt dual office-holding

About 2-1/2 inches of rain
fell late Friday afternoon lo-
cally, causing some damage
locally when high water en-
tered homes and some busi-
nesses.
