There were all kinds of singing
groups present, ranging from solos
to choruses. Among those groups
who responded were the Jones quar-
et, Farwell quartet, Bovina quart-
et, Jenkins quartet, of Oklahoma
Lane, Muleshoe quartet, Friona
quartet, and a large number of
choruses, led by singers of the ter-
ritory.

A long table was erected on the
concrete walk between the front
door and the gate and a bountiful
lunch was spread thereon at the
noon hour, from which all present
partook to their heart's desire,

hatching as gathered by one Mcu-
hator factory.

All of the forty-elght states
ported giving the number of hat-
cheries ranging from one in Con-
necticut to 184 in Texas, and a to-
tal of 2575 hatcheries. The total
capacity of the hatcheries report-|
ing ranged from 5500 in Connecti-
‘m to 3,372,000 in Ohlo.

The most lmportant part of this
report 8o far as our local poultry-
men are concerned, we deem is the
nverage per cent of hatches recejv-
ed throughout the nation. This
average manges from 53 per cent
in Utah to 73 per cent in Oklaho-
ma, with a general average of 67
per cent for the entire nation. It
will thus be seen by our local rais-
ers that ill suocess was not mere-
ly local but was wide-spread and
that they have no just cause for
aecusing elther themselves or the
pablic hatcheries for incompetency.

Indications at present are that
there will be a larger number of
haby chicks hatched loeally or
shipped in from other points than
has ever been produced here before.
Better facilities are being prepar-
ed and more efficlent management
having been attained bids fair for

Washington Diaries and one of the
leading authorities on the life of
Washington, and his official pesition
as assistant chief of the manuserpt
divigion of the Library of Congross
which enabled him to search ever
fmportant document in the natl . na
storehouse of historical treasures
has made it possible for him to pre
sent the first complete documentirs
record of Washington's career fron
his birth in 1792 to that day In 1770

when his life as a colonial gentloman
ended and he became commander in
chief of the Continental army

In his prefatory note, Mr. Fitzpat
rick makes this statement:

Few innabitants of Colonial America
traveled the country so widely or con
tinuously as did George Washington
and It s not too much to suppose that
this acquaintance with his native land
had a decided hearing upon that broad
patriotism which was his distinguish
ing mark from the moment he took
command of the Continental armiss

In this, the first period of his life,
he traveled from Williamsburg, Va., to
Lake Erie, from Mount Vernon to the
Shenandoah, Pennsylvania and Fort
Pitt, from Winchester, up the Shenan
doah valley to the North Carolina line,
from Mount Vernon to Ohlo and lower
West Virginia beyond the Allegany
mountains, from Willlamsburg into the
Qreat Dismal swamp and from Mount
Yernon to Baltimore, Philadelphin,
