It encourages selfishness
and contributes to a growing callousness
toward the interests of others. Gambling
produces absolutely no economic value
for society, and those who do win do
s0 at the expense of others

The desire to get something for noth-
ing is present in most people. It is a
strong urge in many, and it becomes an
allconsuming passion in others. The
compulsive gambler is a slave. His gamb-
ling may have started as fun. It may
have been like a cobweb at first, but
now it binds him like a cable. It is esti-
mated that there are from four to six
million gambling addicts in our country
today. These are compulsive gamblers
Anytime gambling is legalized it is en-
couraged. This, in turn, produces more
and more compulsive gamblers. Gamb-
