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Commissioners propose tax rate

The Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met in
regular session on Monday,
August 12, 2019 at 10 a.m.
in the County Courtroom of
the Parmer County Court-
house in Farwell, Texas. The
meeting began with prayer
and the Pledge of Allegiance
to the American Flag and
Texas Flag.

The meeting began with
an open forum for public
comments and there were
none. County Clerk Susie
Spring presented the Min-
utes from the previous meet-
ing and they were read and
approved. Approval was also
given for the payment of the
Accounts Payable. County
Treasurer Sharon May pre-
sented the treasurer’s report
and it was approved.

In considering the 2020
Budget, Commissioners ap-
proved a proposed tax rate
of $0.5492 per $100. This is
the same tax rate that was
used for tax year 2018. By
keeping the same tax rate,
the County will see a .95%
increase in revenue for the
next year. Also, a proposed
5% salary increase for cer-
tain elected officials was
also approved. The salary
increase does not include
the County Judge, County

Attorney, or the four County
Commissioners. Notices for
both of these proposals can
be found in this issue of the
Friona Star.

In other action, the Court
approved continuing sup-
port for the Parmer County
Ag Extension Agent office,
gave approval to Gladys
Spring to set a date for a
plaque dedication for the
Courthouse, and renewed
an inter-local agreement
with Lubbock County to
provide a regional public
defender for capital cases.

The Court also approved
a water line under County
Road DD and 13A in Pre-
cinct 3, approved renewal
of bonds for Teresa Carey
(Tax Office) and Rose Long-
ley (Dist. Clerk’s Office), and
reappointed Robert White
of Farwell to serve on the
Board of Directors at Central
Plains MHMR in Plainview.

County Clerk Susie Spring
gave a report on the Elec-
tions Seminar that she at-
tended. More information
will be forthcoming when
the new voting machines are
operational.

Farwell ISD requested
funds from the Permanent
School Fund for construc-
tion and renovations re-

lated to their $10.5 million
bond that recently passed.
The Court approved the
$850,000 request.

The Court decided not
to reinstate a Burn Ban at
this time due to the recent
rains. Medical insurance for
Parmer County elected of-
ficials and employees was
also discussed. Jerry Killian
of the Texas Association
of Counties informed the
Court that there would be a
2.6% increase in premiums
for 2020. The monthly pre-
mium would be $905.60 per
covered individual.

Sheriff Randy Geries re-
ported that he was currently
housing 25 inmates at the
Law Enforcement Center.
He also gave the Court an
update on the homicide that
occurred in Bovina the week
before.

All meetings are open to
the public. The Commis-
sioner’s Court reserves the
right to go into Executive
Session at any time. The
agenda may be found on
the Parmer County website.
Information in this article is
only a summary.

Quick comment on last month’s
Cheeseburger Festival. Chris Alexander,
Lee Davila, and all Chamber members
did a great job planning and executing
the change in venue of the festival. Lots
of people attended and enjoyed many
different flavors of cheeseburgers. Ap-
proximately 3,300 cheeseburgers were
cooked at this year’s festival compared
to 2,700 that were cooked at the 2018
event. Congratulations to the coaches’
team that won “best cheeseburger” for
the 2nd year in a row. Thanks to all com-
petitors and vendors that helped make
this festival successful. It was also great
to have Congressman Jodey Arrington
attending this event. He had a great time
visiting with the public and wanted to
thank the City of Friona for the hospital-
ity he and his representatives received.

The police officers (while patrolling
the city at night) have identified many
street lights across the city that are not
working. Excel Energy will begin replac-
ing these lights. The plan is to complete
the work by the end of this month.

Last May, I talked about an issue at
our police department. The dispatching
console is outdated and system failures
that occur frequently leave our commu-
nity vulnerable to crime and the low-
ering of officers’ response time. Also,
inability to sound the sirens off when
needed especially during inclement

weather. The cost to update the system
with more advanced technology would
run around $40,000. On August 6, Ome-
ga Electronics began installing the new
system. Installment should be complet-
ed within 10 days.

