Receives Citations in
Honor of Hushand

Mrs. Mary Joe Curry, whose hus-
band, Staff Sergeant Willie Curry,
was killed in action somewhere
over England on last July 9, early
this week réceived a citation of
honor from General H H. Arnold,
Commanding General Army An
Forces.

The citation reads as follows:

Citation of Honor

Staff Sergeant Willie Curry

Who gave his life in the per-
formance of his duty July 9, 1944

He lived to bear his country’s
arms. He died to save its honor. He
was a soldier . . . and he knew a

soldier's duty. His sacrifice will
help to keep aglow the flaming
torch that lights our lives . . . that

millions yet unborn may know the
priceless joy of liberty, And we
who pay him homage, and revere
his memory, in solemn pride re-
dedicate ourselves to a complete
fulfillment of the task for which he
so gallantly has placed his life upon
the altar of Man's freedom.

Previously, Mrs. Curry had been
notified by Governor Coke Steven-
son that her husband’s name has
been placed upon an honor roll of
Texans who have given their lives
to the cause of freedom during
World War II. The citation accom-
panying this notification reads as
follows:

“Be it known that the State of
Texas places the name of Willie
Curry upon the roll of those who
have rendered the highest service.
The loss of his life in the service of
his country in World War IT will
always be remembered by those
who love freedom.

“In humble recognition of his
sacrifice, the Legislature of Texas,
in the name of its people, has direc-
ted me to acknowledge the debt of
free men to him who gave his life
that others might live, and com-
mend him to the living memory of
Texans everywhere.”

There is no magic entailed in the
growing of plants without soil. Sand,
gravel, cinders, sawdust, shavings
or just water may be used instead
of soil. Plant nutrients are added
to whatever medium is chosen and

the plant gets its balanced diet just
as it would from soil. Because the
diet can be controlled, it is possible
to grow better quality fruit and
vegetables by the hydroponics meth-
od than by soil farming

The advantage of chemical farm-
ing 1s that the particular kinds of |
chemicals that each definite plant
needs can be determined by the test
tube, and supplied in amounts and at
times needed. It is also possible to
control temperature — and sun-
light, either artificial or natural,
wioich is not always possible in
open ficlds

Encouraging results have been ob-
tained. Tests have been checked in
comparison with the same plants
grown simultaneeusly in scil under
ideal conditions of temperature and
moisture and the results were sur-
prising. As a rule the soilless gar-
den plots gave more rapid growth,
larger plants and produced from 25
to 75 per cent more fruit or vege-
table, as well as maturing earlier.

Experiments are being conducted
to determine if certain earthworms
are essential to plant life in chemical
solutions as well as in the ground.

During the present year a large
farm has been purchased at White
Mountains, N. H., to be devoted en-
tirely to chemical horticulture. Doz-
ens of beds of sand-cultured flowers,
will be raised and experiments in
all forms of chemical culture will be
carried out in cooperation with the
society of chemical horticulture

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JAPANESE PROBLEM
| IN LARGE CITIES

BEFORE PEARL HARBOR 9%
per cent, and more, of the Japs in
this country were in the Pacific coast

states. After Pearl Harbor the army |

cleaned them out and locked them
in concentration camps as a
measure of safety.

Today large numbers of those
Japs the army locked up are being
liberated and colonized in many sec-
tions of the United States, much te
the dissatisfaction of the people that
are their new neighbors.

I lived in Chicago for many years,
more than half a century. My home

was on the South Side of the city, |

facing the lake. It was a desirable
residence section within the city lim-
its. Near and arouwid ime were many
excellent homes, fine apartment
buildings and residential hotels.
Within a block of where 1|
there is today a colony of Japs. The
federal government is said to have
strongly indicated to the owner of
an apartment house that he must
provide space for a Jap family.
When he did it was not one [amily,
but several that moved into the one
apartment. White families moved
out, and that apartment building
today houses a colony of Japs. Men
and women are finding jobs, at low
wage scales, as house servants,
much to the satisfaction of those for
whom they work, but very much to
‘he dissatisfaction of the people of
the neighborhood in which the Japs
live,

On Kenmore and Kenwood ave-
nues, near the campus of the Uni-
versity of Chicago, other Jap colo-
nies have been located by the same
methods and with the same results.
The whites are moving out and real
estate values are going down.

Since World War I, when Chicago
experienced a great influx of south-
ern Negroes, the South Side of the
city had what was considered a Ne-
gro problem. The colored people
did not advance into the sections
that have now been captured by the
Japs. The whites say the Negroes
would have been preferable.

That is one point on which Chi-
cago, and other metropolitan cen
ters, have lost the peace.

FARM CREDIT
SINCE 1933

OVER THE PAST FEW YEARS
no farm owner, tenant farmer or
share-cropper need have been with-
out a government loan. The one
quality needed to secure it was per-
sistence. The fly in the ointment
was finding the particular bureau
administration, corporation or asso
ciation that would make a loan on
what the applicant had to offer, or
for the purpose for which he wanted
it. Loans could be had for the pur-
pose of buying a farm, paying ofl
a mortgage, purchase of machinery
of live stock, erecting farm build-
ings, buying seed, or to pay the gro-
cer or the doctor, if you found the
right source from which money was
available. From one of the more
than 10 sources from which the
farmer could get money, the Farm
Credit administration, 6,096,026
farmers borrowed $9,631,900,000 be-
tween 1933 and December 31, 1943.
Of that amount $2,423,000,000 was
still on the books at the end of lasf
year.
