ountry's highest death rate for

auto accidents. Lijuisiana, one 
of the very few states permitting 
liquor to be sold by the drink, 
has one of the lowest death rates.

Other facts that the opponents 
quoted concerning the $19 million 
a year in taxes from the liquor 
industry which goes to old age 
piensions, rural roads, and teacher 
retirements. And a doctor testified 
that from 1,700 chronic alcoholic 
patients who have Ix’cn in his 
ho-spital, 76 per cent were from 
dry counties.

AfU'T the hearing was over, the 
committee tOf>k only a few min­
utes U> reach a decision.

KEN BEGAN IN 
WASHINGTON

WASHINGTON. D. C.—A wide 
“diversity of views” exists within 
the Democratic Party, Rep. Ken 
Regan of Midland said here this 
week in addressing a report to the 
approximately 400,000 people in 
the 16th district which he rep­
resents. He said there are two 
main divisions in the party.

Regan has begun a series of 
radio reports to his constituents, 
during which he will discuss the 
state of the nation as he sees it 
and primarily what affects West 
Texas.

"As you know, I am a Demo­
crat, and was selected, but right 
here I want to say that I have- 
found a wide diversity of views 
within the Democratic party. 
Many of us from the South and 
West are not in accord, nor do we 
share some of the views of other 
memliers of our party from the 
.North and East. Therefore, it has 
been my f>pinion for some time 
that we have two major classifi­
cations within the Democratic 
ranks, to-wit: the Conservative 
Democrats and the Socialistic De­
mocrats.

‘‘During my brief term here 
(Regan is now in his third term) 
many socialistic proposals have

been advanced and might easily 
now be the law of the land and a 
part of our centralized govern­
ment had It not been for the op­
position of the conservative Dem­
ocrats of the S<juth and W'est.

“One was socialized medicine, 
a scheme that would piermit the 
government to control the health 
and well-being of our people, di­
rect them to a doctor, dentist, sur­
geon, occulist, or other profession­
al service without choice Oif selec­
tion by the patient, or a peisonal 
interest on the part of the doctor. 
A sort of assembly plant opera­
tion, or a plan akin to sheep dip­

ping.
“England has tried this wild 

schem ; under their labor govern­
ment for the past several years 

, with appalling and tremendously^ 
expensive results. I do not be­
lieve the people of West Texas 
wish to be so regimented and I 
have opposed, and shall continue 
to opfxjse, siicialized medicine.

‘Time will, I am confUent, con­
firm our conviction that the found­
ers of the Samuel Bronfman Foun­
dation, by embarking on this 
project with Columbia University, 
have created a means of further- 
mg democratic ideals." he said. 
“Never in our history was there 
a greater need for an understand­
ing of democracy.”

Mr. Bronfman, in his response, 
asserted:

"I am particularly pleased that 
one of the first dispositions of this 
foundation is to be for the estab­
lishment at Columbia University 
of a department devoted to the 
study of the system of democratic 
opportunity under which we live; 
its advantages, its humane philos­
ophy and its creative purpose, its 
superiority over all other systems 
of govememnt or economic or­
ganization.

“For here at this great center of 
learning, students «(ill be trained 
to participate in the march of 
progress which our system fosters. 
Here research will be undertaken 
so that whatever is improvable, 
whether in our policies or our 
technique, may be improved. Hers 
leaders of industry and men emi­
nent in their fields will be heard, 
giving of their exjierience and 
their knowledge. Here the people 
of this country and this continent 
will be shown in striking detail 
what they already know and feel 
in general outline—the blessings 
that stem from our system; and 
hence will issue to all comers of 
the globe the truth, the magnetic 
and compelling truth about our 
way of life."

The Bronfman Foundation's oB- 
jectives In establishing tha jwo- 
gram arc as follows:
1. To study and teach the rum  

tial characteristics and tech­
niques of democratic IgisiasoB 
activity and to promote ü d  
disseminate such now ledgs to 
the maximum number pres­
ent and future students, tsecB« 
ers, and business executivas.

1  To study the probienu of over­
all management of business and 
of the administrative processes 
which facilitate Innovation and 
growth.

3. To make a significant contribu­
tion to the progress of industry; 
to advance the thinking of the 
community as a whole; and to 
make it clear to an enlarged 
section of the free world that 
individual enterprise plays a 
vital role in the modem econ­
omy.
Dean Philip Young said the 

Bronfman Professor of Democra­
tic Business Enterprise would be 
named shortly and would assume 
his post on July 1. The program 
as a whole will be instituted next 
fall

Church, w a s  instantly killed 
early Saturday night in what 
Richard Robinson, assistant dis 
tiict attorney, termed a “hit and 
run" accident.

Jackie Dean Brown, 19, Artesia, 
was booked at the sheriffs office 
on a charge of involuntary man­
slaughter in connectkxi with the 
case. Robinson said that Brown 
was the owner of the car w'hich 
struck Beane. Brown is being 
held in jail.

An inquest will be held at 4 
p. m. Monday at the court house.

The car was said 
to have been occupied by three 
boys and two girls at time of the 
accident.

Robinson said that police and 
sheriff’s deputies had located all 
five, and all but Brown were ju­
veniles.

Others said that Brown was 
found at the Legion Hut about an 
hour after the accident. The car 
was found abandoned on Luckey 
Street.

A city bus driver said he let 
Beane off his Legion Hut bus at 
the Ash and Church comer around 

I 7:40 p. m., police said. The driver 
reportedly told officers that a few 

I moments later he saw a car trav- 
' eling “at a high rate of speed” 
east along Church and seconds la­
ter heard the sound of a car strik­
ing Beane’s body.
