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Drill Rig Assistant Is 
Killed In Accident Here

A young drilling r ig  assistant 
was killed last Thursday while 
doing prelim inary drilling work 
at the site of the new football 
stadium Just o ff Grand Avenue 
In Frlona.

David Austin, 28, who was a 
resident of Am arillo, was 
fatally electrocuted when his 
drilling r ig  came In contact 
with high-voltage w ires which 
run north-south along Grand,

Another occupant of the r ig , 
David Shuler, also o f Am arillo, 
escaped unharmed. Shuler, the 
drilling r ig  operator, wee seat­
ed on the d rille r  and Jumped 
c lear after contact was made 
with the 7200-volt RFC line.

Shuler told Investigating of­
ficers  that Austin had firs t 
Jumped from the cab o f the 
truck after contact had been 
made. Shuler Indicated that he 
yelled "G e t back, get back" 
to Austin, who may have thought 
Shuler meant for him to get 
back In the truck. At any rate, 
contact was made, and Austin 
was electrocuted.

Austin remained In contact 
with the truck with his right 
arm , and the r ig  remained In 
contact with the power line for 
some time after Austin had been 
electrocuted, so that Austin's 
clothing had all burned and his 
body was badly burned by the

time contact was severed.
For many f r u s t r a t i n g  

minutes, members of the F r l­
ona Po lice  Department and 
Frlona Volunteer F ire  Depart­
ment stood helplessly by, while 
ca lls  w ere being made for 
someone to turn o ff the power.

H. L. (Hank) Outland, local 
manager for Southwestern 
Public Service Company was out 
of town with a Boy Scout troop. 
O riginal ca llers  assumed the 
line was a Public Service line, 
so the Information was relayed 
to the Hereford o ffice .

BUI Davis, lineman with tbe 
SWPS company, was summoned, 
and arrived on the scene at about 
the time that the truck's rear 
wheels blew out, cutting o ff the 
contact with the power line.

Davis threw a synthetic rope 
over the line and held It back 
while the body was removed 
and the (k-lller was lowered.

Superhighway Driving
Some women are frightened by 

the thought of freeway or turn­
pike driving. But. you'll have a 
safe Journey, I f  youtl follow the 
rules of the road.

Concentration on your driving 
is absolutely necessary on free­
ways, as faster-than-usual truffle 
adds to your driving responsibil­
ities. Keep ulert; be on the look­
out for changing conditions; ex­
pect the unexpected

Speed control is important 
Freeways are not race tracks and 
posted limits should be respected 
and not lie exceeded. Check your 
speed often. On f  roe ways, you 
can gradually inciease your 
speed to u point far higher than 
you intend without realizing it 

Because of your higher than 
usual driving speed, longer stop­
ping distances must be allowed 
for. For each 10 miles per hour 
o f speed, stay at leust 20 feet (a 
little over 1 cur length) buck of 
the car you follow.

League warns that another 
flacal " c r i s i s "  looms for state 
government In 1967, when new 
taxes of $40,000,000 a year may 
be necessary.

Simple arithmetic points to a 
• 's izeab le " money problem, 
says the League. It notes teat 
while Texas' new fiscal period 
w ill begin September 2 with a 
general revenue surplus of 
some $97,800,000, It w ill end 
August 31, 1967 with little  more 
than $1,000,000 lnthefund.Gov. 
John Connolly's budget staff has 
estimated a balance o f about 
$4,200,000.

Comparing the shrinking sur­
plus with some non-recurring 
revenue measures agreed on by 
the 59th Legislature, TR L r e ­
searcher a conclude lawmakers 
In 1967 may have to pass a 
$107,200,00 new tax b ill.

League admits the figure may 
be higher or lower. Its staff 
acknowledges that salsa tax 
rd ten ie *  are running weft ahead ■ 
o f-o ffic la l estimates this year 
adR U U keeps up, the new tax 
requirement may be reduced to 
$80,000,000.

Actually, general sales tax 
collections tela year are "much 
h igher" than In 1964, Comptrol­
le r  Robert S. C alvert reports.

Cotton is o ff so • good start 
(bis season in some areas. It 
has been hit by wet weather and 
blight In some areas. This past 
week o f warmer weather and 
higher soil temperatures has 
caused cotton so start growing 
faster. The question comes up 
aa to whether to sldedress.

If your cotton Is o ff to a good 
start and a good aund, yisld 
potential on Cotton Is good. This 
says that potalblliry o f profit 
from  fe rtlllx er  looks good.

F irs t, lets look at nitrogen. 
If cotton follows grain sorghum.
:.Imogen la definitely needed. 
A good ru e  Is 80s ammonia 
per acre on heavier textured 
soils. If cotton follows cotton 
o r  wheat. SO to 60s ammonia 
should be aufflcleni on heavier 
textured soils. Or light textured 
sandy loam s o ll i ,  increase 
these rates by 20s nitrogen.

Phosphorus can still be ap­
plied. The moat convenient way 
to apply It now la aa a liquid 
with a dual applicator. Side- 
dressed phosphorus by 4-6 leaf

stage should be as beneficial 
as preplan!. Sldedreaaed phos­
phorus could still be pro flu  
able up to firs t square. It should 
be applied soon, howevar.

0-1 IS oer acre on clay loam 
soils and 135.165s 11-37-0 250 
to 300s 11-20-0-US per acre 
on sandy loam soils.

When sldrdresslng cotton, be 
careful not to prune roots. It 
would be desirable to apply 
fe r t iliz e r , particularly phos­
phorus, Just ahead o f new root 
growth. Applying It on 20 Inch 
centers Is still satisfactory for 
moat cotton but It may be nec­
essary on ta ller cotton to place 
It In the middles.

In general, there are some 
practices that can be fo lloa*d  
that will not on ly . ineerve water 
but that will promote better 
plant growth.

Whenever water le applied, 
water the entire volurrw of the 
soil throughly and avoid light, 
frequent applications of water. 
Keep track o' t»<e times that wa­
ter is applied. Lengthen the in 
tsrvals as m ich as possible. 
Water only w'wn the plants ac­
tually need It. the worst pra. 
tics perhaps, ts 'he adoption of

a regular watering schedule. 
Delay watering until drouth 
symptoms can actually ba seen.

When water la applied eoak the 
root zone of the plants then do 
not water sgaln until the drying 
symptoms tppsar. Infrequent 
even, and slow water appllra- 
tlona encourage deep root 
growth, not only on greet but 
on all garden planta. This leap 
roo. growth envelopment asststs 
all plants In resisting drouth 
conditions. When frequent. 
Shallow waterings are applied 
the plants form shallow root 
•ysams that have no drouth 
reslstan e .  These practices 
result In a waste of water.
