According to Garrison, the new 
regulations bear no resemblance to 
a compulsory insurance law. He 
pointed further to the fact that on­
ly one state has such a law but 
that Texas beepmo the 35th state 
to enact a security-type Safety Re­
sponsibility Law. It is true, ac­
cording to Garrison, that, begin­
ning Jan. 1, a motor vehicle owner 
or operator who is involved in an 
accident resulting in death or in­
jury, or property damage exceed­
ing SlOO, must furnish proof of 
his ability to meet claims up to 
$15,(X)0 or have his motoring priv­
ileges suspended until he doc^ 
Proper insurance may be accepted 
as sufficient proof of such financi­
al responsibility but the law also 
offers several other choices of fur­
nishing proof. Among those are 
the po.sting of a bond with the 
Texas Department of Public Safety 
or the depositing of satisfactory 
security with the Department. Al-

viduals or firms may qualify as 
.self-insurers under the terms of 
tho law.

The alternatives will be clearly 
.set forth by the Safety Department 
as a part of the education program 
beginning in November. A ll such 
information released by the State 
will be clearly identified as such, 
and it will be official.

In calling upon the press and 
radio for assistance. Garrison sta­
ted: ‘‘1 am asking the public-spir­
ited newspapers and radio stations 
of Texas to cooperate with the De­
partment of Public Safety, on be­
half of the State, in a plan to give 
our people all the true facts. 1 am 
confident that they will do so. This 
educational program will begin on 
Nov. 1, two months before tho law 
becomes effective .In the meantime 
1 hope the people of Texas will not 
permit themselves to be mislead 
again about this new law, which 
vva.s enacted for their greater safe­
ty and financial protection.”

D onald  R. Richberg, who was co-author o f the Railway 

Labor Act of 1926 ,and is an eminent authority on Labor legis­
lation. recently contributed a long article to The Freeman 
called “ Free Men Vs. The Union Closed Shop.” He examin­
ed the arguments pro and con. Then, in conclusion, he said:

"The union closed shop now provides the means of cent- 
ralizin? a power of life  and death over the industries of Am er­
ica. This Dower has already been so abused that, by the ac­
tion of a fe#  men, our vital industries several times have been 
temporarily paralyzed in a time of national peril. There is 
no way to prevent the recurrence and extension of such intol­
erable abuses of union monopoly power except by stopping 
its further growth: by making it unlawful to compel any 
worker to join a union in order to earn a living; by outlaw­
ing compulsory unionism and the union closed shop.”

The right of employers to blackball union members and 
to prevent unions from organizing the workers long has been 
outlawed, and very properly so. It is equally proper to out­
law the rights of a union to say that no man can hold a job 
unless he joins and pays tribute to it. Coercion by union 
leaders is exactly as reprehensible, exactly as inimical to in­
dividual rights and liberties, as coercion by the employer. 
0\er a period of many years, the pendulum has swung from 
one dangerous extreme to the opposite dangerous extreme. 
It is time it returned to the middle, and Mr. Richberg has 
pointed out the way.

COMPETITION IS ALL-IMPORTANT
Is competition a really important factor in the oil in-

dustrv?
You don’t need to ask an oil man to answer that question. 

In a speech made last winter, Oscar Chapman, Secretary of 
the Interior said:

"Competition is the basic reason for the productive vigor 
of the oil industry. Accordingly, competition should be re­
tained or disturbeid as little as possible . . .  It shall be my pur­
pose, as Petroleum Administrator, to use the power entrusted 
to me, as far as humanly possible, in such a way as to leave 
at the end of this emergency the same competitive relation­
ships among the units of the oil and gas industry as exist 
today."

The record of oil during and since World War II fully 
substantiates Secretary Chapman's views. It is estimated 
that 22.000.000.000 gallons of oil was needed to conquer Germ­
any alone. The Arm y and Navy Petroleum Board is au­
thority for the statement that “ Not one single military op­
eration was delayed or impeded because of lack of petroleum 
products." The competitive American oil industry supplied 
that vast flood to the fighting forces and met every essential 
civilian need. And today the industry is able to pnxlucc and 
market 25 per cent more oil and oil products than at the peak 
of Wci'ld War II.

Quantity is not the whole story. As the result of the 
competitve struggles between oil companies in their research 
for consumer favor, the quality of oil products has been great­
ly improved. To take one example, two gallons of 1951 gaso­
line will do the work of three gallons of 1926 gasoline And 
the price, exclud.ing taxes, over w’hich the industry has no 
control, is about the same

Free competition gives the nation both more production 
and higher-grade products. Oil is a first class example of 
that truism.

STILL WASTE AS USUAL
Only the strongest kind of public pressure can force the 

government to economize. That is the theme of a striking ar­
ticle by Stanley High in The Reader’s Digest, called “ In Wash­
ington It's Waste As Usual."

Mr. High shows how our money is being dissipated on 
unnecessary projects of a thousand and one kinds, and says: 
“Lately there has been a notable increase in mail from con- 
stituent.s—making sharp demands for economy on the part 
of Congress. These demands have already strengthened the 
efforts of Congressmen who believe with Senator Byrd that 
‘our strength and preparedness in all respects depend upon 
reduction in nonessential spending.’

“ But there w ill be no adequate reductions unless pres­
sure from the people is greatly increased. To add to that 
pressure without delay is, I believe, an obligation upon every 
patriotic American.”

The increase in government spending, which has no con­
nection whatsoever with our military’ preparedness, has been 
incredible. The Department of (Commerce’s 1950 bud^t 
showed a 1940 per cent increase over its 1940 budget. The 
Department of Labor spent 1283 per cent more in 1950 than 
in 1940. The State Department spent 1634 per cent more. So 
it goes, all down the line. Soon, Mr. High writes, “The army 
of U. S. Government civilian employees w’ill be nearly as big 
as the combined total o f all the men in the Army, Navy, A ir 
Force and Marines as of last spring.”
