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While most west Texas cities 
both large and small, are complain­
ing about water shortages through 
the summer months, a check with 
county commissioner Tommy Work­
man and city offlc.als this week 
revealed that Rankins source of 
w a fr  is uncharged as far as pio- 
duction and amount are concerned.

“ We have pumped some of those 
wells for as long as 20 hours at a 
time and if they have ever failed 
.a bit. we can’t tell it." said Work­
man. He further pointed out that 
the county, suppliers of water to 
the City of Rankin under an ex­
cess park water agreement, has 
water rights and funds available 
to supply water to a city three 
times as large as present-day Ran­
kin.

" I f  the need ever arises and 
Rankin should triple in size, we 
only have to drill more wells to 
supply the need," he stated.

At the present time the county 
has nine wells on the watef lease 
east of Rankin, seven of which are 
normally used to supply water to 
the city and two held in reserve. 
Total storage capacity and daily 
product.on is presently around 800.- 
OCO gallons, according to Workman.
