TELEFPHONE SERVICE NEAR NORMAL AFTER
HIURRICANE CARLA STRIKES

Huiricane Carla has come and gone, and I know we were all glad
to see her go. Even though we were not directly affected here in Ran-
Rin, I'd like to tell you a little of what she did to telephone service
on the Gulf Coast and what Scuthwestern Bell did about it. It's an
interesting and dramatic story.

As Carla faded northward after her terrible blow at the Gulf
Coast, she left behind:

—damage totalling S6!': million to telephone facilities

—144,000 telephones knocked out alonz a 500-mile stretch of coast-
al front and inland points

—miles of telephone lines and poles flattened in a twisted maze
of wire and splintered wood

—15 Southwestern Bell exchanges completely isolated, including
Freeport, Bay City, and El Campo, along with 28 other commu-
nities

Telephone people were ready for the emergency. Before the winds
and rains had subsided, Southwestern Bell had men and equipment
rolling to the disaster area to restore cripp.ed telephone service.

An army of 5400 telephone men from many cities and states was
hastily assembled in the Galveston-Corpus Christi-Victorie area. More
than 900 came from points in North Texas, Oklahoma, Arkansas, Kan-
sas and Missouri.

EQUIPMENT FLOWN IN

At the same time, the company flew emergency generating equip-
ment for electric power into the storm area from many places in our
five-state territory. From other cities in North Texas, special mobile
radio trucks converged on the stricken area to help bridge the gap
left by the silenced telephones, relay emergency messages, and main-
tain contact with the “outside world.”

These joined forces with the men, trucks, and other emergency
equipment which Southwestern Bell already had sent into the area as
a precautionary measure  when hurricane warnings were first issued.

OPERATORS FROM WEST TEXAS

While repair crews began the work of restoration, 150 telephone
operators from Lubbock, Amarillo, Abilene and other West Texas points
were sent to Houston and other storm-hit icities to help handle the
tremendous volume of long distance calls...many of them vital mes-
sages from police, public health, civil defense, and \other agencies.

With skill, determination and co-ordinated teamwork, Southwest-
ern Bell people worked 'round the clock untill all cincuits were restor-
ed and all telephones back in service (where the condition of homes
and businesses permitted.) Telephone service in the disaster area is
now back to normal. It was a tremendous job, carried out under try-
ing conditions at top speed.
