But there’s a difference. In the 
case of the county, the commis­
sioner’s court is charged with the 
responsibility of raising the men. 
ey—through taxes—to carry on 
the county operations. If the 
commissioners are prudent in 
their expenditures of funds—and 
I be.ieve ours try to the best of 
their abilities to get a dollors 
worth for every dollar they 
spend—but their expenditures are 
still more than their Income, then 
they are supposed to raise th e  
money to cover this deficit. The 
money is raised through taxes. In 
the case of Upton County t h a t  
has the maximum tax rate as al­
lowed by law, this would mean

an increase in values. This might 
come about by better equalization 
of existing values are by putting 
a more realistic value on property 
on the tax rolls.

Now hardly anyone likes to pay 
taxes although most of us will 
admit that they are necessary and 
when you co.ne right down to it. 
we get a pretty (air return on 
what we pay in. Whether or not 
all the projects approved and op­
erated by the commissioners c ’ 
Upton County are noceasarj’—1 
have no idea nor Intend to de­
bate. 'That Just about everyone of 
them in w*hich Uie county does 
participate has been and is rt 
quested—even demanded— b̂y the 
citizens—is a fact without dispute.

A commissioner is a public ser- 
vax.t and he ought to listen to 
the dictates of the citizens. He 
may be called upon to participate 
in a program which he, person- 
aLy, feels is not worthy; neverUie. 
1P.S.S, if he believes that a major­
ity of his constituents are in fav­
or of the program, he should qo 
his best to assist them to carry 
it out within the law. This is not 
only good politics, it’s the basic 
concept of the de.mocratic process.

Upton County has a lot of 
projects of which I, personally, 
do not approve but there can be 
little doubt that most. If not all, 
have majority support

As has been pointed out in this 
columii from time to time, the 
peope of Upton County approved 
by vote the operation of tiie two 
hospitals by Upton County—if not 
in ifact, at least by indication, 
when they voted the hospital 
bcoids some years ago. Unless a- 
another vote Is uken ar.d the 
results prove otherwise. Upton 
County still stands charged with 
the cperation of the ho.spitals by 
a vote of the citizens. I believe 
we can all agree that a majority 
stil. favor this proposition.

This being the case, 1 do r.ot 
see that the <juestion of how 
much it costs to operate the hos. 
pitals is of any consequence other 
than to make sure that money is 
not wasted. I don’t know about 
the McCamey Hospital but the 
Rrnk.n Hospital Board is defi­
nitely cn the conservative side 
and are a mil snug with their 
expenditures. There is no more 
reason to question the fact that 
the hospitals operate at a loss 
than there is to say the road and 
bridge department loses $125,000 
or whatever figure is spent each 
year on that department. The of­
fice of county tax assessor is not 
necessarily suppo.sed to show a 
profit. The office of the county- 
judge. the county attorney, the 
county clerk, etc. is not supposed 
to be opierated at a profit. And 
a.s long as the hospitals are oper. 
ated by the county with the ap­
proval dt a majority of the citl- 
zenrj-. neither are they of neces­
sity required to do so.

Counties and their operations 
are not intended to be money, 
making organizations. ’They are to 
be operated with care and with 
restraint, making sure that the 
taxpayer gets value received but 
that’s a.l. They are to be operated 
by tax assessments and they are 
to be operated on a balanced 
budget as nearly as possible. If 
the income does not meet the out­
go—and assuming that all the fat 
has been trimmed—then the com­
missioners are to adjust their 
taxing procedures until the two 
are equal.

As one co.-nish said this week. 
“ It can't go on the way it is.

In plain English if Upton Co­
untv is not getting in enough 
nicney to run the hospitals, the 
ccmniissiioners ought to take the 
necessary steps to see that the 
money is raised.

That may sound harsh as all 
hcck but we hear a lot the.se days 
about local re.sponsibility in place 
of Federal aid and we need hos­
pitals in Upton county and if 
we don’t provide them, the Fed­
eral government will sooner cr 
later and with Medicare already 
on the law 'cooks it won’t be hard 
to do.
