Raggarly had written In his i 
, column about a speech given to > 
j the \marlllo Knife and Fork 
I Club by Congressman U a Iter 
I Judd. Judd is a R epublican.] 
j and Beggarly has never been i' 
- able to understand that without | 
j Republicans, there would be no »
| two-party system.

Therefore he dug Into Judd's 
speech saying that "he (Judd) 
couldn't res ist the temptation to 
act like a politician." Poli­
ticians hardly ever are able to 
act like anything but politicians, 
but Bsggarly went on to say that 
Judd told a half truth concerning 
Quemoy and Matsu, the tiny off­
shore Islands that devel oped 
Into a controversy during the 
presidential election.

Judd had said that although 
the Islands really weren't too 
Important from a military 
standpoint, they nevertheless 
should be defended, since the 
principle of not yielding to Com­
munist agression was the 
Important thing, and that if our 
government remained firm 
about not giving up the islands, 
there probably wouldn't ever 
be any need to actually defend 
them with military forces.

Baggarly penned a choppy 
little editor's note at the bottom 
of my letter that said:

‘ ‘If 1 must choose between 
the word of Richard Nixon and 
Walter Judd and the word of 
the nation's top military men, 
including Eisenhower, who said 
that the defense of Quemoy and 
Matsu wasn't worth the death 
of one American soldier. I'll 
hoose the la tte r ."

it seem s to me that Baggarly 
s guilty of the same offense 

ne charged J udd with. His state­
ment conceals the fact that 
a little matter of foreign policy 
l  iters the picture and that con­
centrating on pure military 
strategy alone In such a situa­
tion as this I9 far less than 
half the truth.

One doesn’t have to be a top 
mi«»rary exo»rt to be able to 
d -ter mine "liat the islands 
aren't worth fighting for, but 
some of us think the rest of 
the world is. If the free world 
establishes its front at such 
places as Quemoy ami Matsu 
and doesn't yield to Communist 
agression, it won’t have to watch 
the reds gobble up everything 
between the front and the Iron 
Curtain.

If the United States had told 
the world It would fight to pro­
tect South Korea Instead of 
letting Dean Acheson tell 
the world that South Korea 
wasn’t worth fighting for, there 
probably wouldn’t have been a 
Korean Conflict.

My letter to Baggarly a c ­
complished exactly nothing. He 
had called Judd's comments on 
the situation a half truth; I 
wrote and asked him to explain 
what he considered the whole 
truth on the matter, and he 
answered with a little less than 
a hundredth-truth.

But don't let my experience 
at writing letters to the editor 
discourage anyone that was an­
ticipating writing one. They 
usually accomplish more than 
you would expect and they give 
you almost the same power as 
the editor.

Tax Collections 
Show Increase

School tax collections for 
December totaled a whopping 
>72.638.81 according to figures 
released by tax aaaessor 
collector Dan Ethridge.

The big booat in collections 
brings the total for the year 
to >141,243.95, or 66.7 per 
cent. Some >73, 937 a r t  ftlU 
uncollected, which accounts for 
the remaining 33.3 per cent. 

Total tax ro ll for I960 la 
>22,201.35.

Fthrldge presented the figures 
to the board of trustees at a 
Monday night meeting. He and 
the trustees expreseed sa tis­

faction ovar December col­
lections. Ethridge had predicted 
a large amount of the tax roll 
would be accounted for as soon 
as the majority of crops were 
harvested.

The >*2,838 represents a 
healthy Increase over October 
•nd November collections and is 
more than the first two month's 
totals added together.

Unpaid taxes will become 
delinquent beginning n e x t  
month. They will begin drawing 
a penalty then, that will In­
crease with each month that 
pastes before they are paid.

the town philosopher.
It Isn't every day that a 

Frionan Is the main topic in 
one of the state 's  largest news­
papers so we think it worth­
while to pass along Mr Crume's 
column.

