At
9 o’clock this morning he went to
his official headquarters and was soon
immersed in his daily military cor-
respondence. He had read the
morning papers at breakfast, and
knew the result. Not a word from
lips, not a movement from his im-
passioned face, gave token of any e-
motion within. Two or three \.'isi-'
tors called and were received by
General Mitchell in the office. At
10 o’clock the ferry yacht brought
over to Governor’s Island a gentle-
man who had once himself tasted the
bitter experience of a defeated sol-
dier candidate for presidential hon-
ors, General George B. McClelland.
It was a kindred feeling, doubtless
that drew these two men togetheri
“Well, general,” was the wvisitor’s
only greeting. “Mac, I am glad to
see you,” responded Hancock, «J
am sorry,” said McClellen. “J am
sorry too,” Hancock replied, “but
only for the people and the party.”
Other visitors withdrew, leaving the
two generals alone.

. St. Louis, Nov. 3.— Indications
‘are that Henry county, in the sixth
‘congressional district, has given
Waddell, democrat over 1,000 major-
ity, running ahead of his ticket; also

'publican gain of 100. There is also a
'republican gain in Pettis county.
The total vote of the city is as fol-
lows: Garfield, 25,207; in the distriet,
'Fletcher, republican, 1,267; Clardy,
democrat, 3,862. Second district,
'Rosenblatt, republican, 7,963; Allen,
democrat, 10,360. Third distriet,
' Sessinghaus, republican, 8,015; Frost,

The
tariff, {ike all other questions rela-
tive to this government, will be a-
dopted to the controlling circum-
stances of her material prosperity,
and no party or man can shape her
destiny in any other way. Con-
gress will have a say-so before any
law or measure affecting the pres-
ent investmont of capital in any of
the many channels now open to it,
and due notice would be given the
world to that effect, even if congress
