But Mr. Gladstone 
makes emigi'ation a feature of the 
great scheme he brought into the 
house of commons yesterday for Ir­
ish relief. His advice should have 
some weight with the inhabitants of 
the Emerald Isle. His land bill, 
which jrives tenants the benefit of 
the adjudication of their claims in 
the land court, proves him the true 
friend of Ireland. Therefore his ad­
vice is likelj" to increase the number 
of Irish emigrants. An exodus 
means, of course, a rapid increase in 
the number of Irish residents in the 
United States. Now, Ave have a 
word of advice to Irishmen who 
think of coming across the ocean to 
find homes in the new Avorld. AVe 
have enough of turbulent, lawless, 
thriftless foreigners already. We 
have no welcome for immigrants who 
do not come to be industrious, law- 
biding .citizens. Those who are 
willing to come here to live peacea­
bly and to work can undoubtedly do 
better than to remain in Ireland, but 
all others should remain where thev 
are.
