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THE AMIOEITIES OF EGYPT.
From London Tiinê .

The details which our Cairo cor  
respondent lurnishes us this morning 
o f the extraordinary discovery ol

ro ja l mummies and papyri in the 
cliffs o f the Thebttis add to the wou-

der his first account excited. No
archaeological deposits on the same 
scale have been disinterred since Sir
Henry Layard revealed the glories 
of Nineveh. In mere quantity the 
antiquities thus suddenly brought to 
light must awaken admiration even 
in an age which within the compass 
o f a single lifetime has uncovered 
more material relics of the buried 
past than a thousand years which 
preceded it. The present genera­
tion, whatever it may have created

or failed to create for the instruction 
of the future, has been singularly in 
dustrious and successful in gathering 
together the fragments o f its remote 
ancestors. From Signor Beizoui to 
M. Martette an unbroken line of ex­

plorers have been compiling the sep­

ulchral register of Egyptian grand­
eur. Nineveh and Baby Ion have, by
the resolute skill and intuition o f Sir 
Henry Layard and the indefatigable 
courage and unselfishness o f  Mr. 
Bassam, resumed their place in the 
annals of human progress. From 
the Cyclopean fortress of the aborig­

inal Pelusgi to the monuments of 
Olympiad victors, Hellenic art has
been persuaded by Herr Schileman, 
Mr. Newton, Mr. Wood, General 
Cesnola and a host of other investi-

gators to render up its mysteries of 
grace and harmony. A  new world 
of sentiment has been opened up in 

Etruria. Ancient Borne is year by 
year putting off its grave-clothes. 
Desolate heath, blue lakes and rug­
ged caverns are continually being

made to supply gaps in the social, 
spiritual and natural history o f man. 
Inquirers inquire no longer at ran­
dom. An outline map is now drawn

of the vast field which man has occu- 
pied. Much has been filled in: how

much remains to fill in is unknown. 
Researches are pursued on a plan, 
though thousands of miles o f geo­
graphical space and more thousands 
of years separate their several areas. 
Ihe advances of anti^arianism in 
these latter days are as much faster 
than in those o f Geoffrey, o f Mon­
mouth, as the calculations accom­

plished by the rules o f  arithmetic are
4

quicker and mo^e accurate than if 
aflected by the fingers.

Historical science presides over 
the investigations wherever they are 
conducted. It directs where to look 
and for what, and how each article 
or particle unearthed may be turned 
into a clew to more, which will in 
time emerge. A Bethoven could 
weave an enchanting harmony amid 
the jolting of a post-chaise. A Lev- 
errier could, without mounting the 
stairs of history, could without 
mounting the stairs of hî  observato-
ry, ])crceivc how a know n planet, or 
predict a comet. In the same way
the philosopher of comparative his­
tory, sitting in his prolessional chair, 
divides the distance still to*bc trav­

ersed in its stages, wdiich the wv>rk- 
ers are to work out for his edifica­
tion. Yet each of these delvers and 
diggers in the mine o f bygone ages 
labors, as if the claim allotted to him 
contained all that mankind could
care to learn. The vast region ol 
history is built Uf> o f as many dis­
tinct sections as the n ‘gion of‘ geolo­
gy. Each pioneer as he tunnels in 
liis apportioned ground may hear, 
now’ and again, a laint echo as from 
his ow’n axe from another excavation 
with W'hir*h he has no concern. He 
may sometimes, like Cornish miners, 
in the {)au8es of his toil, be conscious 
o f the roar o f the universal ocean of
human history as he approaches the 
interval before his division disappears
in the larger w hole. But the vein 
he is w’orking takes a different di­
rection; he loses the noise of the 
spade of his contemporary explorer; 
the daahing of the weaves above 
sounds remoter; he is in solitude and 
silence once more, except so far as
he is himself peoplcing the one and 
rendering the other articulate. This 
is the strangeness of the successive 
or overlapping strata o f the huge 
breadths o f antiquity. Every one

Now 
it is hardly [lossible that, except 
where woolen and eoUoii goods are 
in question, rnueh o f this increase 
tolls in favor of the inlerenee that 
the inhabitants o f Kgypt as a body 
becoming richer. That they arc iu 
some degree better off than when 
siilyected to constant fleecing hy the
Khedive and Itis minions is possible,
ultliough it hy no means follows that 
tlie steady presure o f u given load of
taxation may not in the long run 
wear out the strength of the people 
more certainly than intermittent op­
pression. What, however, has really 
caused tlie augmeuted iinj>ort
ot KgJ'pt last year is
explained clearly enough
in tho coneltiding j)aragraph of the
ConsuPs report. ‘^Ono m)ticeable 
feature,'' ho says, ‘̂of tho last year 
has boon tlie rapid rise of banks 
and other establislimonts lor the pur­
pose ofemploying, in advances to the
fellaheen and others at comparative­
ly low’ rates, capital whieli, owing tQ 
the rise in public stocks and the di­
minished rate o f interest w’ould oth­
erwise have lain idle. This has fos­
tered a spirit of speculation among 
the richer class o f natives, the conse­
quences o f which may bo very seri­
ous when the present inflation of 
credit collapses." So th^t after all 
most o f the Egyptian prosperity is 
still prospersty by means o f bon*ow- 
ed money.
