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Dobie Writes About
Martin Parmer

In 1957, Joe Osborn sent
The Star a clipping from the
Austin American that had to do
with Martin Parmer, a signer of
the Texas declaration of {nde-
pendence, and for whom this
county was named,

History books we have
read don’t have much ¢ say
about Parmer, and It falls
to the lot of ], Frank Doble,
the best ‘‘stone - turner'’
the Southwest has ever had
to dig up some Interesting
facts about this man, o -
ble, who often writes witt
tongue In cheek, had a lot
of fun finding out about P ar-
mer, who seems to have
been quite a character,
Here are some parts of o-
ble's article;

OF AN OLD TEXIAN
AND HIS BEAR DOG

While Vrginia-born, Tenne
ssee-whetted Martin Parmer
was living SO miles above the
highest county that had been
formed In Missour{ Territory,
he paid $50 for abear dog, That
was a notorious price for any
kind of a dog In those days, but
this bear dog became more no-
torious, His name to the best of
my fancy, was Bear Meat,

Parmer was In a game coun-
try hunted over by lowa and
Osage Indlans, He had desper-
ate fights with them but in time
gained such Influence over them
that he was appointed .S, In-
dian agent, This Influence was
to a considerable extent due to
Bear Meat,

There was no market for meat
--bear or venison--but Parmer
was as “‘wrathy’’ to take it as
Davy Crockett was, He had no
trouble getting it away to the
Indians,

One day a warrior called Two

heart--from the fact that he
had killed a white man and
eaten his heart .. came to par-
take of Parmer’s bounty, Par-
mer knew the history of his
guest, He had just roasted half
a fat bear by a coal fire and
now he told Two Heart to help
himself,

After Two Heart had gnawed
off and gulped down an enor-
mous bait, he looked up to see
Parmer’s bear knife drawn on
him and got the order to go
on eating. He kept on until *‘it
timately killed him.,"”

I can't say how long ult-
mately”" took, All anybody can
know on this detail is what the
I'exas historian Henderson
Yoakum wrote over a hundred
years ago, quoting a sonof Mar-
tin Parmer, who was then dead,

While Parmer was still (n the
winderness he was elected colo-
nel of the militta (about the
same thing as the national
guard,) Then, upon Missorul's
becoming a state in the Union,
he was elected to the Constitu-
tional Convention, Here, while
two other members were fight-
ing, he took a hand and, an-
nouncing, ‘‘l am the Ring-tail-
ed Panther,'” separated them,

He was elected to the first
Missorul lLegislature, Next he
was elected to the State Senste,
Shortly after this, withoutboth-
ering to notify officials, he
pulled out for Texas, He had
Bear Meat with him,

He settled Inthe Nacogdoches
region (1825), Settlers did not
like the way the Mexican gov-
ernment was running affairs in
that district, and *‘'Colonel”

Parmer took the lead In rais.
what (s
fan Rebellion,
largely

alled the Freedon-
It was put down,

through the Influence

of Stephen F, Austin, and Par-
mer had t recross the Sabine
River into United States terri-
tory,

What Martin Parmer did af-
ter fleeing from Texas across
the Sabipe has not come tu
light, He was back In Texas In
1831 but recelved orders to
recross the Sabine, He did not
stay across it, When elected
Texas delegates met at Wash-
ington-on-the-Brazos onMarc}
1, 1836 to draft a Declaration
of Independence and to form a
government, ‘Martin Parmer
was among them, There (s no
looks to have been made by &
man not used to writing, but we
know from a letter preserved
in the ‘‘Austin Papers’’ that he
was thoroughly literate,

Martin Parmer died In Jas
per County, Texas, on March 2,
1850 - on the 14th anniversary
of the Declaration of Texas In-
dependence that he had signed,

\nybody who looks atan &p
of Texas showing county boun-
laries will be struck with the
haphazard shapes of those In the
eastern part of the state ..
the first part settled in -~ In
‘ontrast to the checkerboard
arrangement of those, 30 by 3(
miles square, to the west, They
look llke the county maps of
Kansas laid off in townships,

In 1876 the Texas | egislature
by a single act ‘‘created"’ 54
ounties out of lands entirely
insettled out on the Plains,
They were surveyed on paper
and given names, The lawmak-
ers were hard put to It for
names, At that time a man
was supposed to have achleved
money In order to have a pub.
lic insttution named for him,

One county on the extreme

western side of the Texas Pan-
handle--one county out of the

S54--was named Parmer, Ac-
ording to the record, ‘It was
named in honor of Martin Par-
mer, an eccentric Texan of the
olden tumes, and one of the
signers of the Declaration of
Texas Independence,

When Bear Meat died Martin
was not too consumed by re-
grets to pay the respects he
considered due his old hunting
ompanion and fellow- conquer-
or of so many bears, ‘' Jesus
Christ and General Jackson,''
he sald, *‘I've taken shots at
white men not near so deserving
of a Christlanburial asold Bear
Meat,"”" It was 50 miles to the
nearest preacher and Parmer
sent for him, It would not have
been seemly In an olfactory
way to keep the corpse exposed
to the air all the time neces-
sary for the messenger to get
to the preacher and for the
preacher It was bur.
led In a regular grave and there
the fresh earth was mounded up
in a regular way,

When the preacher arrived he
seems not to have asked par-
ticulars, He held a regular
service, singing a psalm, read-
ing ““In my father's house are
many mansions,’’ etc, from the
eriptures, and closing with a
prayer for the bereaved, Mar-
tin Parmer probably gave hin
all the tried-out bear grease he

In these days of conformity
without Independence, and of

religlosity without a streak of
spiritual content, it {s a great
refreshment to reflect on this
"‘eccentric Texan of the olden
times,"" and his bear dog.
