In the F lower Garden
It Is quite true Hint mixtures of 

flowers growing In a garden seldom 
offend us. To the average observer 
flowers are endurable, even pleasant. 
Whatever their colors and arrange­
ment. The point Is not that mixtures 
offend, hut (but they fail to charm.

With few exceptions where mixtures 
are planted In the garden the effect 
of h flower group as a group Is de­
stroyed Individually the flowers are 
not affected, but In the mass they 
become relatively Insignificant. One 
color destroys another. The excep­
tions are those families In which the 
color range Is so narrow that all \a 
rlctles harmonize.

Where on the othe- hand groups of 
flowers of a single color are grown the 
Impression of each blossom Is multi­
plied by Its association with the nth 
ers; and If other groups similarly 
planned are grown near by the appeal 
la still farther Increased and the be­
holder becomes conscious not of mere 
flowers hut of beautiful flowers, which 
nre not negatively pleasant but posl 
tively charming.

Pulm otor fo r  Trees
Trees weakened by Insufficient oxy­

gen, due to obstructions or surplus 
water about the roots, are restored to 
vigorous growth by a special “ pulmo­
tor’* treatment which Is said to hn\e 
been administered with good results. 
It consists tn forcing air currents 
atiout the roots. This Is done with 
the aid of a compressor operating at 
about 100 pound* pressure and s long 
hollow “gun" with a shut off. The gun 
Is forced Info the ground to the depth 
of the roots as far from the tree as 
the ends of the branches. The air Is 
then turned on and off, the action of 
the nlr being visible to the operator 
by the rise and fall of the earth.—

Texas Farmers 
Plan Increases 

In All Acreage
c5 I

I f  the Texas farmers’ intentions 
to plant are carried ont this year 
there will be increases In corn, 
barley, white and sweet potatoes, 
grain sorghums, peanuts and tame 
liay. Decreases arc Indicated In 
the acreage o f oats and rice. The 
fall-sown wlieat acreage increased 
8 per cent over that o f the year 
before, and estimated total sown 
o f 2,629.000 acres.

Because of national legislation, 
specifically prohibiting reports on 
prospective cotton acreage, no in­
formation on this crop was so- 
Uclted. However, the sentiment ex­
pressed In their comments by many 

^  reporters Is In the direction o f a 
smaller acreage this year, Igtst 
season Texas farmers reduced their 
cotton area by 11 per cent, or 
some 2,000,000 acres; the fnrmers 
in the other cotton states ent 
theirs 4,400,000 acre*, or 15 per 
cent.

It should he understood that the 
statement o f farmers’ intentions to 
plant Is not a forecast o f the 
acreage that will actually be 
planted. It Is merely an indica­
tion of what they had in mind 
to plant at the time of making 
their reports, compared witli the 
acreage grown by them last year. 
The object la to furnish timely 

^ Information which will enable the 
producers to make such adjust­
ments In their plana as may seem 
desirable to avoid over and under­
planting o f particular crops. The 
acreage actually planted may Is* 
larger or smaller than these early 
intention reports Indicate, due to 
weather conditions, price changes, 
labor supply, or to the effect of 
the report itself upon producers’ 
action Therefore, the reports of 
acreage actually planted to be Is­
sued In July abould not be ex­
pected to show the same changes 
as the intention reporta.

The preparation of land in Term, 
la ahead of that o f the average 
year and spring planting la pro 
grossing welL Practically all sec­
tions of the state now have an 
abundance of surface moisture. 

'  Cotton planting Is becoming gen 
eral In the southern counties and 
moat of the eons crop Is In Wheat 
and onts are now doing well.

A  one that ran be made 
very profitable to those 
who try It, may be added 
to the gehetne of diversi­
fied agriculture tn this 
country if the atnrcestions 
of the biological purvey 
of the United State# l>e- 
partiuent of Agriculture 
are followed. That U 
"beaver farming.'* Some 
five yeara ago the depart­

ment Issued a bulletin, "Beaver Habits, 
Beaver Control and i ’ossi bill ties In 
Heaver Farming," which went into the 
subject very thoroughly and, from the 
study of biological purvey experts, 
presented the following conclusions: 

Importance of Bvuverx.—Beavers are 
of primary Importance as fur bearers 
and conservators of water and soil; 
because of their unique habits they are 
also animals of general Interest. In cer­
tain types of forest country, on farms, 
in Irrigation ditches and along trails, 
roads and railroads, they are capable 
of doing serious damage. In such situ­
ations it becomes necessary either to 
remove them or to control them intel­
ligently. Their control, however. Is 
not difficult and where they are doing 
damage on private lands they can be 
quickly removed either by trapping 
alive for st >m**nt or In the ordinary 
way for their fur

Attitude  T ow ard  Beavers.— I f  bea­
vers are to be treated as public prop­
erty ,  it is ss objectionable to place 
them on pr iva te  land where they w i l l  
destroy crops and t im ber  as It would 
be to turn herds o f  hogs and catt le  Into 
eu lt lvated  gra in  fields to fa tten  on 
what they l ike best. A thorough 
know ledge o f  their nature and habits 
la neressaary fo r  their control,  as also 
tor their successful culture.

