as — which already has a na­
tionbreaking-record of 243 mu­
seums — has 60 new museums 
a' building?

Spurred by the historical re­
naissance nurtured by growing 
pride of counties and c ommuni­
ties In their own local heritage, 
museums are springing up like 
wild flowers In spring.

From tip to stern and the 
width and breadth of Texas, 5? 
counties — many of which al­
ready have museums - -  soon 
will have new museums to tell 
the story of Texas history in 
depth.

• • • •
In some, the plans are Just 

the gleam of an Idea In the eyes 
of history buffs. Others are 
searching for a building to 
house collections. Buildings 
are being constructed: histor­
ic homes restored. Some are 
nearly ready to open their 
doors, others are starting to 
collect.

Here’s where the Texas State 
Historical Survey Committee 
arrives on the scene. Most of 
the new museums are small, 
and their staffs have no place 
to turn for professional guid­
ance. Large museums at best 
can offer suggestions only by 
correspondence or telephone.

Hence TSHSC — with the 
Smithsonian Institution for 
its cosponsor — will conduct 
its first official Texas Insti­
tute for Small Museuma at 
Woodvllle Sept. 3<? and Oct. 1-2. 
Anyone Interested In museum 
development and operation may 
attend; 200 already have regis­
tered.

• • # •
This Is the first Institute of 

this type that the Smithsonian 
has co-sponsored with a state 
agency. Frank Taylor, director 
of the Smithsonian's U.S. Na­
tional Museum, will head the 
faculty. Gov. John Connally 
gave an address at the session 
Oct. 1.

The Texas State Historical 
Survey Comm 1 nee has long en­
couraged the development of 
county historical museuma, and 
the museum Institute will ex­
pand Its services In offering 
professional guidance.

Museums In Texas have In­
creased from 82 In 1964 to 
243 today, a total unequaled by 
any other state. The Institute 
will cover all phases of mu­
seum devdlopment and opera­
tion, based on the needs of small 
museuma, In workshop form.

City Sets Two Standard Trash 
Residential Collections Weekly
The Installation of the new 

Dempster Dumpster trash sys­
tem In the downtown section of 
Frlona recently has made for a 
vast Improvement In the over­
all trash collection schedule for 
the city, according to City Man­
ager A.L. Outland.

The Dumpster boxes will as­
sist In the control of rodents 
and flies In the commercial dis­
trict, while the packer truck 
Is allowed to make rapid and 
more frequent trlpa over the 
residential areas, Outland 
points out.

A regular collection schedule 
for the city can now be estab­
lished for die residential areas, 
Outland states.

The schedule which has been 
adopted Is as follows; all of city 
eaat of Cleveland Avenue — 
Mondays and Thursdays; all of 
city west of Cleveland Avenue — 
Tuesdaya and Fridays.

The schedule also means that 
for the first time, trash collec­
tion In the residential sertlonof 
Frlona can be made on a regular 
twice per week basts. P re­
viously, once per week was

about the moat which could be 
achieved, but the new downtown 
Dumpster boxes free the pac ker 
truck for full-time duty In resi­
dential areas.

"It will be greatly appreciat­
ed If all residents will place 
their trash-refuse in the con­
tainers In the alleys.

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Depression Of 1966"* 
Never Fame About

Recovery of the stock mar­
ket has abated fears of a 1966 
depression.

It now appears that such 
fears were never justified. 
At the grassroots of the Am­
erican economy the proba­
bility of a serious recession 
was never accepted.

While stock prices were 
declining, production and dis­
tribution of consumer goods 
continued at an accelerated 
pace. The consume r had more 
relative buving power than at 
anv time in history.

Confidence of retailer was 
reflected in the largest in­
crease in newspaper adver­
tising in recent vears. There 
has been a corresponding rise 
in the volume of retail sales.

Indeed, retail sales for Au­
gust, 1966. were 10 per cent 
higher than for August, 1965. 
Of course, such an increase 
in the demand for goods and 
services has resulted in high­
er prices for some products.

However, the buying power

of the American consumer has 
far out-paced price increases. 
Production in key industries 
has mounted and gained in ef­
ficiency.

Neither serious inflations 
nor recession seems probable 
so long as ample goods are 
available to a public which has 
the wealth to buy on an un­
precedented scale.

Perhaps what has confused 
market spaculators and some 
economists has been the 
change in consumer buying 
habits which affected a few in­
dustries adversely. The goods 
that are selling on the bur­
geoning retail market today 
are not the same goods which 
sold in I960. And by 1970 
an entirely new complex of 
goods and services will be in 
iemand.

Retailers who have been in­
creasing advertising to meet 
changing demands have been 
prospering while the timid 
talk of recession and tight 
monev.

Parralled Terraces 
Good Farm Practice

Soil Conservation Service 

We can save our soil with a system of 
parallel terraces. They are a good con­
servation practice. They are constructed 
to eliminate point rows for better cultiva­
tion and harvesting of crops.

You cultivate the terraces thus there is 
p̂o waste, or strips of weeds in your fields. 
For dryland farming they will increase 
rainfall in soak and help control runoff. 
Parallel terraces work good with sprink­
ler irrigation also.

