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Since the Friona area la get­
ting to be more and more a cat­
tle-feeding empire, we thought 
the following Item might at least 
make feeders lift an eyebrow. 
Perhaps It's another way that 
the newspaper can help Its com­
munity.

A mlsture of ground-up new s­
paper and molasses was fed to 
a test group of heifers for 56 
days In an experiment by dairy 
scientists at PennsylvanlaState 
University. And believe It or not 
It made good cattle feed. Those 
cows digested the mixture — 
at the rate of two and a half

bllzzard-ilke conditions In the 
area on Monday, and cut outside 
activities almost to a stand­
still. Friona schools, like prac­
tically all others In the Fan- 
handle area, were closed by the 
blizzard.

Blowing snow reduced visi­
bility drastically most of the 
day on Monday, especially out­
side of the city, making travel 
hazardous.

The Icy covering had begun 
to melt from city streets by 
Monday afternoon, although the 
temperature never climbed 
above 30 degrees. A warming 
trend on Tuesday further re ­
duced the snow covering, leav­
ing only large drifts In curbs, 
barrow ditches and fencerows 
as evidence of the storm by 
Wednesday.

Irrigation farmers, most of 
whotne were already a week or 
two behind on their land prep­
aration due to moist conditions 
from an extra-wet January, lost 
another week due to the storm, 
but most figured It was a pretty 
good reason to miss the outdoor 
time.

Dryland wheat prospects are 
now the best In several years, 
and the crop outlook In general 
is very good.

An additional .07 Inch of 
moisture was measured by the 
city last Thursday, when a thun­
dershower moved through the 
area.

pounds of newsprint dally — 
just as well as a controlled 
group 1 of heifers digested a 
standard high-quality feed sup. 
plement. Both groups of heifers 
were fed conventional corn sil­
age along with the supplement. 
It Is predicted by Ur. £ arl M. 
Kesler, professor of dairy 
science, that a new sprint-mol­
asses mixture could help alle­
viate the expected world food 
deficit by making available a 
cheap,- nutritious cattle feed 
that would not compete with 
man's own food needs. Mol­
asses Is cheap and nutritious 
and cows can digest molasses 
better when It's mixed with 
newsprint. Furthermore news­
print provides the kind of fi­
ber the animals need. What 
affect the mixture had on the 
milk was not mentioned but evi­
dently there was no apprecia­
ble difference in the quality or 
quantity.

A late-winter blizzard Inter­
rupted the Friona area's 
spring-like weather early this 
week, but the cold front brought 
additional moisture to farm­
land, which now Is In the best 
shape molsture-wlse that lthas 
been for many seasons at this 
time of year.

The City of Friona measured 
a total of .40 Inches of moist­
ure last Sunday, moisture which 
came In the form of rain, driz­
zle, sleet and snow. The snow, 
which started In earnest about 
dark, left a covering of two 
inches by Monday morning.

This test group was made up 
of dairy cattle, so ws don't 
know what the results would be 
on feeders. Neither do we know 
whether It was best to feed the 
cattle the newsprint before or 
after It was printed with the 
news.

At any rate, we’re glad to 
know of additional possible uses 
for newspapers — and some­
thing besides lining waste bas­
kets for a change.

Proponents of an Improved 
roadside park for Friona got 
a boost this week with the an­
nouncement by the State High­
way Department that a new fa­
cility will be constructed Just 
east of Friona.

A contract for four such pro­
jects was awarded by the state, 
and two of the parks are locat­
ed on L.S. Highway 84. Another 
is south of Nluleshoe on Highw ay 
214.

Included in the project Is to 
recondition, landscape, pave 
and Improve the water system.

Total cost of the four projects 
in the Lubbock district was 
$104,871, so apparently the 
Highway Department plans to 
spend In the neighborhood of 
$25,000 on the Friona park. The 
project Is to be completed In 80 
days.

the experts on voter registra­
tion.

Preliminary figures submit­
ted to Comptroller Robert S. 
Calvert show that the first 100 
counties to report on their vot­
ers, all smaller counties, had 
a 63.5 per cent gain over last 
year.

