It has carried 16 
head of cattle since mid-July.

Schoppa, who farms 12 miles 
northeast o f  Plainview, is always 
ready to lend a helping hand to 
Igricultural research by carryin>» 
vut field demonstrations. His ef­
forts were lauded by Liner who 
said. "L 'lboratory testing alone k. 
not sufficient. Only through careful­
ly controlled field tests under actual 
farming conditions, can we fully 
evaluate laboratory findings and im­
prove our recommendations to lit 
the various soils found in this area.”

Conservation 
Of Water for 
Irrigation

Conserving water tor future irri-1 
gation by draining the playa lakes I 
into the underground Ogallalu sand | 
through recharge wells is an in crea -' 
sing practice on the High Plains. 
The surface water drained by gravi­
ty into the sand is thereby stored 
tor future use rather than being lost 
by evapoation if permitted to remain 
in the lake.

One o f the problems encountered 
in recharging is the silt in the lake 
water. Several filtration systems are 
being tested at the High Plains Re­
search Foundation to determine the 
most efficient and economical meth­
od o f silt removal. James Valllant. 
water engineer, announced.

One system will use 13 sections of 
porous concrete pipe capable of tak­
ing up to 5,000 gallons of water per 
minute. E^ch section is 12 inches in 
diam eter and 36 inches long with an 
intake rat* of 385 gallons of water 
per minute. Sand and gravel covers 
of different thickness will be used to 
cover the porous pipe to study the 
effects of silt in clogging the m icro­
scopic holes in the porous pipe.

The second filtration system will 
use perforated well casing 16 inches 
in diameter, eight feet long wrapped 
with fiber glas.s filter one inch thick.

A third method to be used for 
silt removal will be an eight foot 
circular cage of K  inch expanded 
metal with a 7 foot cylindrical cage 
inside. Plastic screen will be placed 
inside the 8 foot cylinder and out­
side the 7 foot inner metal circle 
with 6 inches o f gravel between the 
two cylinders.

The use of chemical flocculant
will be continued to precipitate silt 
in the lake before the water enters 
the recharge well. A new chemical, 
M-IS83, designed for use in soft wa­
ter produced by the Dow Chemical 
Cbmpany, is now being tested. This 
testing wrlll be continued through 
1961.

for what they have, instead o f just 
on one day a year.

Crisp, fall weather and juicy, lus- 
ckius sweet potatoes go well togeth­
er. Baked, fned. candied or served 
in puddings, pies and combination 
dishes, they offer lots of fuel for 
energy, plus other bxxi nutrients.

.Sweet potatoes contain large a- 
mounts of vitamin A. some of the 
vitamin B and C groups, and yield 
fair amounts of calcium, phosphorus 
and iron. Though catorie content is 
relatively high, a dally serving of 
sweet or Irish potatoes is necessary 
tor a well balanced diet. One baked 
sweet pitato yields 1*3 calories as 
compared with 97 calories in a bak­
ed Irish pitato of the same size 
Calone watchers may need to leave 
off dessert or other less nutntious 
fvxxl to allow for a daily serving of 
potatoes.

Plant the alkitment of cotton acres 
is a campaign to get rolling in eviiry 
area. Farmers will have a kit to do 
with the final word of 1961 cotton 
planted acres according to I'red 
Bailey, Jr., Washington Bureau.

Here is how the law works: To 
bring you up to date and spike rum­
ors and misinformation, here’s how 
the law works on planting and re­
leasing cotton acreage allotments.

Start with the Individual grow er; 
He must plant or release for reap  
pirtionment at least 75 per cent of 
his allotment. Part of the 75 per 
cent may be planted and part of it 
released, just so the total acreage 
and.'or released adds up to at least 
75 per cent o f his allotment.

lAirther, a grower must pl.ant 
some acreage at least once every 
third year, even if only a few acres, 
in order to maintain his eligibility 
(or an allotment as an / ’o ld " cotton 
farm.

II tlie gm w er (alls to meet these 
I requirements, his .allotmetit base tor 
the following year will be reduced—

a loss which ho will probably never 
be able to rt'gain! Here’s the way 
it works:

If he meets the 75 per cent rule, 
his allotment, base for next year 
will be this year’s alkitment. If he 
doesn’t meet the 75 per cent rule, 
his allotment base for next year will 
be the averagq of this year’s allot­
ment and the acreage actually plant­
ed or released.

An example to make this clc*arer: 
Assume that the grower has an al­
kitment this year of 20 acres. If he 
plants and/or releases 75 per cent 
(15 acre* I his base next year will 
remain at 20 acres. Assume Instead, 
that he plants only five acres and 
releases five acres, a total o f 10 
acres. Then his allotment base for 
next year will be the average of 
20 acres and 10 acres—that is. 15 
acres. He would have lost five acres 
(fnim 20 to 15) from his allotment 
base for failure to cximply with the 
75 per cent rule.

Next, look at what happens .xfter 
tlie grower relea-ses his acreage to

Uie county com m ltles (usually by 
a deadline just ahead o f planting 
timel. The cxiunty then offers it to 
othcT growers In the same county. 
If other growers do not want It, the 
county iixnmittee can release it to 
the stale for distribution to other 
counties. Note, It can—but doesn’t 
have to.

At this point, it should be pointed 
out that release and reappirthm- 
ment of allotment acreage doesn’t 
affect the acreage hirtory. A grower 
who releases hU acreage continues 
to receive credit tor the history. A 
county that releases acreage to an­
other county also continues to re­
ceive the history (or the acreage. By 
the same token, a grower o r  a coun­
ty that gets additional acreage 
through reapportkinment does not 
get addittonal acreage history (or 
planting it.

Back now to the county: If a grow­
er does nothing with his acreage tor 
three consecutive seasons, then not 
only does he lose the acreage his­
tory but the county also loses It As 
king as the grower plants 75 per 
rent of his alkitment in at least one 
of the three years, however, his en­
tire acreage history remains in the 
county.
