Unfortunately lost in the wave of emo­
tionalism has been passage this spring by 
Congress of the first, major gun-contrcl 
legislation in 30 years. Also too often 
overlooked has been a clear indication 
that the vast majority of Americans sup­
port responsible gun controls.

I believe it is a misinterpretation of 
the American mood for anyone to suggest 
in a pious panic or scare campaign that 
there are somehow a lot of Americans 
who for their own devious and violent 
purposes want guns loosely available. Such 
misleadings are foolish nonsense.

The necessity for some form of gun 
controls is generally realized. The point 
(or decision is exactly what form that 
control will take. I believe it is the 
majority view of Texans that we need 
controls to keep firearms out of the 
hands of minors, felons, the insane and 
criminals while at the same time preserv­
ing the right of law-abiding citizens to use 
guns responsibly.

1 have supported, and will continue to 
support, the most strict possible, constitu­
tional measures to keep firearms out of 
the hands of irresponsible, immature per­
sons.

For that reason I voted for the recently 
passed bill which regulated mail - order 
sales of hand guns.

For that reason I expect to support fur­
ther legislation to regulate mail-order 
sales of so-called long-guns.

But, 1 will not support any federal 
legislation which would deny responsible 
sportsmen and legitimate collectors thmr 
privilege of owning lawful firearms. Nor 
would I agree to any federal registration 
measure or to any sort of confiscation 
of firearms owned by law-abiding citi­
zens.

In order to avoid the panic reactions

I have spoken about, I think all of us 
must realize that no gun-control law yet 
seriously proposed would take guns away 
from anyone except children, felons, the 
insane, aliens or those dishonorably dis­
charged from our armed services.

Control, 1 submit, need not be confisca­
tion.

Mills Cox, chairman of the Texas Water 
Development Board., said Friday he is 
"hopeful" that the Congress will follow 
the House Appropriations Committee's re­
commendations to allocate $892,000 to the 
Bureau of Reclamation and the Corps of 
Engineers to continue their studies of im­
porting water to Texas and New Mexico 
from outside the two states.

“ The Texas Water Development Board 
and 1 were gratified by the Committee's 
action which recommended $467,000 for 
the Bureau of Reclamation for its part 
of the study and $425,000 to the Corps of 
Engineers to coordinate the study aimed 
at providing a long-range source of water 
for a large part of Texas and eastern 
New Mexico," said Cox. " I t  is our hope 
that the Congress will follow this recom­
mendation.

Cox also praised U. S. Rep. George 
Mahon of Lubbock, chairman of the House 
Appropriations Committee, for his careful 
and skillful handling of President John­
son's recommendations for funds for the 
two federal agencies. "The states of Tex­
as and New Mexico are indebted to Rep. 
Mahon for guiding the President's budget 
recommendations through the Commit­
tee,”  Cox said. "The continuation of these

studies is important to Texas and to New 
Mexico, and I (eel that the Congress, 
even though it is determined to reduce 
expenditures, will recognize the need to 
continue these important studies and ap- 
propnate the funds recommended by the 
President.’ "

Committee approval of the recommend­
ed import study funds, said Cox, is an 
indication that the federal government is 
tacitly approving the Texas Water Devi- 
lopment Board's plan to provide water 
for all sections of Texas. “ It is further 
indication,”  he added, “ of the desire of 
the Corps of Engineers and the Bureau 
of Reclamation to continue the excellent 
relationship that exists between the two 
federal agencies and the Texas Water 
Development Board.”

The Bureau of Reclamation last month 
released its progress report on studies of 
importing water to West Texas and East­
ern New Mexico. The preliminary appral- 
les concluded that a possible cource of 
water is available from the lower Missis­
sippi River and recommended aiming 
future studies in that direction.

Texas Water Development Board stu­
dies indicate that underground water re­
sources, on which crop irrigation in West

Texas is dependent, cannot be counted 
on beyond the year 2000. Declining avail­
ability of irrigation water in some parts 
of West Texas, particularly in the south­
ern High Plains, is expected to produce 
a water shortage for irrigation by 1980.

