Having once been a lobbyist
myself, I'm not surprised when I
see a lobbyist attempting to stir up
interest in some piece of legislation
which just might also stir up some
interest in what the lobbyist
himself is doing.

That may be what has happened
recently as regarding an article on
school district consolidation
printed in ‘‘Inside Education’’
which is published privately by Mr.
Mike Morrow who also is a
lobbyist for the Texas Association
of Professional Educators.

The article dealt with a report
my office issued on possible cost-
cutting ideas for the state,
including consolidation of small
school districts. In our report we
made it very clear that the
Comptroller’s office WAS NOT
pushing any of the ideas.

Then I began to see several
newspaper articles which said that
the so-called working papers and
names of the districts involved
were ‘‘under lock and key’’ in our
office. Nothing could be further
from the truth.

Upon investigation, we learned

that this ‘‘lock and key’’ stuff.

came from Mr. Morrow’s
publication. This article, we
learned, was sent to an unknown
number of superintendents with
the suggestion that it be given to
local newspapers. I don’t know
whether or not you received one.

Our records show that neither
Mr. Morrow nor anyone else has
asked for the so-called working
papers. Had such been requested,
they would have been released,
right then and there. %)

The truth is that these so-called
working papers consist of nothing
more than a consolidation
proposal sent in here a year ago by
Mr. Frank Carpenter, a former
legislator, who was quoted
extensively in Mr. Morrow’s
article.

Mr. Morrow surely has the right
to make his own rules about
drumming up interest in his
publication and his association.
But he ought to play by the rules--
accuracy and honesty--when he
refers to my office.

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Hot Tub Routine

Can Be Dangerous

Plunging into a hot tub or sauna
after a vigorous workout can be
dangerous, warns a medical expert
on physical fitness.

Alan Herd, M.D., professor of
medicine at Baylor College of
Medicine, warns that a hot shower,
whirlpool or sauna after strenuous
exercise can result in dizziness and
fainting.

During physical exercise, the
heart must beat harder and faster
to pump blood to the muscles,
Herd explained. Some blood
vessels will contract to maintain
normal blood pressure, while
blood vessels in exercising muscles
will expand to increase blood flow
to the heart.

““The hot environment can dilate
all the blood vessels and blood will
collect in the legs because the
muscles are relaxed. This, and the
fluid lost during exercise can cause

a person to collapse from the
decreased blood pressure,’’ said
Herd, who is director of the Sid
Richardson Institute for
Preventive Medicine of The
Methodist Hospital.

Just as he encourages people to
warm up before exercise, Herd
recommends a cool-down period
immediately after exercising, and
waiting at least half an hour to one
hour before entering a hot
environment.

The longer the warm-up, the less
rise in blood pressure and the less
amount of work the heart has to
do, Herd said. The cool-down is
equally important.

‘““It is the movement of the
muscles during the cool-down that
keeps the blood returning to the
heart and prevents sudden loss of
blood flow back to the heart,"’
Herd said. ‘‘That would be
dangerous to people who are
overheated and tired and suddenly
stop moving. They could collapse
and lose consciousness.”’

Herd sees no cardiovascular
benefit from a sauna or hot bath.

‘“I can certainly understand it

from a muscular point of view for
relaxing tired muscles, but from a
cardiovascular point of view, it’s
just not good timing to enter a hot
tub after a workout,’’ he said.
Herd believes a person should
recover completely from an

exercise session before indulging
tired, aching muscles.

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SAYS JANET LaFRANCE

Love For Third Grade Teacher
Influenced Chosen Career

An adored teacher played a vital
role in the life of Janet LaFrance,
fifth grade teacher in Webb
Elementary School, Olton. Mrs.
Wana Brewer, a former teacher in
the Friona school system, so
influenced Janet’s life that she
decided, as a third grader in
Friona, she would grow up to
become a teacher.

While she was still in Friona
High School, Janet had the
privilege of helping Mrs. Brewer
through a project of their FTA
- chapter. As a student in West
< Texas State University, she chose

Mrs. Brewer’s class for some

observation assignments.

Janet even decided the third
grade was where she, too, wanted
to teach. Her student teaching was
at that level in Gene Howe
Elementary School between
Canyon and Amarillo.

Her first teaching job was not
the third grade and she smiles
when she explains tha®husband

~ Jerry takes claim for her landing
- the first grade position in
- Hereford.

““On my application, where it
says married or single, I put down
‘single’ but also wrote that I was
going to get married to Jerry
LaFrance. The superintendent was
Johnny Clark who’d been at
Olton, so Jerry says that’s why
Johnny hired me,’’ Janet says.

Janet did get the job but never
taught under Clark for he left
Hereford that year. Janet and
Jerry were married in July. She
taught first grade five years.

‘“I was scared to death that first
year...l didn’t even know where to
start. But there was a sweet lady
teaching there who took me under
her wing. I loved it and thought I
never wanted to teach any other
grade,’’ says Janet. She remembers
that first year she had 31 little
students but only 19 the last year.

Janet took out a year from
teaching when Jeri Lynn was born.
They moved to Olton when she
was just two months old and

» occasionally that year Janet did
substitute teaching.

