Bovina Couple Arrested On

Mrs. Alemon was treated
for minor injuries at the
scene. She and her husband
were booked into the Parmer
County jail. She has been
charged with aggravated
assault and her husband was
charged with assault of an

The investigation of the
incident is continuing.

Lew Longmire is building
an airplane in the garage at
his house on Columbia Street
in Friona.

At the age of 82, and
after building 30-40 airplanes
during his lifetime, Lew says
this will be the last one.
After visiting with him this
week, I wouldn't count on it.

The airplane he is
working on now is 15 feet
long, will have a 19 foot
wing span and carry the light
weight of only 400 pounds.
He says it will cruise at 135-
140 miles per hour.

In the past, Lew has built
two 2-seat airplanes and the
rest have been single seaters.
This one he says he will fly
25-30- hours of flight time,
then fly it to Albuquerque
(about 2 hours away) and
turn it over to his son.

It is one of several
hobbies and avocations this
energetic octogenarian keeps
busy with.

Lew Longmire came to
Friona with his family in
1936. He worked for Floyd
Reeve, Sr., Grandpa Reeve as
he calls him.

He said Grandpa Reeve
sent him to a National Youth
Administration (NYA) school
in Canyon where he studied
mechanics and developed an
interest in airplanes. The
NYA schools were trade
schools developed by
President Roosevelt to train
young people during the
depression years.

In 1940, he entered the
military where he served from
1940 to 1945 in the Army
Air Corps, flying missions
throughout the Pacific area.

He returned to Friona
until 1952, when he moved
to Albuquerque and took a
job at Sandia Labs, a nuclear
weapons laboratory. He
remained at Sandia Labs for
22 years, retiring in 1973.

After retirement from
Sandia, he worked in the
private sector, managing a
machine shop that

manufactured equipment for
Sandia Labs and others.
During his career, Lew
kept building airplanes in his
garage. He developed a keen
interest and expertise as a
Ham Radio operator. Lew
