Free and reduced-price meals will be offered in the Floydada Independent 
School District again this year to children whose families meet certain 
economic criteria.

Children from families whose income is at or below certain levels may be 
eligible for either free meals or meals at a reduced price o f 40-cents for lunch 
and 30-cents for breakfast. Regular prices are 80-cents for lunch in the 
elementary schools and 90-cents for lunch in the junior high and high schools 
and 50-cents for breakfast throughout the school system.

Parents may apply for free or reduced-price meals at anytime during the 
school year. Applications are available from the school district. Parents will 
be notified within 10-days of filing the applications if their application has 
been accepted.

If there are changes in family size or income during the school year, such 
changes should be reported to school officials so appropriate adjustments 
may be made.

.Superintendent Jerry Cannon said there are a number o f factors involved 
in determining if a child qualifies for free or reduced-price meals.

Among those factors are:
Proof o f Current Family Income— If you have applied for free or reduced 

price benefits in other school years, you will note some changes to the 
application form. The application now requires the name and social security 
number o f all adult family members. Adults without social security numbers 
must indicate that they do not have one. Schools may verify the source and 
amount of income as well as household composition.

Foster Children— In certain cases, foster children are also eligible for 
these benefits. If you have foster children living with you and you wish to 
apply for such meals for them, please notify us or indicate it on the 
application.

Nondiscrimination— All children are treated the same regardless o f ability 
to pay. In the operation o f child feeding programs, no child will be 
discriminated against because o f race. sex. creed, color or national origin.

Fair Hearing— If you do not agree with the school's decision on your 
application, you may wish to discuss it with the school. If you wish to review 
the decision further, you have a right to a fair hearing. This can be done by 
calling or writing: Jerry Cannon.

We have been told we 
must educate these children 
and we will: it is our duty.

But I am deeply concerned 
about the effect this will have 
on our school systems and 
the quality o f education. We 
have only a certain amount 
o f desks and dollars w ith 
which to address the prob­
lems o f educating Texas' 
children.

Springer said, “ One of the great 
responsibilities we as members of the 
National Food and Energy Council have 
taken on is to offer advice— sound, 
researched, thoughtful council— to both 
on-the-farm and off-the-farm food sys­
tem managers.

“ Part of what we want them to 
understand is that our nation’s f(x>d 
system cannot be separated from and 
cannot function without equally strong 
energy systems.

“ Also, we distribute a lot of informa­
tion about wise management and effici­
ent use of energy in the food system,”  
Springer said.

The NFEC for years has been telling 
farmers to use minimum tillage, he 
said. The Council also suggests farmers 
should grow genetically engineered 
crops which require less nutriment from 
the soil and which require less water.

“ Because our petroleum fuel resour­
ces are finite— there will be an end to 
them, someday— we’re counciling food 
prtxlucers to hold petroleum fuels in 
reserve for only the largest mobile field 
requirements.”  Springer continued. 
"W e ’re telling farmers and other 
managers throughout the food system, 
‘ Whenever possible, substitute electri­
city— manufactured from our truly 
abundant fuels, such as coal— to power 
your stationary operations.’ ’ ’

Another major thrust of the National 
Food and Energy Council, the new 
chairman said, is youth education. The 
NFEC recently published a 15-unit 
sch(X)l study guide called “ Food. Ener­
gy and Your Future,”  which reviews 
major f(x>d and energy issues. And 
NFEC has for many years taught 4-H 
and FFA youth about electrical wiring 
and wise management of energy. 
Springer said.

One of the 1982 conference speakers. 
Springer pointed out. will be Kenneth

Pollard of the Department of Agricul­
tural Engineering, Texas A&M, speak 
ing on “ Youth Education Opportuni­
ties”  Pollard often helps Southwestern 
Public Service Company employees 
plan and conduct electrical wiring and 
energy workshops for service area 
youth.

Southwestern Public Service primar­
ily provides electric service to popula­
tion o f more than 1 million in a 45,000- 
square-mile area o f the Panhandle and 
south plains of Texas, eastern and 
southeastern New Mexico, the Okla- 
hom;i Panhandle, and southwestern 
Kansas.

