ARE YOU OVERWHELMED with
the events going on in the world? Do
you reach for your aspirin bottle
more often than you formerly did?
An article in the April issue of

Reader’s Digest states, with specific

examples, some things we have been
saying off and on for the past 20
years.

The main point is that the mass

media (network television, big
magazines and newspapers) are guilty
of spotlighting the bad news, at the
expense of good news. The title of the
article is ““The Good News is the Bad
News is Wrong.”’
* Author Ben Wattenberg says that
the following criteria are used to
determine news value: (1) Bad news is
big news; (2) Good news is no news or
(3) Good news is bad news.

Wattenberg points out that many
of the “‘scare’’ stories turn out NOT
to be as bad as they are presented by
the media. For example, the Love
Canal, N.Y., episode, where
companies dumped chemicals
between the years of 1942 to 1953.

Several investigations have been
conducted, and after a physicians’
panel studied the issue, it was
concluded ‘‘There has been no
demonstration of acute health effects
linked to exposure to hazardous
wastes at the Love Canal site.”’

However, due to the big media
hipe, the residents of that area
practically desserted their homes, and
the federal government has paid out
enormous sums of money.

Another item was the ‘‘mercury in
fish scare.”” It turned out,
Wattenberg says, that actual mercury
levels were no higher than those
found in ancient fish fossils or in 100-
year-old pickled fish in the
Smithsonian Institution. _

Other results of the ‘‘scare tactics’’
include the following: saccharin is not
dangerous in quantities consumed by
humans; nitrates are apparently not
carcinogenic, so the Food and Drug
Administration and the U.S.D.A.
have decided against a ban; Lake Erie
is not dead from eutrophication; and
the advent of super-sonic aircraft has
not led to sonic booms yielding
insanity nor to an increase in cancer.

Author Wattenberg is quick to
point out that not all of the ‘‘scare’’
tactics turn out to be false. He lists a
number of truly dangerous items,
including thalidomide, Kepone,
asbestos, lead, formaldehyde,
environmental arsenic, PBBs,
agricultural and industrial dusts,
benzene, banned food dyes, carbon
tetrachloride and PCBs.

And, he argues with charges that
our nation’s values are eroding. Our
people are not necessarily falling
away from religion. School drop-outs
are down from 25 per cent in 1970 to
14 per cent in 1982,

The family unit continues to be a
strong force in the lives of
Americans, despite more divorces,
more working women, more singles
and unmarried couples. A survey
revealed that 90 per cent of those
polled thought one’s family and
children were very important.

Another ‘““myth’’ which the writer
helps tear down is the charge that the
work ethic has declined in our
country. Actually, he says, the work
ethic is alive and well, as evidenced by
numerous workers who will take pay
cuts in order to keep their jobs and
keep their plant from closing.

Wattenberg discussed the problem
posed by a media which believes it
cannot attract an audience without a
daily massive dose of bad news.

People tend only to remember the
worst parts of news reports, and the
media does not make the big fuss over
problems when they are corrected, or
proven to have been stated in error.
In fact, they are apt to just ignore
such situations.

The result, according to the writer,
is apt to be that Americans are likely
to take what they hear and read in the
mass media with a grain of salt. And

this, too, could be a bad situation.

Council Turns Down

Memorial Park Bid

The Friona City Council voted
unanimously against having the city
assume ownership of the Friona
Memorial Park located west of town,
at its regular meeting April 16.

The proposition had been made by
representatives of Friona Memorial
Park at the council’s March meeting,
and was tabled by the council for
further study.

In other business, the council
canvassed the annual city election
results.

Two requests for variances of the
city’s mobile home ordinance were
approved. One was for Steve Jones at
1401 North Pierce, and another for
R.N. Gore at 1403 North
Washington.

Bids had been sought for the
purchase of two fuel storage tanks
with pumps. After opening the bids, a
motion was passed to award the
contract for the tanks and pumps to
Wilborn Manufacturing Company of
Amarillo, at a bid amount of
$6,671.42.

The tanks will be used to store

gasoline for use by the city’s vehicles.
At the present time, fuel for city
vehicles is purchased from key-pump
operators.

The council heard a presentation
from the engineering firm of
Parkhill, Smith and Cooper on the
status of the city’s sewer plant
addition. Designs on the new plant
are about 50 per cent completed,
according to the report.

City Manager Beelee Goodwin
gave a report on the status of the
city’s application for funds for a
Community Development Block
Grant, which is being sought to
provide paving for 10 to 15 blocks of
streets in southern Friona.

Application for the funds will be
made through the Panhandle
Regional Planning Commission.

Goodwin points out that the money

1s especially ear-marked to benefit

low to moderate income areas in the
way of paving, drainage, etc.

The proposed paving is for an area
on Ashland, Woodland and Prospect
streets south of Fifth Street.

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Four-Millionth Book
Hailed As Milestone

When the 4,000,000 copy of the
575 page, hardcover book,
““Alcoholics Anonymous,’”’ was
shipped to the newly-recovered
alcoholic in September 1983, little
notice was taken of the event, A.A.
World Services, Inc., publisher of the
book, was too busy filling orders
from the more than 36,000 A.A.
groups in the U.S. and Canada for
other literature: over 1,000,000 books
and 7,000,000 pamphlets in 1983.

Then, according to Bob P., general
manager of A.A. General Service
Office, it was recognized that this
milestone in distribution of the Big
Book, as it is affectionally known to
A.A. members, also had significance
as an indicator of the rate of growth
of the A.A. Fellowship. ‘‘As we are
anonymous,’’ he explained, ‘‘and
keep no records of individual
members, we make no attempt to
keep track of the size of our
organization.’’ ‘‘However,’’ he
pointed out, ‘‘since the Big Book is
purchased mainly for new members,
its sales indicate that membership is
growing sharply.”’

