NOTICE OF PROPOSED INCREASE IN ENVIRONS GAS 
RATES AND SERVICE CHARGES

On March 8. 2000 Encrgas Company filed a statement of intent with the 
Railroad Commission of Texas to increase its gas rates in the 
unincorporated areas ("Environs') surrounding the sixty-seven West Texas 
Cities listed below. The proposed increase would affect all classes of 
environs tariff customers including Residential. Commercial, Public 
Authority. Small Industrial and Air Conditioning customers and would be 
identical in relative magnitude to those proposed by the Company for the 
sixty-seven West Texas cities in the Company's pending Appeal at the 
Railroad Commission. The proposed effective date for the increase is April 
27. 2000. The Railroad Commission may delay the proposed effective date 
for up to 150 days. However, the environs rates will not be changed until 
the rates inside the sixty-seven West Texas Cities are changed. There are 
approximately 22,275 Environs customers in the unincorporated areas 
surrounding the sixty-seven West Texas Cities from which the Company 
has appealed to the Railroad Commission. The proposed changes in 
environs rates are expected to increase the Company's annual revenues by 
approximately SI.O million or 8.5%. adjusted for normal weather. The 
change is a "major change" under state law only in the environs of Lubbock 
and Odessa.

Encrgas proposes to restructure its gas rates to moderate bill variability 
during the heating season, to increase its revenues from gas service by 
increasing the customer charges and lower pricing blocks, and to increase 
its charges for miscellaneous services such as reconnecting gas services 
following nonpayment. The Company also proposes changes to its Gas Cost 
Adjustment ("GCA") Clause to collect all of the gas cost and related taxes 
instead of just the difference between actual gas cost and a base cost of gas 
in the base rates.

A watershed is defined as 
an area of land th a t sheds 
w ater into a common water 
body, such as a river or lake.

"Developing a positive 
stewardship attitude is impor­
tan t as we work together to 
m aintain an adequate supply 
of clean water" said M cFar­
land C. Osborn, chairm an of 
the Parm er County Soil and 
W ater Conservation D istrict 
#140, local sponsor of th is

The abundance of good, 
clean w ater in our com­
munities is not guaranteed as 
some kind of right. Rather, it 
is a resource th a t m ust be 
earned and re-earned as time 
passes and conditions change. 
While overall per capita con­
sum ption of w ater has de­
creased in the last decade, 
w ater conservation efforts 
should never be abandoned.

Modern conservation ef­
forts are now focused on ways 
to keep our n a tu ra l w ater 
supply system clean, helping 
to keep down costs in water 
trea tm en t facilities. For 
example, farm ers are now 
installing grassed waterways 
and filter strips along the 
edges of th e ir  fields and 
stream s to prevent soil and 
nutrients from being washed 
into major streams.

Tree Problems Are 
Addressed By Agent

P a rm e r  an d  B a iley  
C ounties-Several calls have 
come to the Extension Office 
concerning insect and disease 
ridden trees. Pests, which 
include insects and disease, 
are more attracted  to weak, 
stressed trees and shrubs. If 
you find these pests affecting 
your tree, it is commonly a 
secondary problem.

Here are some factors that 
cause trees to become stressed 
and susceptible to secondary 
pests:

W atering-im proper water­
ing (or lack thereof) is an 
im portan t stress factor. To 
properly w ater your trees 
draw an imaginary line from 
the branch furthest from the 
tree to the ground. This is 
where the feeder roots are 
seek in g  w a te r. A pplying 
water directly under the tree 
is not reaching these feeder 
roots. D rip lines are  not 
recommended for large trees.

P la n t in g - f u r th e r  inves­
tigation  of these tree pro­
blem s also revealed  some 
p lan ting  specifications th a t 
are  not being met. When 
planting trees and shrubs be 
sure you or the individual 
doing the p lanting  removes 
the tree or shrub from its 
container, and also removes 
all root ball coverings, th is 
includes all wire and string.

T rim m in g -it is important 
to rem em ber how harm ful 
tree topping can be to your 
tree and take years off your 
tree's life span. Tree topping 
also exposes trees to harmful 
slim e flux b a c te r ia . To 
properly trim  your trees only 
trim  branches in the way, 
sprouts, lim bs rubbing  or 
growing the wrong way and 
dead lim bs, no topping is 
necessary. Taking proper care 
of your trees will help them 
rem ain healthy  and free of 
pests.

If you th ink  w atering is 
ju st too expensive, consider 
the cost of replacing your 
trees and the tim e it will

take them to grow to provide 
adequate  shade or w ind­
breaks.
