Santa Fe Has
Derailment

At approximately 2 p.m. Sunday afternoon, July 14, a
four-engine Santa Fe Railway train pulling an estimated 15
cars, loaded with 30-35 semi-tractor trailers, derailed just
east of Bovina, and a tremendous amount of wreckage

ensued.

The derailment happened when the axle on the fourth
engine from the front slipped and dropped off the track,
causing the rail to break and all the following cars piled up

alongside the tracks.

The train was traveling at an

estimated speed of 65 miles per hour, which was within the
legal limit for that portion of the tracks.

No injuries were reported from the three Santa Fe
Railway employees who were aboard the train.

According to Parmer County Sheriff Rex Williams, the
area downwind from the accident was evacuated because
of reports from the engineer of hazardous chemicals
aboard the train. Until the amounts and types of chemicals

could be determined,

traffic was blocked on U.S.

Highway 60 and re-routed to Highways 86 and 214.
Williams stated that there were small amounts of
insecticides and battery acid on board the train, and once
these chemicals were detected and it was determined that
there was no danger, the highway was reopened after

about an hour.

Diesel fuel was pouring out of one of the engines, and
the Friona Fire Department was called in because of their
larger capacity tanker truck. The Fire Department stayed
at the scene all night in case of fire.

Approximately 50 area people were hired by Messer
Enterprises of Hereford by Santa Fe, to sift through the
wreckage and salvage anything possible. Santa Fe Railway
also provided trucks and trailers for the clean-up as well as
United Parcel Service, who had 25 trailers on the train.

The engineer, conductor and brakeman aboard the train

were taken to a local medical facility and tested for drugs,
which is a mandatory procedure following a train

accident.

Until the track was cleared of debris and could be
reopened, all trains were re-routed through Lubbock. It
was estimated that for each hour the track through Parmer

County was i1noperable,
approximately $10,000.

Santa Fe was losing

Williams stated that clean-up of the area could take

approximately two weeks,

and the total cost of the

accident could approach $3 million.
Williams said he would like to thank the Highway
Department personnel for their assistance in directing

traffic, and to the local

fire department for their

assistance, and to all the local citizens and police officers
who helped with the clean-up and the directing of traffic.

Area Receives Great
General Rainfall

Friona area farmers are all
smiles this week, following one of
the best general rains to hit this
area in a number of years.

Friona recorded a total of 4.14
inches during a four-day period,
according to the records compiled
by Bill Ellis. The ‘‘monsoon
season’’ started with a nice shower
of .54 inches last Thursday night.

Friday night, another .61 inches
were received. Saturday was the
biggie, when 2.81 inches were
logged, and Sunday finished with
.15 inches.

Rain fell at a slow pace through-
out the day on Saturday, and on
into the night.

The Saturday reading of 2.81
inches was the largest 24-hour rain
total recorded in the official
Friona guage in a number of years.

The amount of moisture
received varied in places, although
everyone apparently received at
least two inches. One of the lower
totals heard was a two-inch
reading by W.M. Massie.

Jarrell Wright, who farms west
of town, reported seven inches.
Doyce Barnett said he received 4.5
inches, and several of his
neighbors had five inches.

The Lakeview area was said to
have received 4.5 inches, and the
Lazbuddie area reported from five
to eight inches.

O.L. McMurtrey at Hub Grain
said they measured 4.2 inches there
at the elevator, with totals
somewhat higher to the east.

‘“It came at just the right time.
The corn’s water use should be
right at its peak at the present time,
but it will drop off right away,’’ he
said.

Joe Allen, manager of Sherley-
Anderson’s Rhea elevator, said an
even seven inches were measured at
the elevator, and that reports
indicated eight inches over to the
west in New Mexico, and another
report gave nine inches from the
Schlenker place.

““It was just the kind of rain we
always dream of. Awhile back we
were talking, and someone said,
‘Remember when it used to cloud
up and rain for about three or four
days at a time--that’s what we need
it to do to get our land wet,’--and
that’s just what happened,’’ Allen
said.

Allen said that the excellent rain
had hiked the prospects for the
dryland maize in the Rhea area.
““It was hanging on fairly well, and
this will get it going. It also gives us
some good base moisture for a
wheat crop. It won’t take much
more moisture to enable us to get a
wheat crop started,’’ Allen added.
‘“The grass has greened up in this
area, and it looks like a completely
different country,’’ he went on.

Cotton Referendum
Underway In Co.

USDA'’s Agricultural Marketing
Service (AMS) will conduct a
cotton referendum July 17-26, in
cooperation with the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Service (ASCS). Cotton producers
and importers will vote on
amendments to the Cotton
Research Promotion Order.

