STATE REPRESENTATIVE 
David Swinford of Dumas caused 
quite a stir in Austin last week by 
introducing a bill to create a sepa­
rate state out of the top 26 counties 
in the Texas Panhandle.

Swinford's proposal has received 
some interesting comments, and 
readers of this column may recall 
that Ye Editor has made the same 
proposal in times past.

The interesting point is that the 
state of Texas has the right to di­
vide into as many as five different 
states if it chose to do so. It was 
with that privilege that it entered 
the union in 1845 as a formerly free 
republic.

So, Swinford doesn't have to be 
just "whistling Dixie"--his proposal 
could be just as serious as any other 
that was offered by the lawmakers.

Due to the bountiful oil and gas 
production in the Panhandle of 
Texas, along with the excellent 
crop production and cattle feeding 
and slaughter industry, the proposed 
51st state could be the richest state 
per capita, of them all.

Swinford joked that due to the re­
gion's bounty, if it were a separate 
state, it could possibly offer free tu­
ition at its colleges.
The square-shaped area envisioned 

by the Dumas lawmaker has a pop­
ulation of just under 400,000.

This could have one immediate 
benefit: it would give a definite 
boundary for our region's congres­
sional district. As a separate state, 
"Old Texas," as Swinford calls his 
brainchild, would be guaranteed at 
least one congressman, and this is 
more than you can say for the pre­
sent s i t u a t i o n . ------------

Another "bonus" would be the fact 
that our region would then have its 
own pair of U.S. senators (the way 
things go in politics, some might 
look at this benefit as a mixed 
blessing).

An area such as that envisioned by 
Swinford could have Amarillo as 
the state capital. Can you imagine, 
the state athletic meets could be 
held in Amarillo-that would be 
about the same as "area" or 
"regional" in our current scheme of 
things.

From an education standpoint, it 
would have to be more beneficial, 
especially with all of the new re­
quirements being placed on our lo­
cal schools.

A state education agency located 
in Amarillo definitely would be 
more favorable to Parmer County 
schools than the one in Austin. At 
least Amarillo folks know where 
we are, what we're about, and where 
we're coming from.

The trouble with such a proposal 
is that it's probably next to impos­
sible to pass.

As Rep. Swinford says, this area 
is sick and tired of sending its tax 
dollars to Austin, and getting pre­
cious few of them back.

However, the rest of the state 
relishes getting to collect the tax 
money from the Panhandle to go 
into the state's big pot, and then 
tell us that "we’re too sparsely pop­
ulated" to qualify for whatever bene­
fit we might ask for.

If it has to be passed by the state 
lawmakers, then Swinford's, or any 
other such move to take advantage 
of the "divide and conquer rights 
that we have, is probably dead in its 
tracks, due to the fact that we only 
have one or two state senators from 
this area and a handful of representa­
tives.

It might not ever make the floor 
in either the Senate or the House of 
Representatives, but we salute 
David Swinford for having the guts 
to bring up the proposal. Frankly, 
we think it should be introduced at 
every legislative session and maybe 
someday it will come about. 

Footnote to the above: Bill Bandy 
of Panhandle, who was born in 
Friona and attended grade school 
here, is the legislative assistant to 
Rep. David Swinford of Dumas.

Bandy did the research for Swin­
ford's bill. He called us Thursday 
morning to say that Swinford has 
been interviewed by news media all 
the way from Montreal to Houston, 
and his bill was mentioned by Paul 
Harvey and in the Wall Street Jour­
nal.

Friona Man Owes 
His L ife To Rural 
Hospital Facility
(Editor's note: The follow­

ing article was written by 
Laura Gutschke, editor of 
H ealth Today M agazine. 
The article is scheduled to 
appear in a future edition of 
the magazine. The Friona 
Star appreciates the use of 
the article.)

On the morning of May 1, E.M. 
(Ed) Bailey, 64, suffered a ruptured 
abdominal aortic aneurysm. If he 
had been a resident of Motley, Ster­
ling or 56 other Texas counties 
without a hospital, he most likely 
would have died before receiving 
medical treatment

Fortunately for Bailey, he lives in 
Friona, a community of about 
3,800 people in the Texas Panhan­
dle served by the 34-bed Parmer 
County Community Hospital. His 
medical emergency illustrates more 
clearly than any statistics, the im­
portance of a viable rural health care 
network in Texas.

"I know I was that close to being 
dead," Bailey said, as he held his 
thumb and index finger about a half 
inch apart.

