AESCULAPIAS TELLS OF HIS
RECENT TRAVELS

After many years 1 find myself in
Austin. We left Meadow the morn-
ing of Aug 6th and pointed our fliv-
ver in the direction of Lamesa. It
had rained the night before and it
was muddy and slick. At times there
was very little evidence of rain hav-
ing fallen, at others we passed thru
large pools of water, and this con-
dition of affairs lasted to within a
few miles of Big Spring, Texas. So
far the crops had looked fairly well,
but after passing Big Spring toward
Sterling City it got mighty dry. Most
of the country between Big Spring
and Sterling City is given over to
stock raising, or at least that was the
condition as seen from the highway.
After leaving Sterling, the clouds be-

;Austin. The highway from Fred-
'ricksburg to Austin is really a scenic
iroad. It is graded and in the most
places graveled. It winds and twists
;among the hills, bordering the num-
!crous small streams found here. Not
| hali a mile of straight road the en-
| tire distance. \When the eight or ten
miles near Austin are finished, itis
worth the trip to driver over them.

The writer was in Austin in the
fall of 1873. He was then a lad of 14.
It is singular that 1 never visited it
lagain in all these years, although I
have often planned to do so.

The city at that time was very
small; in fact it seems that along
Congress avenue was about all there
was to the business section. The old
capitol was standing at that time
somewhat further down the hill. On
either side of the south intrance was
mounted a brass cannon, placed by
his Excellency, Edmond J. Davis, to
awe the opposition that was rapidly
gathering to displace him. The only
public buildings that I can recall were
the old capital building, the land of-
fice, the insane asylum, and the deaf
and dumb institute on the south side
of the river. There was one railroad
but I don’t think it went beyond the
city. We crossed the river at the
foot of Congress avenue on a pon-
toon bridge and ii not mistaken, paid
toll. By the way, I met an old gen-
tleman while there by the name of
Roberson, who told me he put the
there. The only building still
standing that 1 could identify is the
old land office which looks much
ilike it did at that time.
