He professed faith in Christ in
IR97 and united with the Missionary
Baptist Church some years later. He
nad an unfaltering faith in God. He
stated sometime before his death,
that he had been in conflicts with
Indians, and in battles during the
Civil War where the arrows and bul-
lets filled the air almost as thick as
hail; and that many all about him
fell in death, but he had been kept
by the power of God.