The city employees, along with Re-
public Service, donated approximately
$800 dollars for the “Build a Backpack”
for kids. The city advertised on facebook
to sign up and enter into a drawing for
a backpack filled with school supplies.
There were seven names drawn. This is
the second year that the city employees
took the initiative to support this pro-
gram. Thanks to all city employees for
their caring and compassion to imple-
ment and support this program. (See
photo below.)

Chief Jimenez and the police depart-
ment responded to 290 calls in July.
There were 257 stops, 148 warnings,
109 citations, and 7 arrests (1-warrant,
2-no drivers license, 1-falsifying drug
test, 1-theft, 1-assault and 1-assault on
a family member). The officers drove a
total of 3,465 miles in July patrolling and
protecting our city.

Friona Volunteer Fire Department re-
sponded to 10 emergency calls in July.
There were three dumpster fires, two
vehicle accidents, false alarm (fire), gas
leak, two grass fires and a trash fire.

Judge Campbell had 108 new cases in
July. There were 86 total dispositions.

The court collected $13,680.58 in fines
and court cost equaled $6,951.13. I want
to thank Judge Campbell for her service
(10 years). She is doing a great job and I
appreciate everything she does.

Emergency Medical Service re-
sponded to 32 calls in July. There were
nine calls for 911, 18 transfers and fives
calls ended in a “no transport” Billing
equaled $43,177.10 and $10,284.21 was
collected.

Accounts Payable equaled $197,846.92
for the month of July.

The city pumped 25,689,500 gallons
of water and sold 18,384,00 gallons of
water. Billing totaled $87,120.57 on 1449
accounts. Last month the city sold ap-
proximately 12,000,000 gallons of water,
considerably lower compared to this
month. Do to the extremely hot weather
and shortage of rain, residents use more
water. We need to continue to save water
where we can and use water only when
we need to.

Friona Public Library had a total of
904 patron visits (includes electronic
contacts) for an average of 49 per day
and the library was open 21 days in July.
There were 1,038 items circulated and
60 new items added to inventory. Lee
Davila and members from the Friends
of the Library interviewed 5 applicants
this past week for the Library Director
position.
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The Parmer County Steak
Dinner is set for Saturday, Sep-
tember 7, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. at
the XIT community center in

Bovina. The steak dinner is
a fund raiser to support the
students who show at the Par-
mer County Stock show. The
money raised is distributed
to all the kids who show an
animal at the stock show. Last
year each participant received
$122.46. One of the highlights
of the dinner is the ticket draw-
ing that gives you the chance
to win cash. The last ticket left
in the hopper is the big win-
ner for the night. This year, in
addition to the ticket drawing,
Dan Patterson will perform
during the meal. Tickets are
$100.00 each for two people.

FRIONA FLASHBACKS

August 23,2018

Tommie’s memories of nursing in Parmer
County Community Hospital began Labor Day
Weekend in 1953. She and Sue Smith stepped off
a bus in down town Friona to begin their nurs-
ing careers. They were recent graduates of the
Methodist Hospital School of Nursing in Dal-
las, Texas. They read about the hospital in the
“American Journal of Nursing, and James M.
Baxter, administrator, sent a letter to the nurs-
ing school advertising for nurses. The Parmer
County Community Hospital was paying a top
wage of $250, which was more than the Dallas
hospital paid. Tommie and Sue left Dallas with
three other nursing graduates one of whom was
Helen Enochs Lowe, a cousin of Deke Kendrick.
(Helen’s home was in Amarillo.) After catching
the bus to Friona, they found their way to lodging
and then to the hospital which was made from
barracks purchased from the prisoner of war
camp at Hereford, Texas. The hospital was lo-
cated at the northwest corner of highway 60 and
Cleveland Avenue. Tommie remembers nurses
Thelma Jones and Mable Hartwell who “taught
them everything” The chair in the photo, donat-
ed to the Parmer County Museum by the Parmer
County Community Hospital, is one used by Dr.
Shackelford, a dentist whose office was also in
the hospital. Tommie remembers Dr. Lee told
her many tonsils were removed as patients sat in
the chair, so obviously the chair had many uses.