It is reported that Jake Lamb, 

the town philosopher at Friona 
up on the high plains, is still 
nettled because the people up 
there got excited at the force 
of the wind during that tornado 
awhile back. He said it was a 
piddling w'ind and didn't even 
reg ister on his wind gauge. His 
wind gauge is a 50-pound an\il 
on a chain. In a proper wind, 
it la supposed to rise  in the s ir . 
The chain keeps it from floating 
away.

This i f  not a new kind of wind 
gauge. It has been used by town 
philosophers in the Panhandle 
for years, but they ought to quit 
using It. The gauge is not r e ­
liable. At times we have seen 
an anvil riding vigorously at 
the end of the chain, like a 
kite without a tall, when the 
wind was hardly strong enough 
to carry  off a section of land, 
much less  a county . In stronger 
winds the anvil at times has 
seemed to sull.

About half the time, too, when 
the anvil la floating In the air, 
it doesn't point out the direct ion 
of the wind accurately.

It is our theory dint, in the 
ordinary uncalibratsd anvil, the 
wind gets trapped In the hole 
set aside for the aware block 
and causes this erratic 
behavior.

The floating anvil la esteemed 
as a w ind instrument by the mwn 
philosopher of the high plains 
simply because he is given to 
caution, literal statement and 
exact truth. As a wind instru­
ment, for instance. It obviously 
eliminates, night breezes, w ay­
ward zephyrs and trivial air 
currents from consideration.

It is not, however, the end- 
all of plaint meteor ology. There 
are lots of ways of study In? the 
wind. You can tell its force, for 
Instance, by no’lng how many 
m l’es the plume of smoke from 
a Mallet freight engine blows 
back in a line parallel to the 
earth before it begins to spread 
out. You can measure how far 
the loose 2x4's are standing out 
from the bam . If you want to 
know the direction of the wind, 
you can wet your thurrK and hold 
it in the a ir. The side toward 
which the wind blows will turn 
muddy.

The only excuse for using the 
anvil is fine accuracy. If Mr. 
Lamb is going to continue to 
use his, he ought to file down 
the horn to a fine point and plug 
up the swage block hole and 
stream line it.

Probably it isn't worth the 
effort. In a couple of weeks or 
so, the spring wind season will 
hit the high plains, and Mr. 
Lamb will be able to tell it is 
blowing all right.

THEY HAVE about fouled up 
weather science on the high 
plains now by deep well irrig a ­
tion. rhe countryside won’t 
move around and orient itself 
to me wind as It used to.

In our day, nobody ever needed 
to know the direction from which 
the wind was blowing. It wss al­
ways southwest. This was one of 
the constants of the universe, 
so much so that it wss used 
as a constant and a man would 
direct another by telling him to 
set a course about three miles 
to the right of the wind.

Nobody needed to know how 
strong the wind was either. It 
was always strong enough.

phone man Is s mystery to those who pay 
a phone bill each month. If Friona had Its 
own man to take care of telephone trouble 
here, and Bovina had the same setup there,
everyone would be a lot happier.

But telephones of necessity operate on s 
monopolistic basis In rural areas as well 
as most urban areas. Therefore, we get the 
Idea that there Is really nothing we can do 
about the unfortunate situation except ertn 
and bear it.

Surely no one that has a telephone wants 
to take It out. The service we have Is better 
than none.

General Telephone t o. Is fairly Interested 
In its public relations. If officials of the 
company are made to realize that by placing 
a service man here, and another man In 
Bovina, their company will have a higher 
standing with residents of borh communities, 
maybe this part of the problem will be 
overcome.

An editor doesn't understand or care to 
know about the problems confronting a large 
company such as the one that supplies 
telephone service here any more than a 
preacher would want to know how to handle 
problems an editor fac*s. or vice-versa.

An editor only experiences the incon­
veniences. bolls and says bad things about 
the concern that Is responsible for his tele­
phone troubles.