Ben ver Fa rm ing  —The practicability  
o f  beaver fa rm in g  has not been fu lly  
demonstrated, but from present k n o w l­
edge It seems reasonable that the busi­
ness o f  ra is ing beavers fo r  their fur 
w i l l  develop  into a profitable branch o f 
fur fa rm in g  Many problems must 
later be worked  out. euch as fam ll ly  
and s e i  relations, extent o f  soc iabil ity  
and enmity, e ffects o f  la rge  numbers on 
the health and Increase o f  the stock, 
possible diseases, protect ion from nat­
ural enemies and poachers, and actual 
values and proper prices. However ,  
the more immediate problems o f  cap- 

| ture. feeding, breeding, fencing, con­
trol and shipping have been part ia l ly  
solved To etart beaver fa rm in g  on a 
large  scale  at present would probably 
be unwise, but with a small beginning 
the enterprise seems to promise good 
returns and even great possibilities. 
When fu l ly  established It should gTes i-  
1% Increase the value o f  a large  area 
o f  north country and. by Insuring a 
permanent supply o f  exce l lent fur, 
open up a new industry where  g rea t ly  
needed.

Uti l is ing Forest Areas.— O ver  a large 
part o f  our mill ions o f  acres o f  na­
tional forests  beavers are capable o f 
fa r  more good than harm in conserving 
wa te r  and soli, weed ing  out t imber o f  
litt le  value, making the silent places 
teem with Interest, and y ie ld ing  sub­
stant ia l  returns In an annual fur h a rv ­
est. W ith  in te l l igen t  contro l to avoid 
local damage to valuable t im ber and 
other property  and wtfh wise restraint 
to prsvent the dispersal o f  beavers 
o ve r  surrounding country, the usual 
compla ints o f  damage  can be e l im i­
nated On some o f  the national forests 
beavers are a lready present and In 
places Increasing In numbers, but most 

i o f  the anlmale are the western, pale,
I nat ive  varieties, worth  less than the 

choice, dark, prime fur bearers which

C leared T lm b e r la n d s — Another fert i le

Arct ic  W aste  Lands.— There  Is a still 
more extensive  field fo r  heaver cu l­
ture In the more northern a r e s ,  o f 
Canada and Alaska, beyond the com ­
merc ia l ly  valuable forest timber, but 
where  aspens and w i l lo w s  nre an 
abundant part o f  the natural forest 
g row th  and where  beavers were  once 
so numerous as to yie ld  annually  m i l ­
lions o f  dollars ' worth  o f  fur. I f  In­
stead o f  the old policy o f  encourag ing 
the extermination o f  an imals by n 
wild  scramble to get the ir  skins, deft- 
nlte areas In these pnrts should be 
leased or sold to Individuals or com­
panies fo r  ra is ing  beavers under con ­
trol, as private property, this once 
valuable fur  reg ion  would again be­
come productive and develop  related 
Industries.

Recently the biological aurv-y hna 
announced further studies to bow to 
Increase the heaver imputation of this 
country. Only two centuries ago 
heavers Inhabited the greater part of 
the North American continent and 
were an Important source of food and 
warm clothing to the native people. 
Traffic In their skins promoted early 
settlement of the country. They have 
been exterminated over much of their 
area by Intensive trapping, but for the 
last 20 years they have been given 
special protection in many sections of 
the country and under favorable con­
ditions have thrived and Increased 
rapidly. While It would be obviously 
unwise fo restore tlie animals to cul­
tivated fields and orchards In agricul­
tural areas, there are still many lo­
calities where they could he Intro­
duced without harm.

Their restoration la advocated un 
der conditions rather different from 
what the old time Leavers knew. The 
survey forecasts the time when benv- 
ers, like foxes, terrapins and other 
creatures from the wilds will he 
raised on farms. Beaver culture. It 
asserts, will develop Into a profitable 
Industry; through domestication the 
animal will again become a source of 
benefit.

By fencing and trapping, heavers 
may lie restricted to arens where the 
destruction they work la of no conse­
quence; and whatever tree- are there 
may he protected hy stripa of woven 
wire. Under control, hcavera are ra 
liable of high usefulness Their dams 
store water In reservolra along moun

Beavers, It Is found, are easily 
tamed and remarkably adaptable to 
a new environment. Under control 
and protection, their Increase has been 
found to he normal or even In excess 
of that In the wild range. The com­
mercial practicability o f la-aver fnrro- 
Ing has not yet been fully demonstrat­
ed, but signs are said to point In that 
direction.

Beaver farming has already been 
tried In Canada and It* success flier* 
Indicates the possibility of a similar 
success In this country, so that the 
next few years may see a number of 
"beaver farms” established. From a 
recent statement of the colonization 
department of the Canadian Pacific 
railway are taken the following ex­
cerpts :

Disorderly alignment of traffic on 
heavily traveled streets and the old- 
fashioned regulation requiring drivers 
to pass on the left when overtaking 
vehicles are two of the factors re­
sponsible for the failure of moat 
Amerlcnn cities to use their over­
crowded streets to more than 75 per 
cent of capacity, according to atudles 
made by the Albert Kussel Ersklne 
bureau for street traffic research.

Move on Fixed Tracks.
“ If  all vehicles moved on fixed 

tracks it would be possible to accom­
modate a much larger number on a 
given roadway," declares Miller Mo- 
Cllntock, director of the bureau, which 
Is endowed In Harvard university. 
“ Part of the present confusion and 
danger on the streets result from 
the wavering course of vehicles. This 
In turn results In wasteful spacing 
and In collisions. This condition Is 
especially acute on curves and at 
street Intersections. On curve? traffic 
has a tendency to follow the shortest 
course, while at Intersections drivers 
often draw up In Irregular lines when 
waiting for a traffic signal, and make 
It Impossible for the maximum num­
ber of vehicles to approach the Inter 
section or move through It In orderly 
alignment

Cut Across Curves.
Hart of the tendency to cut across 

curves has been eliminated by the 
widespread use of lines marking the 
center of the roadway. This principle 
can he further extended, however. In 
reports prepared by Ihe Ersklne bu­
reau on Intensive street traffic surveys 
made In Chicago, and more recently