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DEFENSE SHINES

"Re-Shuffled’ Chieftains Ambush Mustangs, 24-8
The Frlona Chteft«ln» par- 

layad what coachee termed their 
beat defensive showing of the 
year and a good performance 
by versatile backfleld men Into 
a 24-8 victory over Olton In 
the opening District 3- A A game 
here last Friday.

Ted Renner. Hated on the 
program as a 172-pound full­
back. took over the algnaU 
calllng chorea In a re-shuffled 
Frlona backfleld.

All he did waa pass for one 
touchdown, run for another, kick 
a 21-yard field goal and three 
extra potnta, and keep the Po­
nies In a hole with hla boom­
ing punts.

Frlona took a 14-0 lead In the 
first half, but the Muatangs 
closed the gap to 14-8 In the 
third quarter.

In fact It appeared Olton might 
be on Its way to a comeback. 
But Renner came through with 
a clutch third down pass com­
pletion, and the Mustangs kick­
ed In a IS-yard penalty that 
paved the way for Frlona’a third 
touchdown.

That took the starch out of 
the Mustangs’ comeback and 
Frlona dded Its field goal with 
1:15 to play.

As play opened, the Mustangs 
seemed to be having the best 
of It. HB Dale DeBerry al­
most broke clear on a 16-yard 
run the first time Olton ran 
for scrimmage.

Neither team was able to 
reach enemy territory, how­
ever, until seven minutes deep 
In the first period when the 
Chiefs recovered an Olton fum­
ble at the Mustang 43.

Two plays gained eight and on
third down Renner faded to pass. 
His receivers were covered and 
a pair of Mustangs bore down on 
him at midfield. ButKennerput 
on the speed and sailed down the 
sidelines on a 35-yard scamper 
that put the Chlefa out front, 6- 
0, with 4:44 showing on the 
clock.

Renner kicked point and It was 
7-0, Frlona.

On the first play after the 
kick-off, Olton fumbled again, 
and the Chiefs took over at the 
Mustang 37. Two R enner pas­
ses went Incomplete and one 
running play lost three, so the 
Chiefs punted.

Olton took over at Its 20 and 
got nowhere, but the Chiefs were 
guilty of roughing the kicker on 
fourth down and the Mustangs 
had a first down at the Olton 40.

Only two plays later, how­
ever, the Mustangs fumbled 
again and Frlona recovered at 
the Mustang 45.

Olton's defense, again a tough 
one to crack, stood up and the 
game turned Into a punt ex­
change until Frlona took over at 
Its 47 with 2:30 left In the half.

Two running plays moved the 
ball to the Olton 46 and then 
Renner hit end Mike Rlethmay- 
er with aT D pass. Rlethmay- 
er was 10 yards clear of every­
body andRenner’s toss was per­
fect as the big end took it at 
the Olton 20 and breeaed In with­
out a hand laid on him.

Renner kicked point again and 
it was 14-0, Frlona, with 1:58 
left In the half.

Renner was Frlona’s man - 
of-the-hour a moment later.

Intercepting Char lea Mc­
Clain’s long pass at the Frlona 
20 Just before time ran out.

Olton came back strong In 
the third quarter, driving to the 
Frlona 39, where a fourth down 
rush by Fullback Albert Key 
was stopped for no gain. Inches 
short of a first down.

Frlona took over, but four 
plays later Renner had to punt. 
This time he hit a 50-yard 
beauty that was touched dead at 
the Olton four.

HB Benny Akin ran twice for 
four and Key got a first down 
with a six-yard punch to the 14.

DeBerry, again showing his 
running skill, broke off tackle 
and sailed upfleld about 10yards 
before cutting back and going 
all the way. He literally outran 
the last two Frlona defenders In 
going the 86-yard route.

Coach Don Beck pulled a rab­
bit out of the hat on the extra 
point play. Making It appear 
they had 12 men on the field, 
the Mustangs sent HB Steve 
Spain toward the sidelines.

But McClain, holding on the 
extra point, rose from his 
crouch and passed to Spain, who 
had turned back down the 
sideline. Spain could have walk­
ed across and It was 14-8, Frl­
ona, with 2:56 left In the third 
quarter.

The Mustangs tried anonslde 
kick, but Frlona recovered at 
the Chieftain 47. Two plays 
gained only two yards, but then 
Renner passed complete to 
R lethmayer, who took die strike 
between a pair of Mustang de­
fenders.

That aerial gave the Frlonans

a first 'town at the Olton 36, 
and a personal foul against 
Olton a play later moved the 
ball to the Mustang 19,

Renner again came through 
on a third down situation, run- 
mlng 11 yards to the Olton 9. 
Two plays later, HBI ddle Bar­
ker darted through a hole off 
tackle for eight yards andaTLX

When Renner booted the 
extra. It waa 21-8, with 11 
minutes left In the game.

After the kick-off, Olton ran 
four plays, the last of which 
was a fake punt. When the 
play netted only a yard, Frlona 
took over at the Olton 26.

But Olton's defense rose up 
and the Mustangs took over at 
their 20 after Renner's 45- 
yard field goal attempt was 
short.