I sdmates by tax collectors In 
the three largest counties — 
Harris, Dallas and Bexar — 
Indicate gains of only 13.6 and |8 
per c ent.

Some of the Inc rease in rural 
counties Is due to the fact that 
voters over age 60 In rural ar­
eas and towns under 10,000 now 
register to vote. Heretofore, 
they could vote without regist­
ering.

It Is estimated that the 
number of qualified voters In 
Texas will exceed 4,000,000 
this year. Final figures will 
not be In until April 1, the date 
that county reports are due.

As Potentially Unsafe

Sears, Roebuck and Co. has 
announced It Is recalling some 
6,000 gas baseboard heaters 
which it regards as potentially 
unsafe.

It Identified them as four 
models of Its "Gas Fired Base­
board Thru - wall Heater.” 
They are Hon.art model num­
bers 133.'2561 or 133.725*111; 
133.'2502 or 133.'25621: P3. 
"’25*5 or 133.725651; and 133. 
'25b$ or I33.7256M. The plate 
showing' model numbers is lo­
cated on top of the burner box.

Sears said its re* all decision 
was reviewed with the l.S . 
Public Health >ervlce and the 
American Gas Association, 
wrhlch will cooperate with heart 
In an effort to locate the heat­
ers.

James W. Button, vlcepresl- 
dent-mer hanUsing, said most 
of the *,000 heaters were sold 
between September, [9*2 and 
!lecen.ber, i960. They were 
last offered for regular sale In 
a catalog circular tn August and 
September, 19**. A few re­
maining units were sold in re­
tail stores during 196', he add­
ed.

**f very effort will be made 
by Sears retail stores and cata­
log facilities to locate atkJ re­
place all of these hesters,”

he said. Because many cus­
tomers purchase and Install 
equipment themselves, he ad­
ded, It will be difficult to lo­
cate them unless they notify 
Sears.

In addition to Sears public 
announcement, the company will 
advertise In newspapers and 
catalogs. The ads will urge 
owners of the units being re­
called to shut them off imme­
diately and contact the manag­
er of the nearest Sears retail 
store or catalog sales office.

Button said Sears decision 
to ret all Its heaters was based 
on the company's field Investi­
gation. This investigation 
showed som.e of the units had 
developed defe ts, and In some 
esses produced measurable 
amounts of carbon monoxide.

"These defects leveloped,” 
he added, "in  spile of the fact 
that production units when test­
ed passed all safety and per­
formance standards without
question. The design, white
sound, did not allow sufficient 
latitude for human erro r,”

The consumer benefits from 

the efficiency of the American 
farmer. The farmer doesn't 
always do so well. Let us look 
at the facts as follows:

Food Expenditures: Ameri­
cans saved more than twice as 
much In 1967 than in i960, and 
half of the Increase wss made 
possible by a smaller percent­
age of Income spent for food. 
Had consumers paid In 1967 
the same proportion of their 
Income for food as in i960, they 
would have had $12 billion less 
to sfiend on other things or to 
save.

Food was about the only Item 
of expenditure that went down 
In 1967 compared to i960 as a 
percentage of personal dlsios- 
able Income. In i960 consum­
ers spent 20? of their Income 
for food — In 1967 17.7J, Most 
of this went for marketing and 
other services. — FARMERS 
GOT ONLY F1V7 PERCENT.

Total spent for food went up 
from $70 billion In i960 to 
$96.4 billion in 1967, but had

the percentage of Income spent 
for food not dropped off, con­
sumers would have paid out 
about $109 billion for food last 
year.

Except for food, practically 
everything takes bigger and big­
ger bites out of what consum­
ers have available to spend. 
From i960 to 1967 the percent­
age of personal disposable In­
come spent went up for Inter­
est, autos, home furnishings 
and appliances, clothing and 
services (Includes housing, 
household operations, trans­
portation, medical costs, per­
sonal care and recreation.)

Not only has agriculture freed 
billions of dollars for con­
sumers to spend on things other 
than food, It has also freed 94 
per cent of Americans to pro­
duce an abundance of other 
goods and services that have 
made the l.S . the most affluent 
country In history. In Russia, 
on tiie other hand, more than 
half the population Is needed to 
produce food and fiber.