The work at the newly remodeled hos­
pital is in a state of excitement as the 
finishing touches are being made. The 
thing most badly needed at the hospital 
is "more doctors” , said Fenella Frey, the 
new doctor at the hospital. Dr. Frey stat­
ed that sometimes she had to put in as 
many as 20 hours a day to get her work 
done; also she is on call al! hours of the 
day or night. Despite the situation a new 
doctor is expected in September.

Dr. Frey and her husband have lived 
in the community approximately two 
months and says she likes it very well 
here. Originally from Houston, she did 
her medical study in Galveston and her 
internship in Santa Monica, California.

The new north wing of the hospital will 
have a capacity of 36 beds, and will be 
equ'ppcd with a new kitchen. They will 
have two new examination offices and 
new equipment for the new wing. The 
hospital has a chance to get an emergen­

cy light generator system but nothing is 
definite yet. Doctor Frey says there is at 
the present all basic equipment and new 
equipment will be ordered as time goes 
along.

The hospital has an average of 25-30 
patients per day. The hospital staff con­
sists of 37 persons including the one doc­
tor and the new technican and his wife, 
Mr. and Mrs. Ron Mayberry.

According to the remodeling contract, 
only walls which were damaged in the 
renovation project were to be re-painted. 
This may result in an unusual situation, 
with tome rooms having different color- 
walls.

A few extra dollars spent initially for 
the right electric motor for a given job 
may pay off many times in trouMe-free 
operation and long motor life, says W. 
S. Allen, Texes AAM University Exten­
sion agricultural engineer.

There are 18 different typee of cases 
or enclosures for electric motors and at 
least four of them are suitable for farm 
use, he points out. The way a motor is 
enclosed determines its ability to with­
stand moisture, dust and explosive gases, 
he adds.

The four types which cover most farm 
uses are:

1. Open drip-proof — A general purpose 
motor used in dry locations, relatively 
free of splashing liquids and dust particl­
es. It is the most common and least ex 
pensive of the four types of enclosures.

2. Splash proof — Four use out of doors, 
if covered when not in use. and in in­
stallations where washing down of equip­
ment causes water to be directed toward 
the motor.

3. Totally enclosed — For use where 
dust and foreign particiet are in the air, 
such as outdoor operations on augers, 
elevators, etc.

4. Explosion proof — Designed to pre­
vent ignition of any explosive gases which 
may collect around the motor. It also 
keeps out dust and dirt and is the most 
expensive of the four types.

A  qualified dealer, electric power sup­
plier representative or an engineer can 
advise on the right motor to use, sa>-t 
Allen.

Breok for veterans?
Three men apply for a single govern­

ment job. One is a war veteran, the 
other two are not. Should the first man 
get the job just because he is a veteran?

To tome degree, veterani have been get­
ting this kind of a break e\'er since Civil 
War days. The motive, of course, it to 
give them an extra reward for their ser­
vice to the nation.

Still, they get this reward at the ex­
pense of non-veterans who might legiti­
mately complain of discrimination. For 
the non-veterans are, in effect, penalized 
for something that may be in no way 
their fault.

To reconcile these conficting considera- 
tMJM, the court! have worked out some 
prsctical guidelines.

In the first place, if a civil service 
law shows flagrant favoritism for veter­
ans, it will probably be held unconstitu­
tional. Thus, a court voided a law that 
allowed veterans to get on the local 
police force without taking any examina­
tions. Pointing out that a veteran so hired 
might be totally unfit for the job, the 
court said:

"Public offices are created for the com­
mon good, and not the profit, honor, or 
private interest of any one man or class 
of men."

On the other hand, a court upheld a 
law that gave a more modest advantage 
to veterans seeking to be firemen. Here 
a veteran was given the edge only if he 
had shown, by competitive examinations, 
that he was just as qualified as ocher 
applicants. The court said it was fair to 
assume that his experience in the service 
might well make him a better fireman.

Likewise, the law may — and often 
does — given reasonable advantages to 
veterans in the matter of firing. For iii- 
atance, Che federal civil service law gives 
them extra procedural safeguards in case 
of discharge.

In one case a veteran employed at a 
federal shipyard was fired on charges 
that he had gotten too fresh with certain 
young women at a party.