The following year found Janet
" in a fourth grade classroom at

Webb Elementary. She taught

there three years but took time out
* again when Jody was born in

August of 1978.

Webb lost a kindergarten
- teacher in January 1980. Some

shuffling was done and Janet

returned to teaching--this time in

. the fifth grade.

Janet taught fifth grade two
years, moved to the third grade for
two years and came back to the

" fifth grade this year.

It’s been fun, she says, to again

have the students she taught two

* years ago. ‘‘It’s been good to see
how much they’ve learned...the
progress they’ve made.’

‘“I’ve got such a good group of
klds,” she says.

Janet teaches all fifth graders
~ science. Her students move to
" Esther Graham'’s class for social

studies and to Teresa Akin’s class

for health and P.E.

“« Fifth graders, she explains, get
. to begin science experiments. The
. weather this fall forced them to
. cancel plans for a nature walk so
: that they might study the seeding
+ of various plants.
. They did, though, plant
. different seeds in their classroom
. in their study of plants.
. Janet finds it difficult to
pinpoint her favorite grade level.
* She enjoys fifth grade particularly
.‘because those students can do
“ more independent reading. She
and fellow fifth grade teachers
: encourage students to read and are
«* boosters of the library.

““If you can get a student to read

)US[ one book that captures his (or
.- her) interest, one they really enjoy,
" then they’re ‘hooked’ and will

' enjoy reading,’’ she says.

: Janet has a cousin who teaches
“ school in Tennessee. Always
especnally close, the two last year

+ came up with a pen pal project for
« their students.

. her school and sent them to me. I

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then we let the students select
someone to be a pen pal,’’ she
explains.

“Their first letters were just two
paragraphs. The first paragraph
was to introduce and write about
themselves. The second paragraph,
they could ask questions about the
one they were writing. They really
seemed to enjoy it and it was good
experience in learning to write
letters...in creative writing.”’

Janet said the students also
began a project to send ‘‘Texas
things’’ to the boys and girls in
Tennessee. ‘““We gathered up all
sorts of stuff...bottles of sand
from the sandhills, some Olton
Mustang caps and shoestrings,
Dallas Cowboys pencils and all
sorts of things. We got the package
off so late, it arrived there their
last day of school. There was
enough in the package that each
student got to draw for ‘something
from Texas’ and my cousin wrote
that we made a big hit. I’'m hoping
that we might get something from
Tennessee this year! It was fun to
do and the kids learned about kids
in Tennessee...probably some
didn’t know anything about other
states except the names and their
capitals.”’

Last year in the third grade,
Janet had her own daughter for
social studies and says that Jeri
Lynn believed her mother was ‘‘a
boring teacher.’’ Janet believes the
third grade text is out of date and
that a new one likely would appeal
more to students.

‘““We're getting new science and
math texts next year and I think
that’s exciting,’’ says Janet.

Janet likes to make learning fun
and has incorporated some games
1n her teaching. A free standing
basketball goal that came with a
Nerf ball no longer appealed to her
own children. She brought it to
school and uses it as incentive for
learning. ‘‘If they answer their
question right, they get to try for a
basket so some try extra hard.’”’ A
wooden tic-tac-toe board has also
become a learning incentive.

A few summers back, Janet took
an auctioneering course ‘‘for fun”’
and this year has uséd that in her
teaching. Her students made paper
money 1n all sorts of
denominations--coins and
‘‘greenbacks.’’ Janet accumulated
pencils, book covers, stickers and
such and, after her students had
studied making change, held an
auction in class with the paper

money used to buy the different
items.

““I made them pay a lot for what
they bought--such as $20 for a
pencil. Then when they bought
something, they had to pay me the
right amount of money. It was a
good learning experience and they
had fun. They wanted to do it
again but I told them I couldn’t
afford to keep coming with the
things for them to buy,’’ says
Janet smiling.

Janet believes the ‘‘fun’’
learning may be the only studying
some children will do and that
capturing their interest that way
might plant the desire to continue
learning.

Most teachers, Janet feels,
welcome parents as visitors to their
classrooms. ‘I wish parents would
come to school...even the parents
of those children who are
interested in school and are having
no problems. I wish they would
come so they’d have a better idea
of what their child is doing at
school.”

This year will be Janet’s last year
in Webb since her family is moving
to Plainview. Already, she says,
she’s realizing how much she’ll
miss co-workers who share a

family-like closeness.

““I've really enjoyed this school
system and the teachers I've
worked with. I'm going to miss
them a lot!’’ she adds.

Observing a birthday this week,
Janet says fellow teachers made
her day special with a ‘‘party"’
during conference period.

Reflecting on the ‘‘education
reform,’’ Janet says Olton teachers
will have it a bit easier next year
when the changes become
mandatory because they are
already adopting the new program
in a learning process.

““There are so many cycles in
education,’” she says, ‘‘but
whatever the changes, we'll still do
what’s best for the kids."’

““Sometimes I feel that a teacher

IS born, not made. And some
might teach even if they didn’t get
paid!’’ she adds.