Foster homes needed
Old age- it's something all of us are 

going to face at some time. And al­
though few of us expect it to be the 
highlight o f our lives, when you consid-; 
cr the alternatives, old age isn't such a 

ibad ihing-or is it?
More and more today, society tends 

lo shuttle its elderly o ff to nursing 
hoiiK's-whether they really need the 
medical care or not. There, out of sight 
and out of mind, the elderly. who could 
contribute so much to the lives of 
others, live out the rest of their days in 
uselessness and futility.

But there arc alternatives, according 
it> Norma Whitcicy. Social Worker for 
the Texas Department of Human Re- 
><>prees (TD H R ) in Floydada. Mrs. 
Whitelcy explains that TDHR is at­
tempting to expand its services to the 
elderly by providing alternatives to 
iHirsing h»)mc care.

“With a little help, many elderly 
|vople wln> would otherwise have to go 
to nursing homes, can remain in their 
«svn homes or their own communities.” 
slie said. Help may be in the form of 
assistance with such personal care as 
Ivithing. exercising and taking medica­
tion, or household tasks such as cook­
ing, cleaning, laundry, shopping, minor 
liome repair and yard work.

■*One alternative that w e ’re trying to 
make available in the Floydada area," 
Mi s . Whitelcy said, “is foster care. The 
foster care program provides 24-hour 
care in a family home approved and 
su|V'rvised by TDHR. It is for older 
ix-ople who arc in pretty gtxxl health.

but just need some assistance with day- 
to-day activities, or just don’t have a 
Iximc."

The foster homes are carefully stud­
ied and then licensed once it is esta­
blished that they meet Departmental 
qualifications, she explained. The cost 
( f  the care is shared by the individual 
and the Department of Human Re­
sources. The program really benefits 
both the elderly individual as well as 
the foster family. The elderly person 
Ix'iicfits from the care and family at­
mosphere. while the foster family 
Ix’ iicfits from the companionship and 
life experiences of the elderly person.

“In those cases, everyone comes out 
ahead. The elderly client does not have 
to go to a nursing home, the home pro­
vider gets someone to share with, and 
foster care costs the state much less 
than nursing home care,”  she explain­
ed. In this area, there are several 
IX'opIc w ho need foster homes. We just 
liavc lo make people in the community 
aware i>f the need.”

If it sounds like TDHR is really anti­
nursing homc-that is not the case. “Our 
giKil,”  said Mrs. Whitelcy. "is to help as 
many ix-'oplc as possible delay going to 
a nursing home until they really need 
lo, for medical reasons. Nursing homes 
will continue to meet the needs of many 
elderly people.”

SHADE TREE DECLINE FROM ROOT 
DAMAGE

Many times the health and vigor of 
shade trees declines in mid-summer, 
the cause being below the ground in 
some form of root stress.

Often this hidden stress exists for 
years and isn’ t noticed until above­
ground symptoms become obvious. I 
have had several calls to look at trees 
this summer that were exhibiting 
symptoms o f root stress.

Various conditions exist that cause 
root stress, and soil compaction is 
probably the number one cause.

Oxygen must enter soil for the roots 
and use. and carbon dioxide, when 
given off. must be able to move up from 
the root zone.

Where soil compaction exists, this 
process cannot occur and roots die.

Construction damage also kills trees, 
occuring as "bulldozer blight" from 
heavy equipment, misuse o f fill dirt or 
scraping away soil.

Pruning helps when trees are weak­
ened by construction damage. Remov­
ing as much as one-third o f the canopy 
takes some of the load off the root 
svstem so the tree can recover enough 
to support remaining limbs and foliage.

When problems arise because o f fill 
dirt, get air into the soil by drilling holes 
around the drip line and lining these 
with PVC pipe filled with gravel.

Trenching for service lines damages 
feeder roots because most roots are in 
the upper 18 inches of soil.

Girdling roots can kill shade trees by

THE
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growing around the base and strangling 
the tree. If girdling roots are suspected, 
dig two to four inches below the surface 
and cutting roots with a sharp chisel.