In contrast to most other books,
sales of ‘‘Alcoholics Anonymous’’
are constantly increasing rather than
declining--and at an ever-faster rate.
It took 34 years to sell the first million
copies; only five years to sell the
second million; three-plus years for

» the third million; and just two years

for the fourth million. The first
printing in 1939 was for 5,000 copies;
that number is now sold every two
days. This is especially remarkable in
view of the following facts:

*The book is obtainable only by
ordering from A.A. service offices. It
is generally not available in

bookstores. Services, Inc., Box 459, Grand R
*It has never been advertised or Central Station, New York, NY GRADUATION ORANY OCCASION AND WE'LL
promoted. 10163. -

*No author or editor is identified.
It is truly ‘‘anonymous.”’

*The basic text, contained in the
first eleven chapters, has remained

unchanged and is exactly as written
45 years ago; the second portion of
the book, consisting of personal
recovery stories, has been changed in
successive editions to reflect the mix
of people coming into A.A. over the
years.

*The 4,000,000 figure represents
only sales of English-language
editions in the U.S. and Canada.
Countless copies are published by
A.A. offices overseas in thirteen
other languages--including
Afrikaans, Dutch, Finnish, Flemish,
French, German, Icelandic, Italian,
Japanese, Norwegian, Portugese,
Spanish and Swedish.

Now ranked among one of the
nonfiction, hardcover best sellers of
all time, the Big Book did not have an
auspicious beginning. The A.A.
Fellowship numbered fewer than 100
members in 1938, when these
pioneers decided to write down their
experiences in recovery from
alcoholism and make them available
to a wider audience. The first printing
was done on less than a shoe string
and, for the next two years, the book
attracted little attention and few
sales. The financial picture was stark;
only loans from sympathetic friends

kept the publishing venture afloat. -

Then, in March 1941, following
publication of an article on A.A. by
Jack Alexander in The Saturday
Evening Post, sales finally took off.
A second printing was ordered the
same month--only the tip of the
iceberg as it turned out.

Originally priced at $3.50, the Big
Book still retails for only $5.65 ($4.65
for A.A. members), in the face of
skyrocketing book costs. Copies may
be obtained by writing A.A. World

Chieftains Qualify For
Four Regional Events

The Friona Chieftains qualified for
regional in four events, and missed
getting their relay teams in the meet
by an eyelash, at the District 2-AAA
meet Tuesday at Abernathy.

Sparking the performance was a
school record performance by
sophomore high jumper Daniel
Gowens, who cleared 6-4 to win his
event.

Other wins were turned in by John
Aguirre in the 400-meter dash, with a
50.4 performance, and Eloy
Caballero in the 300-meter
intermediate hurdles. And Charlie
Morgan caused some raised eyebrows
by placing second in the long jump
with a jump of 21-3.

These four will compete in the
regional meet in two weeks at Odessa.
Coach Steve Williams termed their
performances as ‘‘gutty.’”’ ‘‘I was
really proud of the entire team.
Everyone turned in their best
performances of the season, and this
is where it counts,’’ Williams said.

Williams was disappointed for pole
vaulter Thomas Merritt, who placed
third with a leap of 12 feet, missing
regional by one place. ‘‘Thomas has
had a great season, and deserved
better,’’ he said.

The 400-meter relay team (Charles
Walker, Charlie Morgan, John
Aguirre and Eloy Caballero) also
came within inches of a regional spot,
placing third at 43.6. Williams
pointed out that it had been about
five years since a sprint relay team
had run the race that fast at FHS.
Usually, that time will get the team to
the regional meet. This time,
Abernathy and Muleshoe’s teams
were each a step in front of the
Chieftains.

Perhaps the biggest disappoint-
ment for the team, however, was for
the mile relay, where a near-bump
threw the Chieftains offstride, and
knocked them out of the running.
Two teams cut in front of Ricky
Marquez as he got his baton, and he
had to virtually stop to avoid a
collision. Friona was running in lane

Coach Williams asked for a ruling
and possible disqualification, but
none was received.

‘“I hated 1t for those kids on the
relay team, who ran their hearts out
all year. That sort of ruined what had
otherwise been a good meet for us,”’
Williams said.

In addition to the events
mentioned, Caballero missed by only
eight inches qualifying in the discus
throw, an event he added at mid-
season, with a toss of 131-2. And
Morgan placed third in both the 100
and 200-meter races. He ran the 100
in 11.09, and the 200 in 22.8.

Morgan and Littlefield’s Ferrante
Lewis were the only athletes in the
district meet to bring home four
medals for their day’s work.

As a team, the Chieftains placed
second with 92 points. Muleshoe won
it with 149 points.

Coach Williams was lavish with his
praise of the performance by his
troops.

The three gold-medal winners
didn’t come by their first place
finishes in easy fashion.

Gowens had two misses up to the 5-
10 height in his event, and was the last
of three jumpers to clear six feet,
making it on his last try.

However, he settled down to finish
with a flourish. He was the only one
of the trio to clear the bar at 6-2, and
then went over at 6-4, his season’s
goal, just for good measure. He
barely missed 6-5 on three tries.

The jump gave Gowens sole
possession of the school record in the
event.

Aguirre came from a ten-yard
deficit at the final turn to beat
Abernathy’s Chester Cooper by four
yards. ‘‘He really ‘blew him out’ at
the finish,’”’ Williams said.

And Caballero, challenged by
Muleshoe’s Mark Moten (he had
beaten the Chieftain star at Tulia),
responded with a great hurdles race.
He ran the preliminaries in 39.0 flat,
and Williams called his race in the
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ongratulatiOHS!