The USDA Amendments call for
importer representation on the
Cotton Board; assessing imported
cotton and cotton products, as is
done with domestic cotton;
increasing from $200,000 to
$300,000 the amount the Cotton
Board can reimburse the Secretary
of Agriculture for expenses
incurred in conducting a referen-
dum; reimbursing government
agencies which assist in collecting
fees on imported cotton and cotton
products; and, terminating the
right of producers to demand a
refund of assessments.

Voters may hand-deliver ballots
to our polling places, said ASCS
official Martin L. Chandler, ‘‘or
mail them, postmarked by
midnight July 26.’" Eligible
producers not receiving ballots
should contact their local ASCS
office.

Eligible importers who have not
received ballots may obtain them
from USDA, ASCS, Attention:
Cotton, Grain and Rice Division,
P.O. Box 2415, Washington,
D.C., 20013. Importers should
include a copy of Customs Form
7501, an entry summary of cotton
containing products, with their
requests for ballots.

Farmers in the Rhea area
reported rainfall as follows: Jack
Patterson, 5.2 inches. ‘‘And, it all
soaked in, except for where the
rows may have run out in a low
place.

Officials of Thunder Junction,
Inc., Clarendon, are beginning
survey work this week on land east
of the Greenbelt Lake dam as a
possible site for the group’s
proposed western heritage park.

The recently formed board of
directors for Thunder Junction
discussed goals and plans for
developing the park in a meeting
July 11 in Clarendon. Members
also viewed an artistic rendering
prepared by the architectural and
planning firm of Vaughan &
Associates.

Thunder Junction, formed as a
closely held, for-profit
corporation, will dedicate a
portion of its proceeds from park
operations to the not-for-profit
organization, Yesterday’s
Children, to benefit the

Panhandle’s senior citizens.
Officers of Thunder Junction
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are Bright
Clarendon, president; Jerry
Courtney of Clarendon, secretary;
and Arthur E. Vaughan of
Amarillo, treasurer.

Other members of the board of
directors, which held its first
meeting June 12, 1991, include
Trey Chamberlain, Elmo
Fortenberry and Delbert
Robertson of Clarendon; Stan
McClendon of Wellington; and
Pat Kaiser, Mike McQueen, Dr.
John Roberts and Roy McCoy, all
of Amarillo.

‘““The people in Donley County
are really excited about this
project!’’ said Bright Newhouse.

‘“Almost every person I have
talked to and all the clubs have |
expressed enthusiasm and asked °

what they could do to help. Now
that our organization is in place,
we look forward to some things
beginning to happen rather
quickly.”’

Plans call for Thunder Junction
to provide family-oriented enter-
tainment--recreating the arts,
crafts and colorful history of the
cowboys, cowgirls, Indians and
pioneer settlers of the Texas
Panhandle.

SPS Region
Is Tops

In Cattle
Feeding

For the second year in a row,
feedlots within the area served by
Southwestern  Public  Service
Company during 1990 fed a record
number of cattle, according to
SPS’s annual Fed Cattle Survey.

Feedlots in the SPS service area
fed 5,570,203 head of cattle, a
1.9% increase over the 1989 total
of 5,468,350.

The survey also showed that the
one-time total capacity of area
feedlots in 1990 was 2,887,275, up
from the one-time total capacity in
1988 of 2,758,662 head.

‘““The growth indicated in the
survey is good news for this
region,’’ said Dave Krupnick, SPS
manager of agricultural and
wholesale marketing. ‘‘It shows
that cattle feeding is still solid and
a vital part of the area.”’

SPS annually prepares a Fed
Cattle Survey covering feedlots in
its service area, which covers
52,000 square miles. The region
includes the Texas and Oklahoma
panhandles, the Texas South
Plains, eastern and southeastern
New Mexico and southwestern
Kansas.

While most numbers in the
survey were up, the number of
cattle slaughtered last year in the
area decreased slightly. The 13
beef-packing plants in the SPS
service area slaughtered 4,661,163
cattle, down from 4,694,852 in
1989. At the same time, however,
capacity at the plants increased in
1990 to 5,095,520.

““There are several packing
plants located just outside our
service area,”” Krupnick said.
““That accounts for the difference
between the number of cattle
slaughtered and the number fed.”’

Krupnick said information from
the Fed Cattle Survey is used
across the country by ag-related
industries. ‘‘It helps highlight this
area’s agriculture and food-pro-
cessing industries,”’ Krupnick said.
‘““We have a good agriculture story
to tell and this is just one chapter
of it.”’

The Fed Cattle Survey is also
showing growth in the total
number of feedlots in the area,
from 117 in 1989 to 120 in 1990.

The report also includes a chart
on the ten-year history of fed cattle
and the one-time capacity of
surveyed feed lots, as well as
information on the number of
feedlots with 5,000 head capacity
or more, and a county breakdown
of lot capacity and numbers fed.