If Friona did not have a hospital, 
Bailey would have been forced to 
seek medical attention in the hospi­
tal at Hereford, which is 22 miles 
from Friona.

"His odds of surviving would have 
been greatly diminished if he would 
have had to go that long without 
initial medical treatment," said 
Robert Alexander, M.D., a family 
practitioner on the medical staff at 
Parmer County Community Hospi­
tal.

When Bailey woke on the morn­
ing of May 1, he felt a sharp pain 
behind his left kidney, but he went 
to work at his printing shop any­

way because he had a job to com­
plete. He returned home later that 
morning, because the pain had in­
creased, and he eventually had his 
wife drive him to the hospital, 
where he collapsed in the lobby.

Bailey was rushed to the Emer­
gency Room, where Dr. Alexander 
and the hospital's two other family 
practitioners—Natasha Shah, M.D., 
and Tracey Toten, M.D.—began 
treatment

A patient with a ruptured abdomi­
nal aortic aneurysm can bleed to 
death unless he receives prompt, 
aggressive medical care. The mor­
tality rate for the condition is 80 
per cent

"In cases like this, you're fighting 
a steep uphill battle because of loss 
of fluids and a state of shock," said 
George Beck, M.D., an anesthesi­
ologist on Lubbock's Methodist

6. Must complete layout course 
with one person in bed at all times.

7. Must be propelled by people 
power, no motor or animal power 
allowed.

8. Prizes will be awarded to first, 
second place and best decorated bed.

9. Race will take place Saturday, 
September 14, 1991. Beds will be 
parade entries and the race will be 
held on Main Street immediately 
following the parade.

10. All judges' decisions are final.
11. Each team shall sign a hold 

harmless agreement

Coach Optimistic 
About Grid Team

Having completed their pre-season 
workouts and ready for their first 
scrimmage session, the coaches of 
the Friona Chieftains had been very 
pleased with what they saw in 
workouts.

"We feel real good about our 
team's prospects. After our 2-8 
season last year I guess you'd say 
it's cautious optimism. But we're 
expecting to be a good team this 
year, and it’ll be a big letdown if 
we're not," said second-year head 
coach Steve Williams.

Williams had good reason to feel 
better about his prospects for the 
1991 team. "We have good skill 
returning in our backfield, our re­
ceivers and our line," Williams 
said.

With seniors Curtis Brady and Is­
mael Rocha back, the Chieftains 
should pack about as good a 1-2 
punch as any team in the area. 
Brady and Rocha both have good 
speed, and it's the third year for each 
of them to see varsity action.

Friona's offensive line, which has 
some experience, will average 205 
pounds per man from one tight end 
to the other.

One nice surprise during the pre­
season workouts had been good 
competition for the quarterback 
position.

"They’re having quite a battle, and

Hospital's medical staff.
In Bailey's case, the physicians at 

Parmer County Community Hospi­
tal made an initial diagnosis, began 
replacing fluids, performed other 
procedures to stabilize the patient 
and contacted Kent Harman, M.D., 
a cardiac, thoracic and peripheral 
vascular surgeon on the medical 
staff at Methodist Hospital in Lub­
bock, for emergency surgery. 
Transportation of Bailey to 
Methodist Hospital was arranged 
through AeroCare Air Ambulance 
Service, based at Lubbock Interna­
tional Airport

AeroCare arrived at the Friona fa­
cility 30 minutes after Dr. Alexan­
der’s initial contact with Dr. Har­
man. While the patient was trans­
ported to Methodist Hospital via 
AeroCare's helicopter. Dr. Harman 
arranged for a surgery suite and as­
sembled an emergency surgical 
team that included himself. Dr. 
Beck, Don Berry, M.D., cardiac, 
thoracic and peripheral vascular sur­
geon, and several nurses and operat­
ing room techs. Upon his arrival 
to Methodist Hospital's Emergency 
Room, Bailey was transported di­
rectly to surgery.

Bailey's blood pressure was a crit­
ical 70/30, which could cause dam­
age to his heart, lungs or kidneys. 
The surgery team began resuscita­
tion and resectioning of the ruptured 
abdominal aortic aneurysm. The 
critical concern in such cases is 
quickly recovering control of the 
ruptured segment before the hemor­
rhaging results in death. The sec­
ond concern is preventing fatal 
complications.

During the more than five hours 
of surgery, Dr. Beck administered 
five units of blood to the patient. 
A Dacron grapt-which is an aortic 
graft prosthesis that has been used 
in vascular surgery for years-was 
placed in the ruptured area and at­
tached to the aorta's intact areas.