August 17,2001

It may have been too late for some crops,
but a good percentage of the area’s farmers got
some good, soaking rain last weekend, from
three-quarters of an inch to approaching three
inches, just depending upon “which cloud you
were under” Regardless of the timing, it appears
that the rain should be a blessing to most of the
cotton farmers, and still be in time to help the
maize for the most part. “In our business, we like
to say ‘Rain makes gain, “ said Randy Thomas,
manager of the Attebury Grain outlet at Black.
That area, to the east and southeast of Friona
was where the most rainfall was received. “The
rain really boosted everyone’s spirits. We have
heard reports of 1.8 to 2.5 inches from our area.
This rain was more general than what we've seen
this summer, stretching from Clovis to Canyon,
and south toward Lubbock,” Thomas said. The
elevator spokesman said the rain should help
yields and tonnage of the maize, as well as hay
grazer and sorghum ensilage. The good rain was
too late to do much for the corn crop. Harvest of
corn ensilage was underway, and interrupted
by the showers. The city of Friona measured 2.1
inches for the week, and folks with lawns and/
or gardens were also grateful for the help. July
and August have been so dry, that sprinklers
have had to run on a steady basis to keep up
with the need for moisture. City Manager Paula
Wilson said that the peak usage this summer
has been just over two million gallons per day,
back in July. As an example of how the rainfall
helped city residents, the usage was 1.7 million
gallons last Thursday, August 9. On Wednesday
of this week (August 15), it had dropped down to
855,000 gallons. “On Monday, the controls that
tells us that our pumps are running were hardly
noticeable. For most of the summer, the pumps
have practically been running nonstop,” she
said. Ms. Wilson added that Friona’s city fathers
of some years ago were far-sighted in increasing
the city’s “water fields, especially to those just
north of town. “We probably need to be looking
down the road again, for 20 years or so (in regard

to the city’s water needs),” she concluded. Ron
Smiley, manager of Friona Wheat Growers, said
he had heard of rainfall totals all the way from .75
inch to three inches. “It seems that everybody
got some rain. It may have been too late for some
of the milo, but it's bound to have helped some,
and those who had been irrigating can slack off,
and save on their power bills,” Smiley said. The
longtime Friona elevator manager said the milo-
maize acres may be somewhat higher this year,
as acreage on both corn and cotton were off to
some extent this year from the 2000 crops. Jerry
Butman, manager of Friona Farmers Co-op Gin,
said his farmers got some good rain for the most
part, and that reports were from .8 inch north of
town to over two inches. “This might be enough
to ‘lay the cotton by until harvest, depending on
what the weather does the rest of the way,” he
said. The week’s moisture brings Friona’s official
total to 15.55 inches for the year.

August 21, 1993

Three Friona residents were killed Monday,
August 16 when their vehicle was struck by a
Santa Fe freight train about two and one half
miles southwest of town. Killed were Grego-
rio Gutierrez, 41; Maria Cruz Gutierrez, 34, and
Greg Gutierrez, 15. Gregorio Gutierrez and Greg
Gutierrez were killed instantly, and Maria Guti-
errez died at 8:55 at Parmer County Community
Hospital. The three were traveling ina 1984 Mer-
cury Cougar driven by Gregorio Gutierrez when
the accident occurred, about 8:05 a.m. Monday.
Texas Department of Public Safety spokesman
Wayne Beighle said the car was southbound on a
private dirt road that crosses the Santa Fe tracks.
Beighle said the Mercury slowed as it neared the
crossing as iflooking for a train, then speeded up
onto the track and then stopped. The car was hit
on the driver’s side by the westbound train. The
vehicle rolled over completely after the impact,
smashing in the top of the car and pinning the
occupants. Members of the Friona E.M.S. crew
and Friona Volunteer Fire Department worked
using the Jaws of Life tool to get the accidents out
of the vehicle. Gregorio Gutierrez was employed
by Dee King at a truck wash located just south of
the Santa Fe crossing. No one on the train was
injured, and the 28-car train did not derail. This
is the third fatal crash involving a train west of
Friona in the past 10 months, with a total of five
people having been killed. Law enforcement of-
ficers are at a loss to explain the rash of vehicle
train wrecks. However, the early morning sun
was a possible cause of Monday’s crash, as the
driver would have been looking into the sun as
he might have checked for a train.