There Is no denying that Friona’s telephone 
service Is far from satisfactory. There may 
be explanations for some of the shortcomings 
but many phone users feel that part of the 
trouble could be remedied fairly simple.

A repair man. who has established a rep­
utation for effeciency Is located here. He 
can handle problems that arise, but there la 
one thing that prevents him from keeping 
Friona telephone users contented. That 
reason is that he Is also required to take 
care  of Bovina’s telephone problems.

It is reported that Jake Lamb, 

the town philosopher at Frlona 
up on the high plains. Is still 
nettled because the people up 
there got excited at the force 
of the wind during that tornado 
awhile back. He sa il it was a 
piddling Wind and didn't even 
register on his wind gauee. His 
wind gauge is a 50-pound anvil 
on a chain. In a proper wind. 
It is supposed to r ise  in the air. 
The chain keeps It from floating 
away.

This Is not a new kind of wind 
gauge. It has been used by town 
philosophers in the Panhandle 
for years, but they ought to quit 
using it. The gauge is not re ­
liable. At times we have seen 
an anvil riding vigorously at 
the end of the chain, like a 
kite without a tail, when the 
wind was hardly strong enough 
to carry off a section of land, 
much leaa a county. In stronger 
winds the anvil at times has 
seemed to suit.

About half the time, too, when 
the anvil is floating In the air, 
it doesn’t point out the direct ion 
of the wind accurately.

It is our theory diet, in the 
ordinary uncalibrated anvil, the 
wind gets trapped In the hole 
set aside for the swage block 
and causes this erratic 
behavior.

The floating anvil Is esteemed 
as a wind instrument hy the town 
philosopher of the high plains 
simply because he is given to 
caution, literal statement and 
exact truth. As a wind instru­
ment, for Instance, It obviously 
eliminates, night breezes, way­
ward zephyrs and trivial air 
currents from consideration.

It Is not, however. the end- 
all of plaint meteorology. There 
are lots of ways of studyine the 
wind. You can tell tts force, fer 
instance, by noting how many 
m l'es the plume of smoke from 
a Mallet freight engine blows 
back in a line parallel to the 
earth before it begins to spread 
out. You can measure how far 
the loose 2x4*s are standln? out 
from the barn. If you want ’ 0  

know the direction of the wind, 
you can wet your thurrS and hold 
it in the a ir. The side toward 
which the wind blows will turn 
muddy.

The only excuse for using the 
anvil is fine accuracy. If V r. 
Lamb is going to continue to 
use his, he ought to file down 
the horn to s fine point and pi g 
up the swage block hole ard 
stream line it.

Probably it isn 't worth tie  
effort. In a couple of weeks or 
so, the spring wind season will 
hit the high plains, and Mr. 
Lamb will be able to tell it is 
blowing all right.

THEY HAVE about fouled up 
weather science on the high 
plains now by deep well irr ig a ­
tion. The countryside won’t 
move around and orient itself 
to tne wind as it used to.

In our day, nobody ever needed 
to know the direction from which 
the w ind was blowing. It was al­
ways southwest. This was one of 
the constants of the universe, 
so much so that it was used 
as a constant and a man would 
direct another by telling him to 
set a course about three miles 
to the right of the wind.

Nobody needed to know how 
strong the wind was either. It 
was alwsys strong enough.

In Venezuela
(I dltors note: The following 

account of a trip to Venezuela 
was written by M rs. Carl 
Maurer.)

"W e traveled by Jet from Amon 
Carter Field In Fort Worth to 
New Orleans, where we stayed 
over a day to secure our visas. 
The following morning we took 
off for Caracas with stops at 
Havana, Cuba and Montego Bay, 
Jam aica.

At Havana we were asked to 
remain In the plane until the 
pilot had deplaned, (a pre­
cautionary measure, we felt) 
although a three piece orchestra 
was serenading us as we left 
the plane.