But he won reinstatement when the 
management failed to come up with auf- 
ficient details of his alleged misconduct. 
The court said he had not been given 
the consideration to which, as a veteran, 
he was entitled.

All the Hoi Chanhs are brought to the 
Chieu Hoi center in Hue for three months 
of retraining in psychological operalkint, 
intelligence, vocations and general citizen­
ship. From among those with military 
backgrounds who volunteer, the APT 
members are selected and subjected to 
further training in map reading, weaponry 
and uther military subjects.

Once the retraining is finished, the 
Hoi Chanhs, with assistance from es­
tablished APT members, are given ihe op­
portunity to bring their families to the 
center for relocation to the Chieu Hoi 
hamlet near Phu Bai. Often the families 
are living in N’let Cong-infested regions 
and Marines are sent to help retrieve 
the families.

Once the Hoi Chanh and his family 
are in a secure ares, the government aids 
him in feeding his family and building a 
new home. The aid continues for six 
months, after which time, the Hoi Chanh, 
skilled in his new profession, is on his 
own.

Used extensively by infantry units in 
the Phu Bai area, APTS composed of 
Force Logistic Support Group-Alpha (FL- 
SG-A) civic action Marines and local Hoi 
Chanhs, have proved invaluable.

Acting as a liaison between the APTs 
and Marine infantry units, the FLSG-.A 
civic action team (CAT) relays the re­
questing commander’s needs to the Hu** 
center. The CAT members, fluent in the 
Vietnamese language, act as interpreteis 
and provide leadership for the Hoi 
Chanhs.

Staff Sergeant Paul Smith, Bradenton. 
Fla., and Corporal Lynn Blackburn. West 
Palm Beach, Fla., CAT members wh'i 
recently returned from sn operation with 
a five-man Hoi Chanh team, are firm 
believers in this program.

"The Hoi Chanhs have saved many Ma- 
ri.te lives including my own,”  Smith said. 
"They have been very successful in find­
ing VC weapons caches, spider holes, 
mines and enemy traps. Many villagers, 
willing to inform on guerilla activities 
but not knowing how to go about it, are 
able to relay the infurntation to us through 
the Hoi Chanhs.”

FLSG-A Civic Affairs Officer, Lt. 
James Uhl, believes that the tremendous 
success of the program can be attributed 
to the system of operating only on a pro­
vince-wide level. T^e APTs work only In 
their provincial area and are well ac­
quainted with the terrain, attitude of the 
people and VC infiltration techniques. Al­
so the mere presence of ex-VC in the 
allied ranks can be very demoralizing to 
the enemy and hit family.

Throughout the strategic battle for Khe 
Sanh the “ Stars and Stripes" snapped 
majestically in the breeze from the sum­
mit of Hill 881 South overlooking the com­
bat outpost.

North Vietnamese Army (N VA ) gun­
ners, angered by the brash Marines show 
of defiance, eagerly sighted their guns on 
"Old Glory", determined to destroy the 
American symbol of freedom.

Since " I "  Co., 3rd Bn., 26th Marines 
raised the first national colors on the hill 
in January, the unit has received more 
than 500 American flags from grateful 
people and civic organizations through­
out the United States to replace the ones 
torn in the defense of the hill.

"We raised the first flag in late Jan­
uary,”  stated Captain William H. Dabney,

Cattle raisers association 
makes recommendations

COLLEGE STATION — More than 100 
directors of the Texas and Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association recommended 
today that the Texas legislature adopt 
a statewide meat inspection system as 
provided for under the federal Whole­
some Meat Act of 1987. The act has 
made it mandatory that all meat offered 
the public that is not now federally in­
spected be inspected either under state 
or federal jurisdiction.

President T. L. Roach, Jr., reported to 
the board of directors that four points on 
the meat import legislation have been 
recommended to the congressional com­
mittee now considering changes in the 
law. These are: that the quota be main­
tained on a monthly or quarterly basis 
rather than annual to facilitate a more 
even flow of imports; that the triggering 
level to activate a cut-off be changed 
from too per cent to 100 per cent of the 
quota: that the law include canned, cook­
ed and cured meats; and that the law 
require the same level of health-precau­
tionary measures and inspection of for­
eign packers that is required of domestic 
processors.