Weed-and-feed fertilizers, when not 
used properly or applied too near the 
root system, can damage the system 
and kill the tree. The bad thing about 
this type of damage is that no antidote 
exists and the chemical’ s effect may last 
for as long as a year. However, the 
chemical damage to the tree can be 
lessened by heavy irrigation in an effort 
to leach the chemical on down and 
dilituing the chemical itself.

Weakened trees arc extremely sus­
ceptible to insects and diseases - 
especially boring insects, so try sprav- 
ing the trunk and larger limbs with 
lindane to protect against borers. Please 
don’t hesitate to call the County 
Extension Office if you are having 
problems with any o f your ornamental 
plants.

GETTING READY FOR FALL 
GARDENING

A fall garden often produces better 
quality and higher yielding vegetables 
than a spring-summer garden.

Cooler weather means a longer 
harvest period for many vegetables. 
Lettuce and leafy greens are sweeter 
and more tender. Lettuce, collards. 
spinach, broccoli. Brussels srouts and 
Swiss chard will continue to grow to be a 
part o f your Thanksgiving and maybe 
even Christmas feast.

A fall garden requires careful plan­
ning. Planting must be timed to allow 
frost-sensitive vegetables to mature and 
be harvested before frost. Those which 
will tolerate frost can be planted for 
harvesting to continue after the first fall 
frost.

Vegetables adapted to fall gardens 
can be divided into four groups by their 
tolerance o f freezing temperature.

Some warm-season vegetables adap­
ted to fall gardens— but killed by 
frost— are snap beans, southern peas, 
summer squash, winter squash, cu­
cumbers. sweet corn and early maturing 
pepper and tomato varieties.

The second group includes cool-sea­
son crops usually damaged by light frost 
when mature, such as lettuce, cauliflo­
wer. kohlrabi, celery, cabbage and 
broccoli.

The third group contains those which 
are moderately tolerant o f repeated 
light frosts: carrots, parsnip, beets. 
Brussels sprouts, leaf lettuce, endive, 
radishes, rutabagas and turnips.

Members o f the fourth group, w hich 
tolerate night after night o f freezing and 
have even survived a mild winter, 
include bulb onions, green onions, 
chives, garlic, leeks, multiplier onions, 
shallots, spinach, parsley, collards. kale 
and Biittercrunch and Romaine varie­
ties o f lettuce.

Seed o f snap beans, babv lima beans, 
broccoli, cabbage, carrots, collards. 
chard, sweet corn, cucumbers and 
summer squash planted in mid-summer 
will produce crops ready for harvest 
before the first fall frost. Beets, 
kohlrabi, lea f lettuce and spinach 
seed-planted in late summer will like­
wise provide abundant fall harvests. 
Mustard greens, radishes and turnips 
planted in earlv to mid-September will 
make it to the table in October and 
November.

Gardeners have several choices for 
starting their fall gardens. Summer 
vegetable seedlings require constant 
attention. Sowing seed in the garden in 
summer is one choice but will require 
repeated irrigation and careful attention 
to pest control. It's often easier to start 
seedlings o f tomatix's. peppers, cab­
bage. broccoli, cauliflower. Brussels 
sprouts and parsley in boxes or pots of 
potting ioil. culture them in protected 
areas, and transplant them to the 
garden when four to five weeks old.

A third choice to help fall gardeners is 
to buy transplants o f these vegetables 
at local nurseries to set in the garden at 
the right time.

TH ATCH ACCUM ULATION IN HOME 
LAW NS

The spongy turf which results from 
accumulated organic residues between 
the soil and the green leaves is referred 
to as thatch. A certain amount of thatch 
is desirable, as it adds resilience to the 
turf, reduces compaction o f the soil 
surface and prevents soil erosion. 
However, excess thatch reduces water 
infiltration, creates shallow-rooted turf, 
encourages insect and disease infesta­
tions and makes mowing difficult.

Management practices such as thor­
ough and infrequent watering, close 
and frequent mowing, proper fertiliza­
tion and occasional cultivation (aera­
tion. vertical mowing and topdressing) 
will prevent excess thatch accumula­
tion. If lawns are mowed frequently, 
grass clippings will not promote thatch 
accumulation, and it is beneficial to
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