"Mr. Bailey got through all of 
that without a heart attack, stroke, 
kidney failure or other major com­
plications," Dr. Berry said.

Following surgery, Bailey was in 
the Surgical Intensive Care Unit for 
six days. Physicians specializing 
in endocrinology, cardiology and 
pulmonary functions consulted on 
Bailey's postoperative treatment to 
minimize complications and ensure 
a return to normal health.

During Bailey’s postoperative 
care, Dr. Alexander in Friona, was 
kept abreast by Dr. Berry of the pa­
tient's treatment and prognosis. 
Such communication between 
physicians at small community 
hospitals and tertiary facilities in 
larger cities concerning referred pa­
tients is an important component of 
a rural health care network.

"I consulted with Dr. Berry so 
that I could continue Mr. Bailey's 
primary care once he returned 
home," Dr. Alexander said.

Bailey was discharged from 
Methodist Hospital on May 13. 
Today, he continues working in his 
print shop and spending time with 
his six children, 18 grandchildren 
and one great-grandchild.

"I haven't developed any complica­
tions, and except for tiring some­
times, I'm feeling fine," Bailey

I found Alfonso Valadez from his 
sign.

six years to hoe cotton.
"Watermelons are a little on the 

side for cash." Alfonso explained to 
me. "We brought 'em from South 
Texas, from Rio Grande City. 
Friends grow 'em down there."

The fruit stand where I visited 
with Alfonso stood in a corn patch 
a little in front o f a modest grey 
stucco house behind which was a 
corrugated sheet iron implement 
shed and three elm trees. The 
"stand" itself consisted of little 
more than a wooden sun shade with 
open sides on four spindly legs. 
Beneath it were three tables groan­
ing under their heaps of melons.

Each summer, Alfonso leaves 
home in the Rio Grande Valley to 
travel to the Texas High Plains to 
hoe cotton. It is part of his yearly 
routine. Usually he comes with 
relatives.

"I come to work with my brother- 
in-law and his family," he said. 
"We're hoeing cotton, cleaning the 
cotton fields." Unless they are 
hoed, the Fields can become clogged 
with weeds, strangling the growing 
cotton plants. No machine can re­
move the weeds so well as a trained 
worker with a hoe.

Alfonso spends his summers away 
from home hoeing cotton and ped­
dling melons. "We migrate up 
here," he said, adding, "We'll go 
back down there August 30th, I 
think."

When he returns to Rio Grande

City, Alfonso will spend the au­
tumn packing local produce in 
wooden crates for shipment around 
the United States. "I work in a 
packing shed...lettuce and tomatoes. 
I work about three months in 
September, October, November and 
December," he explained.

When I asked what he did with his 
time the rest of the year, he replied, 
"I go fishing. That’s all."

Each year, Alfonso looks forward 
to leaving home for his three 
months on the High Plains. "I like 
the weather. South Texas is much 
hotter than West Texas," he re­
ported. Alfonso also likes the peo­
ple in Terry County: "They’re nice 
people up here. They treat you 
well. They're not prejudiced."

As he sat on the base of an old 
school desk beside his tables laden 
with melons, kicking the reddish 
brown dirt with his right foot, I 
asked Alfonso what he does for fun 
when he is so far away from home. 
His only reply was, "Sometimes 
we go to Lubbock...to the movies. 
That’s all."

I gave Alfonso a five-dollar bill 
for one of his largest melons and 
headed south on U.S. 385. As I 
drove, I thought to myself about 
his yearly routine of hoeing cotton 
and packing produce half the year 
and then fishing and lounging 
around the rest of the time.

I think Alfonso may have the 
right idea.

Southwestern Public Service 
Company has filed with the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas to 
credit $11.3 million to its Texas re­
tail customers for savings in fuel 
costs.

The proposed credit includes $10.7 
million in actual fuel savings and 
$600,000 in interest, based on an 
annual rate of 11.7 per cent.

A Texas residential customer us­
ing 1,000 kilowatt hours of elec­
tricity a month would receive a one­
time credit of $11.15.

SPS expects to receive swift ap­
proval on the filing, said SPS 
Group Manager of Rates and Regu­
lation, Gerald Dillcr.

"We hope to be able to apply the 
credit to our customers' October 
bills," he said. The credit would 
cover fuel expenses from April, 
1990 through June, 1991.

Retail customers include residen­
tial, commercial and industrial 
users.

The primary factor which made 
the savings available to the cus­
tomers, according to Diller, was 
lower natural gas prices.