August 17,1980

Friona Fertilizer's Women'’ s softball team won
second place in the second annual women’s
tournament held August 7-9. Four Friona teams,
one Amarillo team and one Hereford team en-
tered the round robin event. Each team played
five games. The Kool-Kats of Amarillo took first
place honors with a 5-0 record. Friona Fertilizer
took second place with a 4-1 record. They were
defeated only by the Kool-Kats. Parmer County
Implement was defeated by both the Kool-Kats
and Friona Fertilizer and were forced to settle
for third place Members of the Friona Fertilizer
team were Randi Hamilton, Jayn Loopet, Cyn-
thia Smith, Vicki Smiley, Sharon Rector, Cindy
Smiley, Donita Martin , Debbie Smith, Dian
Anthony, Lisa Howell, Joy Morton, Brenda Mon-
toya, Gay Clark and Patcine Bouldin. The team

Defined Benefit vs Defined Contribution

In a paper published by the Georgetown University Law Center
in 2010, 46% of private-sector workers were covered by some kind
of pension plan in 1981. Since that time, the percentage of work-
ers covered by pension plans has dwindled. Pension plans, also
called “defined benefit plans” have largely been replaced by “de-
fined contribution plans” including 401K, 403B, and IRA accounts.
The primary appeal of these plans is that contributions are tax-
deductible and growth is tax-deferred. A slightly different model is
the Roth IRA2 where contributions are made after tax and all con-
tributions and growth are distributed tax free. The majority of the
responsibility for these plans, both the contribution and the invest-
ment decisions, rest heavily upon the individual. It is important to
have regular conversations with those who oversee these accounts
to make sure that they are performing as intended.

Texas Weekly Fuel
Update and Outlook

Texas gas prices have fall-
en 6.0 cents in the past week,
averaging $2.38 per gallon,
according to GasBuddy’s
daily survey of 13,114 sta-
tions. Gas prices in Texas are
10.4 cents per gallon lower
than a month ago and 24.3
cents per gallon lower than a
year ago.

According to GasBuddy
price reports, the cheapest
station in Texas is priced at
$2.05 while the most expen-
sive is $3.49 per gallon. The
cheapest price in the entire
country stands at $1.82 while
the most expensive is $5.49
per gallon. The national av-
erage price of gasoline has
fallen 6.8 cents to an aver-
age of $2.63 per gallon. The
national average is down
15.9 cents per gallon from
a month ago and 21.7 cents
per gallon lower than a year
ago.

“The national average
price of gasoline has now
fallen to the lowest level of
the summer, but even better,
the lowest since March as gas
stations pass along the recent
drop in oil prices brought on
by the U.S./China trade rift,”
said Patrick DeHaan, head of

petroleum analysis at Gas-
Buddy. “However, the drops
in gas prices could slowin the
weeks ahead as some OPEC
members talk about cutting
oil production to stem the
recent drop in oil prices. That
possibility pushed oil back
up $3 per barrel from the
lows seen last week. Howev-
er, a production cut from oil
producers may be more akin
to putting lipstick on a pig
as oil markets have plenty of
downside ahead as demand
for fuels begins to move low-
er into the fall with summer
driving season ending soon.
The U.S. national average
could fall an additional 35
cents per gallon by Thanks-
giving even after this week’s
drop should the trade ten-
sions and geopolitical risks
remain the same.”

Report: Farmers Prevented
from Planting Crops on
More than 19 Million Acres

Agricultural producers reported they were not able to plant
crops on more than 19.4 million acres in 2019, according to
a new report released by the U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA). This marks the most prevented plant acres reported
since USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA) began releasing the
report in 2007 and 17.49 million acres more than reported at
this time last year.

Of those prevented plant acres, more than 73 percent were
in 12 Midwestern states, where heavy rainfall and flooding this
year has prevented many producers from planting mostly corn,
soybeans and wheat.

USDA supported planting of cover crops on fields where farm-
ers were not able to plant because of their benefits in preventing
soil erosion, protecting water quality and boosting soil health.
The report showed where producers planted 2.71 million acres
of cover crops so far in 2019, compared with 2.14 million acres
at this time in 2018 and 1.88 million at this time in 2017.