We arrived In C aracas about 
9 p.m., and after a very short 
session at the customs office, 
we were met by Gaylord and 
went directly to Maracay, where 
he Is located. Between the a ir­
port and the city of C aracas we 
were stopped by soldiers and 
had to show our passports. 
There had been an incident that 
alternoon - an army officer had 
tried to take over the army (and 
thereby the government) but had 
failed, but they were still check­
ing everyone arriving at the 
airport. Other than this It was 
a very peaceful trip.

We stayed at the Hotel Mara­
cay, one of the most beautiful 
In Venezuela and since this and 
our trip down was our Christ­
mas present from Gaylord, we 
enjo' ed It thoroughly.

We saw many Interesting 
plates. In. hiding the "R ain 
F o rest" where orchids and 
birds of paradise (lowers grow 
In profusion in the dense Jungle. 
You could see and hear beauti­
ful tropical birds and from 
overhead hung the long tropi­
cal vines, -  fully expected to see 
Tarzan leaping around and

swinging on them.
On the trip home we arrived 

In Havana the day the United 
States had broken off diplomatic 
relations with Cuba and every­
one was a little uneasy when we 
had to land again, although we 
were met by the same smiling 
little orchestra.

However the airport was lined 
with people whom they said had 
been trying for days to leave 
the country and Just beyond the 
end of the runway soldiers and 
civilians were working to set 
up some sort of military In­
stallations.

W e were quite happy to leave-  
that big expanse of water we 
had to fly over wasn't nearly 
as threatening as that little 
strip of land, Cuba."

What are soil surveys? Simply 
stated, a toll survey Is an 
inventory of soil resources in 
a given area. A soil survey tel Is 
ua the kind of soils and their 
ch aracteristics. It tells us how 
the soils are distributed, where 
they come from and how they 
behave under different climatic 
conditions.

About one half of the soils 
in the United States have been 
covered by a soil survey that 
shows enbugh detail rhat they 
may be used for conservation 
planning.

in a soil survey the important 
properties and characteristics 
are noted. This gives us a soil 
unit. These units are located 
and plotted on aerial photo* 
graphs. Finally this information 
la published in a soli survey 
report. A soil survey report 
Includes a map that shows the 
location and extent of the tolls 
In the area. It includes a 
description of the soils and how 
they may be used and managed. 
It also gives the limitations and 
potentialities of the soils. A re - 
port usually covers one county.

Although some soils may look 
alike on the surface, they are 
quite different just below the 
surface. This difference may 
be due to their composition as 
In the arrangement of the soil 
layers. Through research and 
experience we know there is a 
close relationship between dif­
ferent kinds of soil, their soil 
and water management prob­
lems and their production 
potentials.

Soil surveys are made 
cooperately by the federal and 
state governments. The Soli 
Conservation Service is the fed­
eral agency that has the primary 
responsibility for soil surveys, 
rhe I and-grant colleges and 
universities and primarily state 
agricultural experiment s ta ­
tions are rhe state agencies.

Jam es Murphrey, extension 
Tarm management specialist 
from Amarillo, will be present 
to help farm ers set up and keep 
a good, comprehensive set of 
records.

The meeting is one of several 
which the Parm er County Farm

Management Committee has 
been sponsoring for the purpose 
of helping farm ers with 
management problems.

Believing that good farm 
management Is a must If farm ­
ers are to get the most out 
of their farming operations, the 
committee Invites all interested 
persons to be on hand at the 
meeting.

The meeting will last for about 
two hours.

Once again this year tree 
seedlings for windbreaks and 
beautification of farm homes in 
Parm er County are available 
through the Texas Extension 
Service.

Orders may be placed through 
F an n er County Agent Joe Jones 
for any of 14 different species 
at a cost of $1.50 per 100 
seedlings.

Orders must be received 
before February 10 and ship­
ment will be made between mid- 
January and Mid-February and 
the first week In March.