Roach also reported that a statement 
by the TSCRA on the proposed antibiotic 
restrictions has been given to the Federal 
Drug Administration. The cattle raisers 
recommended against implenting these for 
range reproducing animals. Also, the 
Association asked the FDA to establish 
individual drug residue tolerances in com­
bination with withdrawal times for mar­
ket animals and intensify research ef­
forts.

The cattlemen also supported proposed 
legislation now in Congress to establish 
a hoof-and-mouth disease barrier zone be­
tween Central and South America. Such 
a barrier would be operated by U. S. 
technicians.

Governor John Connally's plan for the 
establishment of a diagnostic laboratory 
at Texas A&M University was recom­
mended by a resolution of the directors.

Dolph Briscoe of Uvalde, head of the 
Southwest Animal Health Research Foun­
dation, reported on the seriousness of this 
spring’s screwworm reinfestation into Tex­
as.

The directors in their quarterly meet­
ing at College Station were guest* of the 
animal science department and the ve­
terinary college of Texas AAM at an af­
ternoon program and series of demon­
strations.

We voted for it!
Statistics tell us the country it more 

prosperous than ever, but the practical 
expenence of a great many people tell 
us the statistics are out of kilter. It is 
becoming harder and harder to nuke both 
ends meet. Family budgets are stretched 
thinner and thinner and. of late, wage in­
creases show a tendency to lag behind 
price increases — all of which is inevit­
able when steady monetary inflation be­
comes a way of life.

Many well-meaning peraons ask, “ Can't 
industry, or can't the farmer, or the busi­
nessman do something to restore stabili­
ty?”  They forget that tor more than a 
generation the people themselves have 
voted time after time for the philoaophy 
of more and bigger government. Whether 
they have realized it or not, they have 
voted for the philosophy of socialism. As 
a consequence, we live in a semi-iocialized 
state, in which much of the authority for 
decision making in economic matters rests 
with government. In reality, polKical pres­
sures now dominate economic decisions. 
Instead of business cycles, we have politi­
cal cycles, which determine fluctuations 
in fiscal and monetary policies of govern­
ment.

It is easy to blame the war in Viet 
Nam for our current troubles, but the war 
it not wholly to blame. And as to the 
question of whether business and industry 
can preserve stability, the answer is, 
they already have to a remarkable de­
gree. Living standarda are at record 
levels, and every resource of technology 
is being called upon in the competitive 
business world to help improve efficiency 
and cut costs. But beyond this, the philo- 
aopy of the socialized state is the root

AL'sTlN, Tex. — Arrival at the mid­
way mark in the 3t)-day special legislative 
session touched off an explosion ot ac­
tivity m key areas of spending, taxation 
and liguor-b>-the-drink.

Both House and Senate passed versions 
of the liW* budget and went to conference 
committee to work out differences.

House passed by a narrow margin 
votes to «T) Gov John Connaliv s bill to 
permit lii^uor by the drink sales in mini- 
bottles under tixation and strict regula­
tion.

House Revenue and Tax Committee sent 
out for debate and full House action Con- 
na.lv s $ ll» million tax package This con­
troversial measure hopefully will land ill 
ctinference committee this week after 
amendments in both houses.

REPRESENTATIVES voted overwhelm­
ingly for a U N  million general revenue 
budget, senators for a $479.7 million gen­
era. fund appropriations measure. House 
version would require $132.C million in 
new reveue. Senate bill $137.9 millioft. 
•All phases of Connally i  tax liquor-bv- 
the-dnnk legisiatam were designed to 
raise $127 2 million, so additional revenue 
must be found.

House f>iughi a bitter battle over ihe 
mini-boltles bdl which was combined with 
proposals of a sub-cummiltee for streng­
thening liquor laws Tax on little bouies 
million, eiaoaa. detao elaoi etao eiaoi 
and increased fees will produce over $9 
million An additional $$ $ million would 
come from a gross receipts tax on 
private clubs, as called for in Connally s 
tax bill.

•Vlargin on minebottles in the Senate is 
said to be even closer than in the House. 
Poll takers said 14 to IS senators would 
be counted as sure supporters.