"Gas purchases for power plants 
made at spot prices have been ex­
tremely favorable during the past 
few months," Diller said. "Even 
our contract gas prices have been 
reduced.”

Certain low-sulfur coal prices also 
have been somewhat lower, due to 
negotiations with suppliers.

Five SPS power plants are fueled 
by natural gas, two are fueled by

clean, western coal. However, half 
the company's capacity is provided 
by the two coal plants.

SPS President and Chief Operat­
ing Officer, Coyt Webb, said the 
company expends significant effort 
to remain a low-cost producer. 
"The cost of fuel makes up about 
half of an electric bill, and our abil­
ity to control this cost is very im­
portant to our customers," Webb 
said.

Because other states served by 
SPS have forms of automatic fuel- 
cost adjustments, savings as they 
occurred already have been passed 
through to SPS customers in New 
Mexico, Oklahoma and Kansas.

DPS Gives 
July Report

Capt. Rusty Davis, District Su­
pervisor of the Amarillo Highway 
Patrol District, comprising 31 
counties, said, "For the month of 
July, our troopers investigated three 
fatal accidents, 73 personal injury 
accidents and 83 property damage 
accidents. There were four persons 
killed and 108 persons injured in 
these accidents."

Sgt. Marshall Henderson of Here­
ford stated, "In Parmer County, our 
troopers investigated no fatal acci­
dents, no personal injury accidents, 
but five property damage accidents 
in the month of July. No one was 
killed and no one was injured in 
these accidents."

Risks Are A Part Of 
Invest ing

Risk is an unsettling aspect of in­
vesting, but trying to avoid it com­
pletely can be just as dangerous, 
forcing investors to accept lower re­
turns on their money.

There is no way for investors to 
totally avoid risk, but a carefully 
planned program of diversification, 
or asset allocation, can reduce the 
chances of a crippling financial 
loss.

One method of asset allocation is 
to balance your portfolio among a 
variety of dissimilar investments. 
For example, divide assets between 
cash and common stocks. Al­
though the stocks may decline in 
value, the compounding effect of 
the cash earning interest can give 
stability to the portfolio. Separat­
ing investments among stocks, 
bonds, real estate, international se­
curities, precious metals and more 
can add additional diversification and 
further reduce risk.

After achieving adequate diversifi­
cation, the risk that remains can be 
divided into four categories:

Opportunty risk is always 
present. Simply by virtue of 
putting assets into one investment, 
you sacrifice the opportunity to par­
ticipate in another investment. 
Holding your cash means you sacri­
fice the opportunity to own stocks 
or bonds, which traditionally have 
proved more rewarding.

Emotional risk is another con­

sideration. When investing, your 
return should depend on whether 
you want to eat well or sleep well. 
Investing in highly speculative 
products that fluctuate wildly could 
mean a high degree of emotional 
risk. You can reduce emotional 
risk by sticking with quality, con­
servative investments.

Security risk is related to the 
quality of the securities in which 
you invest. Bonds become more 
risky as the credit worthiness of the 
issuer decreases. Stocks, on the 
other hand, can be volatile regard­
less of quality. Stocks paying con­
sistent dividends, however, gener­
ally offer less security risk because 
the income protects the total return 
though the market value may de­
cline.

Finally, there is market risk. 
The market risk of owning bonds is 
generally more predictable than that 
of owning stocks. Bond risk is a 
function of quality, maturity and in­
terest rates, but stocks are always at 
the risk of an unfriendly stock mar­
ket. The price/eamings ratio and 
dividend yield of The Standard & 
Poor's and Dow Jones Industrials is 
a valid indication of an overpriced 
market ripe for decline or one that 
is undervalued and ready for ad­
vance.

STRABISMUS
Strabismus, or crossed eyes, is a 

disorder in which the eyes do not point in the 
same direction. The condition usually will 
not be outgrown, so if crossed eyes are sus­
pected, the child should have an eye exami­

nation promptly and treatm ent should start as soon as possible. At 
best, the condition can be corrected before the youngster is six 
years old.

The problem is more than cosmetic. If crossed eyes are not 
corrected, the child — in an attempt to avoid seeing a double image 
— will suppress vision in the weaker eye; in time the eye is 
essentially unused.

If treatment starts early, the correction is usally perma­
nent. One method of treatment is vision training, teaching the 
youngster to coordinate eye muscles. Glasses may be used to 
increase the chances of success. In most cases, all other methods 
will be attempted before surgery is suggested.