To help make cover crops a more viable option, USDA’s Risk
Management Agency (RMA) adjusted the haying and grazing
date of cover crops, and USDA’s Natural Resources Conserva-
tion Service held signups in select states that offered produc-
ers assistance in planting cover crops. Meanwhile, USDA added
other flexibilities to help impacted producers, including adjust-
ing the deadline to file acreage reports in select states.

Psalm 134—Bless the Lord

Have you ever been asked to do the impossible, improbably or
unrealistic? Psalm 134 is a call to worship, and it begins by com-
manding the servants of the Lord to do the impossible, “bless the
Lord” In our arrogance, one would assume that they can bless
God, and help him out by adding to what he can do in size an
scope, or one may assume they can bless God because God needs
us. Realistically, though, there is no way you or I could add to God,
orbe an asset to God’s work, because God is self-sufficient and fully
complete in all that he is. The call to “bless the Lord” in Psalm 134
is such a mind-boggling command, because there is no practical
way that you or I could bless the Lord in a way that helps him out.

This conundrum has puzzled theologians through the ages, be-
cause one doesn’t add to God or help him out in any way, but God
allows and invites us to bless his name through our words and our
works. The phrase to “bless the Lord” is used 29 times in the ESV
version of the Bible, and in these verses it is clear that the call to
bless the Lord, is to worship him clearly by ascribing him the glory
thatis due hisname. To bless the Lord with your words takes place
in a worship gathering as you proclaim his works and goodness,
but it also takes place in your home as you help your family under-
stand how high and exalted God is, and how loving and gracious
and personal he is as well.

Further, though, you also bless the Lord in your works. To speak
highly of the Lord, without living worthy of the Lord is hypocrisy,
and is a curse on the name of God. In your life, you also bless the
Lord, because actions speaklouder than words, and in blessing the
Lord with your life, you live in full trust and surrender to him. The
paradigm of blessing the Lord, though, is not that you gain merit by
blessing the Lord in your words and works, but that in blessing the
Lord, you glorify him and grow closer to him, which is the greatest

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State Capital Highlights

Officials meet to discuss public safety fol-
lowing deadly shooting

AUSTIN — Following the Aug. 3 shooting
that claimed the lives of 22 people and injured
24 others at a popular El Paso shopping venue,
Gov. Greg Abbott and a group of officials met
in the border city to discuss ways to address
violence.

Joined by Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, House Speak-
er Dennis Bonnen, state Sen. Jose Rodriguez,
and area state Reps. Cesar Blanco, Art Fierro,
Mary Gonzales, Joe Moody and Lina Ortega,
Abbott and the group talked about how to im-
prove public safety.

“The entire state of Texas continues to grieve
the tragedy in El Paso,” Abbott said. “While our
hearts remain broken, it is our responsibility
to show the resolve that is needed to address
this shooting and begin the process of work-
ing together to lay a groundwork of how we are
going to respond. The people of Texas — in-
cluding the people of El Paso — deserve to be
safe and it is our responsibility to ensure that
safety,” he added.

Sen. Rodriguez, in a statement on behalf of
the El Paso legislative delegation, said: “State
leaders pledged to work with the El Paso dele-
gation to address gun violence driven by white
nationalism. We all agreed that gun violence
and white nationalism are pressing issues.
Gov. Abbott, in his remarks, was frank about
calling the shooter a white supremacist and
his actions domestic terrorism. All leaders,
from local to state to federal, must reject the
ideology of white supremacy.’

Abbott announced the state would provide
more than $5 million in immediate financial
assistance through the Criminal Justice Divi-
sion of the Governor’s Public Safety Office for
law enforcement agencies and the community
of El Paso.

According to a governor’s office news re-
lease, the financial assistance will take these
forms:

— Psychological first aid and crisis counsel-
ing;

— Behavioral health services, including
needs assessments, strategic planning and
care coordination with local service providers;

— County reimbursements for expert wit-
ness and juror fees, investigation, increased
security and more;

— School-based mental health services to
support students affected directly or indirectly
and referrals for youths with certain behavior-
al health and psychological needs;

— Post-critical incident seminars, empha-
sizing peer support to assist first responders
suffering from traumatic stress; and

— The establishment of a “family resilien-
cy center” to be a focal point for community
services including mental health needs, legal
services, faith-based assistance and public in-
formation.