Since the forestry program 
was first started In 1951, quite 
a few farm ers In Parm er County 
have order trees from the

Forest Service and several 
farms are well on their way to 
having good windbreaks.

The trees are mainly for wind­
break purposes, but they do help 
In farm beautification, Jones 
says.

The county agent suggests 
that farm ers ordering the 
plants, plan a windbreak around 
their farms to protect their 
houses from wind and sand and 
provide a place for children to
pi«y.

Aso, adult recreational facili­
ties such as a patio or barbecue 
pit would be possible.

Windbreaks are usually planted 
In two or three rows and some­
times surround a farmhouse,

the county agent says.
T ree application blanks may 

be picked up at the agent’s office 
In Farw ell. While there are 14 
species from which to choose 
from, Jones recommends three 
which are best adapted t-> this 
area.

They are Red Cedar, 
Ponderosa Pine and Austrian 
Pine.

T rees may also be ordered

'or churches and schools bur 
not for city residences. Orders 
must be for at least 100 trees.

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34 New SCD Agreements *°p
During the six-month period 

from January 1, I960, to Aug­
ust 31. I960, there were 21 
new cooperative plans written 
(or farm ers in the Parmer 
County Soil Conservation Dis­
trict,

According to the annual re ­
port recently released by the 
SCD's board of supervisors, 
there were also 13 basic con­
servation plans written In the 
district for a total of 34 new 
agreements.

The new cooperative plans 
written in the district during 
the six-month period pushed the 
total number of farm ers in 
the counry applying conserva­
tion practices under the SCD 
program to 477. There are 256,- 
498 acres in the program.

In their report, the super­
visors cited five county farm ­
ers for outstanding soil con­
servation practices during the 
year.

Arthur Drake installed a 
lake pump on his farm near 
Frlona and tied it into his 
concrete pipeline system with

aluminum pipe.
The pump was Installed in 

March and has been used all 
year, thus making good use of 
water that would otherwise be 
wasted.

Jerry  Hall has made excellent
use of his grain sorghum stubble 
the past three years. Each year 
he has harvested from seven to 
eight thousand pounds of grain 
which leaves him with a bumper 
crop of stubble.

Realizing the value of this 
stubble for erosion control and 
adding organic matter, Bell 
uses a ro to-tlller and disc to 
work the stubble Into the soil 
surface instead of burying it 
with a mold board plow,

Kenneth Nunn did some earth 
moving on 35 acres of land to 
improve the application of ir ­
rigation water.

Leon Wilson installed a sprink­
ler system to irrigate alfalfa 
on sloping ground. A used motor 
and pump was set to pump out 
of a playa lake.

This, according to the SCD 
supervisors, Is wise use of

(, i
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rain water that would be wasted.
By using the sprinkler method 

on his sloping ground and 
permeable soil, he is applying 
the amount of water needed 
without waste or erosion.

Gilbert Schueler planted 
approximately 75 acres In soy­
beans and he does so each year. 
Schueler h a s  seen the 
advantages of planting soil im­
proving crops in rotation with 
other crops.

In addition to improving the 
soil, he has a cash return 
as well, that will bring almost 
as much as grain sorghum.

During the six-month period, 
the SCD purchased several 
pieces of equipment to help 
farm ers and ranchers accomp­
lish more difficult conservation 
problems. Equipment now in use 
by the district Includes four 
Engler scrap ers, three weed 
poison spreaders, and one Han­
cock grass seeder.

Also during the year, the 
board continued its practice 
of furnishing farm ers in the 
district with Arizona Cypress 
trees for farmstead and live­
stock windbreaks at a reduced 
cost. Approximately 330 trees 
were planted under this 
program during I960.

In winding up their report, 
the SCD board listed several 
problems and needs of the Soil 
Conservation D istrict. They in­
cluded:

1. A greater amount of help 
from Agricultural Conservation 
Program in the form of finan­

cial assistance to farm ers for 
concrete tile and other conser­
vation practices. This would 
be of benefit in promoting the 
d istrict w elfare.