A S.ALES T.AX increase to three per 
cent IS certain to figure in the final tax 
package This whether the legislature vot­
es a straight rate hike or goes alo.ig 
With Connally's plan to raise the rate and 
rebate 75 per cent of the take to cities 
(in lieu of their present local option sales 
tax levy). Connally also proposes to put 
sales tax on many services and cigarettes.

Mini-bottles bill would make one-drink- 
sized containers available ui licensed ho­
tels, clubs, restaurants, planes and trams. 
Sellers would have to do at least a third 
as much business in fixid sales as on 
liquor. .Mim-bottles probably will be ex­
pensive. since they would carry a tax of 
about 10 and a half cents each. Sellers 
will have to pay the state piermit fees

ranging from $500 in the sma'Iesi towns 
to $1,250 in cities over 2o0,0U0 Further­
more. cities and counties can mutch the 
charge.

BILL ALSO sett specifications for pri­
vate clubs and raises fees, although it 
will allow managers and most other em­
ployees to issue guests cards to the drop- 
in trade and it authorizes credit card 
sales.

Legislation would further pi-rmit 16- 
year-olds to sack beer in groceries and 
serve as bus-buys where miiii-bigtles are 
handled. It would outlaw gambling, in­
crease punishment for permitting minors 
to buy or consume alcoholic beverages, 
raise beer dealers' license fees from $Jti 
to $150. provide for faster sale of con­
fiscated liquor by the stale and make 
most of the Texas Liquor Control Board 
records available to public inspection.

Barring logjams the legis'ature has a 
fair chance of beating its deadline and 
winding up must business in a single 
special session.

GIN D l ST — One of the differences 
between Ihe Senate and House is whether 
the Texas .Air Control Boord is going to 
be allowed (o require cotton gins to put in 
dust-abatement devices.

Senate voted to strike out a “ rider”  
which would prohibit the board from 
spending any money on activities con­
nected wKh cotton gins. But the House 
voted to keep it m, by a vote of 95-47.

This prohibition was put into the pre­
sent appropriations law in 1967. It led tvi 
a blast at the Legislature by tome mem­
bers of the Air Contro'. Board. But a pro­
vision put into the air pollutHNi cumnil- 
law in 1967 cannot be changed by this 
session of the Legislature . . .  so it operat­
es effectively to keep the Air Control 
Board out of the cotton business.

However, the ginning industry has been 
working with the Board and has been do­
ing research aimed at reducing the air 
pollution problem caused by gin opera­
tions.

D R IN K  TESTS — A bill to require 
those suspected of driving while intoxi­
cated to submit to breath or blood tests 
on penalty of having their licenses sus­
pended has been approved by the House 
Slate Affairs Committee.

Legislation provides that a driver gives 
implied consent to undergo chemical test­
ing to determine if he is drunk when 
charged with the offense.

Must other states have similar laws as

required by the 1966 federal highway safe­
ty act.

Tests showing a blood content of one- 
tenth per cent alcohol by weight would 
be prima facie evidence of being under 
the influence of alcohol. Arresting officers 
would have to appear in court. Those 
with religious objectiims to blood drawing 
could take a breath lest.

RL RAI. ROADS — That long-quiet farm- 
lo-market roads fuss has come back to 
life.

Some City legislators are pushing a bill 
to do away with the $15 million a year 
of general tax money w hich is being spent 
on rural roads. They want it spent on 
city streets. But their efforts have failed 
so far.

“ MONOPOLY”  — Fort Worth Dist Atty. 
F'rank Coffey, testifying before a House 
committee on a bill to regulate vending 
machine companies under the Liquor Con­
trol B>>ard, claimed a single coin ma­
chine concern controls hundreds of Texus 
taverns.

Coffey says 85 per cent of taverns in 
F'orf Worth owe money to the conce.n 
which opiTaies under many names. He 
said the same conditums exist in nsost oili­
er citK-s. Vending machine chain, the dis­
trict attorney testified, started with lUtB 
Music Company in El Paso. Former LCB 
Administrator Coke Stevenson Jr. recom­
mended regulatKm of the vending machine 
operators and that they be barred fn>m 
the tavern business.