New accessibility rules set

House Bill 3163, establishing new rules for
accessible parking spaces in Texas, will be-
come law Sept. 1.

According to a governor’s office news re-
lease, the Texas Department of Licensing and
Regulation will draft rules that implement the
legislation to amend Government Code Sec.
469.052, as follows:

— The international access symbol must be
painted on the parking space;

— The words “NO PARKING” must be paint-
ed on access aisles next to accessible parking
spaces;

— The signs marking accessible parking
spaces must include the penalty for parking
illegally in the space. Fines and towing are ex-
amples of possible penalties.

Notably, current signs and parking spaces do
not need changes until the new rules go into
effect. The new rules will be open to receive
comment in the Texas Register after drafting
and approval, and importantly, the Texas De-
partment of Licensing and Regulation antici-
pates the rules to take effect near mid-2020.

Tax revenue is distributed

Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar on Aug. 7
announced he would send cities, counties,
transit systems and special purpose taxing dis-
tricts $876.8 million in local sales tax alloca-
tions for the month of August. That is 4 percent
more than the amount distributed in August
2018.

Allocations are based on sales made in June
by businesses that report tax monthly and on
sales made in April, May and June by quarterly
filers.

Details on sales tax allocations to individual
cities, counties, transit systems and special
purpose districts can be found online in the
comptroller’s monthly sales tax allocation
comparison summary reports at comptroller.
texas.gov.

Battleship visits to stop

The Battleship Texas State Historic Site in La
Porte will close to the public Aug. 26, allowing
staff and contractors full accessibility to the
ship to safely perform necessary preparation
work ahead of a repair project.

The last day the public may explore the 573-
foot dreadnought-class vessel will be Aug. 25,
the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department an-
nounced Aug. 7.

During the closure, thousands of artifacts
on board the Texas will be catalogued and se-
cured and exhibit collections removed before
it is towed to another site for repair.

Visitors will continue to have access to the
nearby San Jacinto Monument, the San Jacinto
Battleground and the park’s nature trails dur-
ing the closure.

Although many foods I have
researched for this article have
long histories, the fajita, as we
know it today, really began
around the 1930’s in the ranch
lands of South and West Texas.
During the cattle roundups,
the beef was often butchered
on site. The throwaway pieces
of meat such as the head, tripe,
and skirt were given to the va-
queros. From these cuts came
dishes such as barbacoa de ca-
beza, menudo, and fajitas. The
name fajita comes from the
Spanish word for belt, faja. The
derivation, fajita, translates ex-
actly to mean, “little belt” This
makes sense because the skirt
steak on a beef is a strip that
wraps beneath the heart and
lungs, like a belt. There are
four skirt steaks on each beef,
two inside strips and two out-
side strips.

Fajitas remained a mainly
regional recipe for many years
because skirt steak was not
available to consumers. How-
ever, in 1969 Sonny Falcon, an
Austin meat market manager,

Fajitas

began operating the first com-
mercial fajita taco concession.
He traveled with his conces-
sion across Texas serving at
fairs and rodeos. That same
year, fajitas debuted on the
menu at Otilia Garza’s Round-
Up Restaurant in Pharr, Texas.
One of the most famous fajita
recipes began in Houston in
1973 at Ninfa’s restaurant. Her
recipe has only been handed
down to her sons as they con-
tinue her legacy. The popu-
larity of the fajita skyrocketed
when George Weidmann, a
German born chef added “siz-
zling fajitas” to the menu at the
Hyatt's LaVista restaurant in
Austin in 1982.

Fajita purists will argue that
a true fajita is made only from
beef skirt steak. Chef Weidma-
nn began to change this per-
ception when he began mak-
ing fajitas using a higher quality
sirloin in his “sizzling fajitas.
Our idea of a fajita has evolved
to mean anything that has Tex-
Mex flavorings or marinade, is
seared on a grill or skillet, and

then wrapped in a tortilla. 1
also think fajitas are usually
left for the consumer to con-
struct at the table, otherwise it
is just a burrito. Recipes today
include chicken, shrimp, fish,
and even just vegetables. I am
going to agree with Chef Wei-
dmann, my favorite fajitas are
made from a more prime cut
of meat. Often, our family will
use leftover steak that we have
thinly sliced, seasoned with fa-
jita seasoning, and warmed in
a skillet with sautéed onions,
peppers, and mushrooms.