The board also feels that 
the Agricultural Conservation 
Program should supply pan of 
the help for ACP checking. 
Additional men for technical 
assistance is still needed In 
the district from the Soil Con­
servation Service.

2. The greatest need of the 
district is educating the farm er 
to use proven methods of soil 
and water conservation plan­
ning. Although farm ers are al­
ready aware of the methods, 
it is a matter of encouraging 
them to use them and realize 
the need for proper soil and 
water control.

3. The board feels there is 
a need for another grant to the 
district in order tocarryonand 
expand this program so that it 
may be of greater service to 
farm ers in the d istrict.

The board acknowledged the 
assistance given them by the 
following businessmen and 
other civic groups:

1) Newspapers in the county 
for supporting the district by 
getting information to the pub­
lic .

2) Frlona Chamber of Com­
m erce for furnishing office 
space for the Soil Conservation 
Service.

3) Frlona State Bank for pay­
ing the dues for a number 
of nears to the National As-

Surplus Food 
Donations Up

Rice and flour shipped over­
seas and dry beans and lard 
donated at home boosted the 
USDA's surplus food donations 
for the first quarter of this 
fiscal year by almost one-third 
over total donations for the 
same period last year. These 
increased donations brought the 
total for July-September of this 
year to 933 million pounds as 
compared to 713.5 million 
pounds for the first quarter 
of last year.

The source of these foods 
is the USDA's price support 
and surplus removal program. 
These food donations are made 
up of commodities distributed 
to public and private schools 
and charitable institutions 
In this country and to needy

aociatlon of Soil Conservation 
D istricts.

4) Other businessmen and 
civic groups who assisted the 
d istrict in other pro jects.

During the year, the district 
lad cash receipts totaling 
$5 836 and expenses in the 
amount of $5,756.48, leaving a 
balance of $"*9.77,

persons both here and abroad,
but do not Include foods 
purchased for schools taking 
part in the National School 
Lunch FTogram.

Distribution to domestic re ­
cipients in the first quarter of 
the 1961 fiscal year totaled 
234 million pounds, a gain of 
about 12 percent from the same 
three months of last year. 
Charitable institutions, which 
serve ab*»ut 1.5 million per­
sons, accounted for 35.9 million 
pounds, up about 2 million 
pounds.

Donations for distribution to 
U. S. needy persons in family 
units amounted to 127,9 million 
pounds, a gain of approx lmatel> 
8 percent over the same period 
of last year. This increase was 
accounted for by the addition of 
dry beans and lard.

Foreign donations, which are 
handled by U, S. voluntary 
church and welfare organi­
zation, totaled 699 million 
pounds, an increase of some 
39 percent. Surplus foods are 
allocated for foreign relief only 
after the requests for all 
domestic recipients have beer 
met.

Proper collection* of 
samples Is extremely im­
portant. TTje sjm ple must be a 
true representative of the land 
from which U is taken.

Several samples from the

a r c  should be taken and mixed 
te l l ,  and one composite sample 
from this sent for analysis and 
fertilizer recommendations

Take the sample from the 
depth land is normally broken. 
In most instances this will be 
from the top 6 to 9 inches in 
Parmer County. It is alright 
to send in wet samples, so uo 
right ahead and let the 
laboratory take care of the dry- 
me of the -ample. Be sure 
you do not oven-dry samples, 
as the organic matter will l*e 
burned up and this will not give 
a true picture of your soil.

Here are a few “D on't" 
to keep m mind. Don't vet 
tobacco ashes in the sample. 
Don't take the sample from the 
area where fertilizer was 
banded in 19o0. Don't fail 10 
completely fill out the informa­
tion sheet. Don't wait until you 
are ready to apply fe itlh zei 
before sending in your sample.