DRAFT Ql'OT.A — Texas draft quota for 
next month has been reduced by 266 men 
fiom June order to total of only 695.

However. State Se'ective Service head­
quarters reports that more than 5,360 will 
be called in (or pre-induction physical and 
mental exams m July.

May call was 528 above the July ti- 
gure. since additional manpower was need­
ed for the .Marine Corps. .All July in­
ductees w ill be for the Army.

(O l'R TS  SPE.AK — U.S. Supreme Court 
has granted a stay of mandate in a law­
suit testing the constituionality of Texas 
disturbing the peace law.

Three-judge Federal Court last .April 
declared the law “ impermissibly and un­
constitutionally broad.”  Top Court said 
it would allow' the law to remain in effect 
until It passes on the question.

Texas Supreme Court ordered a Harris 
County district court to have a new trial 
on the lawsuit bv' R. L. Foree and other 
operators in Haskell County seeking dam­
ages from Crown Central Petroleum Corp.

Unusual in that the provision has never 
been used before is this suit for $89,006 
in damages from a pipeline company. 
Plaintiffs contend that they had to pay 
11 cents a barrel to truck their oil to the 
pipeline over a period of five years. 
Law requires a common carrier-common 
purchaser pipeline to connect to leases of 
all operators in an area. Force's case 
started in 1962, with a contention that 
Crown Central had discriminated against

the group of Independent operators in 
Haskell County.

Lower courts turned the independents 
down without s trial. But Chief Justice 
Robert W Calvert held that they were in 
error, and the high court ordered a full 
new trial on the merits Plaintiffs' wells 
were connected up In 1964 after the cases 
were started, but the operators still are 
trying to get back their hauling money 
in the form of damages.

APPOINTMEVTS — Governor Connally 
named Louis Henna ot Round Rock to a 
new term on Texas Youth Council. He 
has served 15 years

Connally also reappointed C. T. Parker. 
A. J. Farfel and Mrs. (ius Wortham ol 
Houston to the University of Houston board 
of regents.

M M Jackson of Mexia was selected 
as president of Texas' branch of the Na­
tional Association of Postal Supervisors.

Dr Charles D. Barnett, deputy state 
i-ommissioner for mental retardation h'is 
been named vice president of the National 
Association of Coiirdinators of Stale pr >- 
grams for the Mentally Retarded.

ATTACK PL.A.N — Gov. John Connallv 
has adopted an emergeiK-y-resources 
management plan for the slate to be used 
in the event of an enemy attack. Plan 
was developed by a special resources 
organization coordinated by Msj. Gen. 
James E. Taylor.

Connally issued an executive order a»- 
signing responsibilities for carrying out 
the plan to state officials, agencies, pro­
fessional groups and private business in­
stitutions.

tJverall coordination of activities under 
the plan is assigned to the director if tfi- 
Department of Public Safety. Co'. Wils.ii 
E. Speir, acting director of Texas De­
partment of Public Safety, played a major 
role in its development.

Plan was financed through the federal 
Office of Emergency Planning.

NATURAL FIBERS — Stale Agriculture 
Commissioner John C. White has releasi-U 
the results of an evaluation of the natural- 
fibers industry in Texas. Evaluation was 
ordered by a legislative committee m 
determine the impact of cotton, wool and 
mohair on the state economy.

Evaluation says that the three natural 
fibers — their growth on the farm and 
related agribusinesses of transporting, 
processing and distribution — are of "v i­
tal importance in maintaining a balanceil 
agricultural production, effective land uti­
lization and support of the rural economy 
of society in general.”

Texas 'eads all states in the production 
of each of the three natural fibers.

•“ ‘ •Ivd 30.5 million 
tvales The figure i$ expected to be down 
to 20 5 million by August 1 of this year, 
largely as a result of reduced production 
in the U. S. from almost 15 million bales 
in I»65 to 9.7 million in 1966 and about 
7.5 million last year.

"This adjustment program has required 
severe sacrifices in the United States" 
Godfrey said. "The reduction has had 
widespread community effects, especially 
in reducing the volume of business for 
ginners, buyers, machinery dealers, fer­
tilizer and pesticide firms and cotton­
seed oil mills.”