I suspect you may not even
need a beef fajita recipe, but
just in case you would like
something written down, I in-
cluded one. I think the chicken
sheet pan fajitas are a nice twist
to keep down on the number
of pans to clean up, and I was
intrigued by the salmon fajita
recipe. I haven't tried this one,
so let me know what you think.

In a dish, mix together olive oil, Worcestershire, lime juice, garlic, cumin, chili powder, red pep-
per flakes, salt, pepper, and sugar until combined. Pour half of the marinade into a separate dish.
In one dish, place the flank steak, turning it over to coat. In the second dish, place all the veggies,
turning to coat. Cover the dishes with plastic wrap and place in the fridge for at least 2 hours.
Prepare tortillas, salsa, sour cream, and cilantro. Heat a heavy skillet over medium-high heat and
drizzle in some oil. Add the veggies and cook them for a few minutes, until they’re cooked but still
slightly firm and have nice black/brown pieces. Remove to a plate and set aside. Heat the same
skillet (or a grill pan if you have it) over high heat and drizzle some oil. Cook the meat for about
2 minutes per side until medium rare. Remove and allow to rest on a cutting board for 5 minutes.
Slice the meat right before serving and serve with all the fixins! Delicious!

1 1/2 Ibs. boneless skinless chicken breasts,
sliced into 1/2-inch thick strips (slice extra
wide strips in half)

1 of each red, green and yellow bell peppers,

3 Tbsp olive oil
2 Tbsp fresh lime juice
3 Tbsp chopped cilantro

For serving

8 taco size flour tortillas

Sour cream, avocado slices or guacamole,
diced tomatoes, Mexican cheese blend (top-
pings are optional)

Instructions

Preheat oven to 400°F (200°C). Spray a 17x12-inch rimmed baking sheet with non-stick cooking
spray. For the seasoning: In a small mixing bowl whisk together chili powders, cumin, paprika,
coriander, 1 1/2 tsp salt and 1/2 tsp pepper, set aside. For the fajitas filling: Spread bell peppers
and yellow onion onto baking sheet. Top with chicken strips then sprinkle garlic and seasoning
evenly over chicken strips. Drizzle olive oil over top then toss everything to evenly coat. Spread
into an even layer working to keep chicken from overlapping. Roast in preheated oven, tossing
once halfway through cooking, until veggies are tender, and chicken has cooked through, about 18
- 25 minutes (test a few of the larger pieces to make sure they are 165 in the center). Wrap tortillas
tightly in foil and warm in oven during last 5 minutes of fajita filling cooking. Drizzle lime juice
evenly over top of the chicken fajita filling, sprinkle with cilantro and more salt to taste and toss to

coat. Serve filling warm in warm tortillas with desired toppings.

Sheet Pan Salmon and Avocado Fajitas

Ingredients
1 1/2 Ibs salmon, skin on

1 (1.12 oz) pkg. McCormick Fajitas Seasoning

Mix, divided

1 eachred, yellow and green bell pepper, cored

and sliced into strips

1 medium yellow onion, peeled and sliced

2 Tbsp olive oil, divided

Instructions

Preheat oven to 400 de-
grees. Line an 18 by 13-inch
baking sheet with a sheet of
parchment paper.

Place salmon on one side
of the baking sheet, skin side
down (mine was a small side
of salmon, if using a wider
salmon portion, you could
place in the upper 1/3 of the
baking sheet).

minutes total.

Spritz salmon and peppers
with juice from the lime, sea-
son with salt as desired and
sprinkle with cilantro. Flake
salmon with a fork.

To assemble, layer avocado
slices over warmed tortillas.
Top with flaked salmon, pep-
pers and onions. Sprinkle
with cotija cheese and serve
with sour cream and hot
sauce if desired.