Later in his report Godfrey said "Th « 
United States has every intention of 
sharing in the improvement of the world 
cotton situation which has been brought 
about to such a significant extent through 
our own efforts We are not satisfied 
with the current level of U. S. cotton ex­
ports. We intend to continue to take vigor­
ous steps to export more cotton in the 
future."

If taken at face value this should put 
foreign cotton producing countries on no­
tice that the U. S. will no lunger be con­
tent to remain the "residual supplier”  in 
world markets.

But Johnson does not believe this state­
ment of policy alone is going to convince 
anyone.

"W e’ve got to show the rest of the 
world We mean business. We’ve got to 
pmduce enough cotton to meet a larger 
share of world demand and we've got to 
adopt what some will call cold-blooded 
sales po'icies that will move our produc­
tion into world markets. If we do this we 
can return to a more normal level 
production in the U. S. without creating 
a surplus, and other countries will be 
obliged to accept their part of the res­
ponsibility for maintaining a supply-de­
mand balance."

Specifically, Johnson referred to the 
need for improvements in U. S. cotton 
quality, bale packaging, credit arrange­
ments, arbitration procedures, technical 
services and the expanded use of trade 
teams.

He said "When we begin to use these 
sales tools to the fullest we may be able 
to convince foreign cotton producers that 
we are in the export market to slay and 
that we aren’t going to sacrifice our own 
producers and processors to their expan­
sion plans."

The International Institute for Cotton, 
an urgsnization of cotton exporting coun­
tires who contribute $1 per bale on ex­
ports toward international cotton research 
and promotion, held its annual meeting 
immediately prior to the ICAC meeting.

Johnson was favorably impressed with 
lie  reports on programs of technical and 
market research, promotion and public 
relations.

He said "Several of the programs start­
ed by l ie  have been adopted by large 
fabric and apparel merchandisers in Ja­
pan and other countries, and that is about

U .S . A rm y offers many

Young men who enlist in the U. S. 
Army for assignment to artillery can vo­
lunteer for an intensive program of study 
to earn sergeants’ stripes, skills and pay. 
According to Army recruiter, Sgt. San­
tos Rodriquez .those selected on the basis 
of their ability shown while in basic com­
bat training are getting immediate pro­
motion to corporal and then trained to 
move on up to sergeant and staff ser­
geant grade.

"These young men are the vanguard of 
a new breed of noncommissioned offieera,”  
the sergeant said. "The Army has recog­
nized the educational background and 
leadership potential of its modern recruit 
and has designed an intensive training 
program around him to supply the non­
commissioned officers it needs,”  he added.

The theory behind the training is simi­
lar to the concept which fostered officer 
candidate schools more than a quarter- 
century ago. DCS proved so successful 
that the courses continue today.

The volunteers for stripes, like their of­
ficer candidate counterparts, study long 
hours, train hard and shoulder man-sized 
responsibilities in return for higher rank 
and pay.

The instructors for the courses are hand­
picked officers and noncommissioned of­
ficers. most of whom wear decorations for 
service in Vietnam. The five technical 
courses they teach include those for radar 
crewmen, operations and intelligence a.s- 
sistants, ballistic meteorology crewmen, 
tactical communications chiefs and field 
illumination crewmen.

Lengths of study and promotional op­
portunities vary with the course. Similar 
courses are offered by the Infantry and 
Armor Centers for those arms.

A  losing game
Ue dun t hear so much now about a 

little inflation being goixl for the country. 
We have reached the point where even 
the most slow-witted should perceive that 
they can’ t keep ahead of the game .Ac- 
Cfirding to official figures, the U.S. dollar 
lost 3.S cents in purchasing power during 
1967. This year, ecunoimsu predict ih** 
dol'ar will suffer an even bigger loss. 
Federal spending and the huge budget 
deficit are cited as the principal causes.

During the fourth quarter of 1967, the 
average per capita income after taxes 
rose $33 with all but $6 of it eaten by 
inflation. As times goes on, if inflation 
is not halted, wage and income increases 
will mean less and less. Keeping up with 
inflation resembles trying to run along­
side an express train as it pulls out of 
the station. The race should be called 
off. Inflation should be stopped at its 
source.
