Helton Is Named
Night Watchman

Friona's city commissioners 
took action Monday night that 
they hoped would end their long 
and worrisome attempt to hire 
a night watchman for the city.

They approved the application 
of Herman Helton of Hereford, 
and hired him for the job at $275 
per month. Helton is to start 
work August 15.
Helton, a former member of the 

Hereford Police Department, told 
the city dads that he and his wife 
have located an apartment in Fri­
ona, and that they will move to 
the city.

The new watchman will work 
from 9 p. m. until 6 p. m., and 
will furnish his own car, being 
paid 7 cents per mile for its use. 
Equipment previously ordered by 
the city, including a radio, will be 
installed for his use.

Helton, who is 56, weighs 250 
pounds.

Two clocks and a dozen keys are 
on order by the city which will 
be “ punched”  by the new city em­
ployee as a means of certifying 
records which will make Friona 
eligible for a five percent credit 
on the key rate used to deter­
mine fire insurance premiums.

This credit will result in an 
over-all saving of premiums to 
community fire insurance policy 
holders of approximately five 
percent. The savings will fluct­
uate depending on the type struc­
ture and its location, but will 
average out about five percent 
across town.
The key rate at the present time 

is 51 cents.

Other ‘ news important to the 
city was the decision by the com­
mission to expand planning and 
engineering of the proposed widen­
ing and installation of curb and 
gutter on Fifth Street, commonly 
referred to as West Loop Drive.

Up until Monday night, the city 
had been including only that por­
tion of the Drive in the Staley Addi­
tion to the west city limits, but the 
commissioners agreed that it 
should be extended eastward to 
a point where curb and gutter 
already is installed at Euclid 
Avenue.

Proposed Constitutional Amendments
To be voted on at an election to be held on 

NOVEMBER 6, 1956
HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 23 

proposing an amendment to Section 9 of 
Article VIII of the Constitution of Texas 
so as to provide that the Commissioners 
Court in each county may levy whatever 
sums may be necessary for general fund 
purposes, permanent improvement fund 
purposes, road and bridge purposes and 
jury purposes so long as the total of these 
tax rates does not exceed Eighty Cents 
(80c) on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) 
valuation in any one (1) year, and pro­
viding further that the Commissioners 
Court shall not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligations; providing for 
the necessary election and form of bal­
lot ; and providing for the necessary proc­
lamations and publications.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA­

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
Section I. That Section 9, Article VIII 

of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended so as to hereafter read as fol­
lows:

“ Section 9. The State tax on property, 
exclusive of the tax necessary to pay the 
public debt, and of the taxes provided for 
the benefit of the public free schools, shall 
never exceed Thirty-five Cents (35c) on 
the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valua­
tion , and no county, city or town shall 
levy a tax rate in excess of Eighty Cents 
(80c) on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) 
valuation in any one (1) year for general 
fund, permanent improvement fund, road 
and bridge fund and jury fund purposes, 
provided further that at the time the 
Commissioners Court meets to levy the an­
nual tax rate for each county it shall levy 
whatever tax rate may be needed for the 
four (4) constitutional purposes: namely, 
general fund, permanent improvement 
fund, road and bridge fund and jury fund 
so long as the Court does not impair any 
outstanding bonds or other obligations and 
so long as the total of the foregoing tax 
levies does not exceed Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valua­
tion in any one (1) year. Once the Court 
has levied the annual, tax rate, the same 
shall remain in force and effect during 
that taxable year; and the Legislature 
may also authorize an additional annual 
ad valorem tax to be levied and collected

for the further maintenance of the public 
roads; provided, that a majority of the 
qualified property tax paying voters of the 
county voting at an election to be held 
for that purpose shall vote such tax, not 
to exceed Fifteen Cents (15c) on the One 
Hundred Dollars ($100) valuation of the 
property subject to taxation in such 
county. And the Legislature may pass 
local laws for the maintenance of the pub­
lic roads and highways, without the local 
notice required for special p r local laws. 
This Section shall not be construed as a 
limitation of powers delegated to counties, 
cities or towns by any other Section or 
Sections of this Constitution.”

The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors of this State at 
an election to be held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in November, 1956, 
at which election all ballots shall have 
printed thereon the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional Amendment 
authorizing the Commissioners Court in 
each county to levy whatever sums may 
be necessary for general fund, permanent 
improvement fund, road and bridge fund 
and jury fund purposes so long as the 
total of these funds does not exceed a 
maximum tax rate of Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valu­
ation in any one (1) year and so long as 
the Court does not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligations,

“ AGAINST _ the Constitutional Amend­
ment authorizing the Commissioners Court 
in each county to levy whatever sums may 
be necessary for general fund, permanent 
improvement fund, road and bridge fund 
and jury fund purposes so long as the 
total of these funds does not exceed a 
maximum tax rate of Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valu­
ation in any one (1) year and so long as 
the Court does not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligation».”

Sec. 3. The Governor o f Texas shall 
issue the necessary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment shall be pub­
lished in the manner and for the length 
of time as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 5 
proposing an amendment to the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, amending Sec­
tion 48a, Article III of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, so as to authorize 
needed changes in and revision of the 
Teacher Retirement System of Texas ; pro­
viding that this section shall not amend, 
alter, or repeal Section 63 of Article 16 of 
the Constitution of Texas as adopted No­
vember, 1954, or any enabling legislation 
passed pursuant thereto ; providing for the 
necessary election, form of ballot, procla­
mation, and publication.

“ Section 48a. In addition to the powers 
given the Legislature under Section 48, 
Article III, it shall have the right to levy 
taxes to establish a fund to provide re­
tirement, disability and death benefits for 
persons employed in the public schools, 
colleges and universities supported wholly 
or partly by the State ; provided that the 
amount contributed by the State to such 
fund each year shall be equal to the aggre­
gate amount required by law to be paid 
into the fund by such employees, and shall 
not exceed at any time six per centum 
(6%) of the compensation paid each such 
person by the State and/or school districts, 
and shall in no one (I) year exceed the 
sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for any such person; and pro­
vided that no person shall be eligible for 
retirement who has not rendered ten years 
of creditable service in such employment, 
and in no case shall any person retire 
before either attaining the age fifty- 
five (55) or completing thirty (30), years 
of creditable service, but shall be entitled 
to refund of moneys paid into the fund.

“ The Legislature may authorize all 
moneys coming into such fund to be in­
vested in bonds or other evidences of in­
debtedness of the United States, or of this 
State, or any county, city, school district, 
or other municipal corporation or district 
of this State ; or in such other securities 
as are now or hereafter may be permitted 
by law as investments for the Permanent 
University Fund or for the Permanent 
School Fund of this State; provided a 
sufficient sum shall be kept on hand to 
meet payments as they become due each 
year under such retirement plan, as may 
be provided by law ; and provided that the 
recipients of such retirement fund shall 
not be eligible for any other State pension 
retirement funds or direct aid from the 
State o f Texas, unless such other State 
pension or retirement fund, contributed by 
the State, is released to the State of Texas

as a condition to receiving such other pen­
sion aid ; providing, however, that this sec­
tion shall not amend, alter, or repeal Sec­
tion 63 of Article 16 of the Constitution of 
Texas as adopted November, 1954, or any 
enabling legislation passed pursuant there­
to.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors of this State at an 
election to be held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in November, 1956, 
at which election each ballot shall have 
printed thereon the following words :

“ FOR the constitutional amendment em­
powering the Legislature to revise the 
existing Teacher Retirement System and to 
broaden the benefits to employees of public 
schools, colleges, and universities supported 
wholly or partly by the State, authorizing 
that the State’s contributions for such pur­
poses shall equal contributions by such em­
ployees and providing that they do not ex­
ceed six per centum (6%) of the compen­
sation paid each such employee by the 
State or school district or the sum of Five 
Hundred Four Dollars ($504.00) for each 
year for any such employee, regulating the 
eligibility of such employees for retirement 
benefits and prescribing the manner of in­
vesting money accruing to the retirement 
fund.”

“ AGAINST the constitutional amend­
ment empowering the Legislature to re­
vise the existing Teacher Retirement Sys­
tem and to broaden the benefits to em­
ployees of public schools, colleges, and uni­
versities supported wholly or partly by the 
State, authorizing that the State’s contri­
butions for such purposes shall equal con­
tributions by such employees and providing 
that they do not exceed six per centum 
(6%) of the compensation paid each such 
employee by the State or school district 
or the sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for each year for any such em­
ployee, regulating the eligibility of such 
employees for retirement benefits and pre­
scribing the manner of investing money 
accruing to the retirement fund.”

Each voter shall mark out one of said 
clauses on the ballot leaving the one ex­
pressing his vote on the proposed amend­
ment. If it appears from the returns of 
said election that a majority of the votes 
cast were in favor of said amendment, the 
same shall become a part of the State Con­
stitution and be effective from the date 
of determination of such result and the 
Governor’s proclamation thereof.

The Governor o f the State of 
Texas is hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation for said special elec­
tion and shall have the same published as 
required by the Constitution and laws o f 
this State.

There is hereby created a 
Board to be known as the Veterans’ Land

ernor shall biennially appoint one such 
member to serve for a term of four years, 
with the initial appointments to the Board 
under this section to be for terms of two 
and four years, respectively, and all subse­
quent appointments to be according to pro­
visions of this section.

Such 
bonds shall be executed by said Board as 
an obligation of the State of Texas, in 
such form, denominations, and upon the 
terms as are now provided by law or as 
may hereafter be provided by law ; pro­
vided, however, that said bonds shall bear 
a rate of interest not to exceed three per 
cent (3%) per annum, and that the same 
shall be sold for not less than par value 
and accrued interest.

"In the sale o f any such bonds, a prefer­
ential right of purchase shall be given to 
the administrators of the various Teacher 
Retirement Funds, the Permanent Univer­
sity Funds, and the Permanent School 
Funds ; such bonds to be issued as needed, 
in the opinion of the Veterans’ Land 
Board.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fijnd shall be used 
by the Board for the sole purpose of pur­

(a) owned by the United States, or any 
governmental agency thereof ; (b) owned 
by the Texas Prison System, or any other 
governmental agency of the State of Texqs:

"All lands thus purchased shall be ac* 
quired at the lowest price obtainable, to 
be paid for in cash, and shall be a part of 
the Veterans’ Land Fund.

"The lands of the Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be sold by the State to Texas vet­
erans of the present war or wars, com­
monly known as World War II, and to 
Texas veterans of service in the armed 
forces of the United States of America 
subsequent to 3945, as may be included 
within this program by legislative Act, in 
such quantities, and on such terms, and 
at such prices and rates of interest, and 
under such rules and regulations as are 
now provided by law, dr as may here­
after be provided by law.

“ All monies received and which have 
been received under the Constitutional 
Amendment as adopted by the people of 
Texas at the election held on November 13, 
1951, and which have not been used for 
repurchase of land as provided herein by 
the Veterans’ Land Board from the sale of 
lands and for interest on deferred pay­
ments, shall be credited to the Veterans’ 
Land Fund for use in purchasing addition­
al lands to be sold to Texas veterans of 
World War II, and to Texas veterans of 
service in the armed forces* of the United 
States of America subsequent to 1945, as 
may be included within this program by 
legislative Act, in like manner as pro­
vided for the sale of lands purchased with 
the proceeds from the sales of the bonds, 
provided for herein, for a period ending 
December 1, 1959 ; provided, however, that 
so much of such monies as may be neces­
sary during the period ending December 
1, 1959, to pay the principal of and inter­
est on the bonds heretofore issued and on 
bonds hereafter issued by the Veterans’

lands purchased with the proceeds from the 
sales of the bonds provided for herein, for 
a period ending December 1, 1965; pro­
vided, however, that so much of such 
monies as may be necessary to pay inter­
est on the additional bonds herein pro­
vided for shall be set aside for that pur- m 
pose.

Lubbock County in January 1956 
contained about 4,630,000 acre-feet 
of ground water available for 
pumping. In 1938 Lubbock County 
contained about 7,350,000 acre-feet 
of ground water available for 
pumping and about 2.720.000 acre- 
feet or 37 percent of the water was 
pumped from 1938 to 1956.

According to inventory taken in 
jMre fall of 1955, Parmer County's 
ground water storage (available 

for pumping) totals 13,600,000 
acre-feet. This is more than any 
other county in the High Plains 
District.
All of Lubbock County, about 

570,000 acres, is within the bound­
ary of the Water District. The ac­
companying maps were prepared 
from data compiled from a study of

êbout 1,600 logs of water wells and 
bout 400 measurements of water 

levels in wells.
The volume of water remaining 

in the underground reservoir was 
determined by substracting the 
volume of material unwatered since 
1938 from the total volume of sat­
urated material in 1938 and multi­
plying the remainder by the coeffi­
cient of storage of 15 percent.

Some of the irrigation wells in 
t n o r t h  central part of Lubbock 
County draw water from crevices 
and solution channels in limestone 
strata in the Cretaceous rocks, 
which underlie the Ogallala forma­
tion in that area. Pumping from the 
so-called “ crevice wells”  causes a 
decline of the water table in the 
Ogallala formation; therefore, it is 
evident that the water in the cre­
vices and solution channels is de­
rived from water in storage in the 
ggallala formation.

The thickness of the water-bear­
ing material in the Ogallala forma­
tion underlying any particular 
farm, therefore/is a practical mea­
sure for the determination of the 
quantity of water in storage avail­
able for pumping.

Some areas in the eastern part 
of Lubbock County have a hundred 
or more feet of water-bearing ma­
terial. However, some of the irri­
gation wells have rather meager 
yields in gallons per minute. Logs 
of many of the wells in the eastern 
part of the county show that the 
Ogallala formation consists mainly 
of very fine-grained sandy clay and 
clay. These fine-grained materials 
reduce the permeability of the 
water-bearing strata, and are re­
sponsible for the meager yields of

the wells.
The approximate quantity of un­

derground water in storage, avail­
able for pumping, beneath an indi­
vidual farm may be determined by 
multiplying the number of acres in 
the farm by the thickness of the 
water-beàring strata underlying the 
farm and then multiplying by the 
storage coefficient of 15 percent.

may ride buses for the purpose of 
attending private schools.

“ Houses and apartments that are 
furnished are needed for new 
teachers,”  he said. “ We also need 
bedrooms and bedrooms with kitch­
en privileges for single men and 
single women. No unfurnished 
houses or apartments are needed.”

Ed Duke, the new bus foreman, 
says the fleet will be ready for 
operation by time school starts. 
Four old buses have been repaired 
and re-painted. The sports bus and 
one other will be reconditioned be­
fore the opening of school.

The fleet includes 10 regular 
buses and two sports buses.

“ One of our biggest problems this 
year will be congestion in the hall­
ways of the high school,”  says Kel­
ley. “ The building was designed to 
accommodate 200 pupils, and there 
will be approximately 250.”

* *  * *

Pupils, teachers, and visiting par­
ents will note a lot of changes 
around the premises this fall. Here 
is a brief resume of changes which 
have been wrought during vaca­
tion time:

The old band hall has been re­
modeled into classrooms for physi­
cal education. The agriculture lab 
room has been converted into a 
classroom for solid geometry and 
trigonometry.

In the field house, a new floor 
has been added and showers re­
paired.

The gym floors have been re­
finished as have the bleachers and 
dressing rooms.

In the cafeteria, floors have been 
repaired, broken tile replaced, and 
tile installed in the entrance hall.

A new building has been erect­
ed for storage, and an additional 
baking oven and deep fat fryer 
has been added, too.

In the grade school, four rooms 
have been repainted, and 36-inch 
wainscoating has been put in five 
upstairs rooms. “ This wainscoat­
ing is a trend which is being fol­
lowed all over the state,”  says 
Kelley. “ It was recommended by

Butler-Kimmell, architects, and has 
been used in the Slaton High 
School and the new Denver City 
High School.”

Floors and halls have been re­
painted in the grade school build­
ing, also.

Playground equipment has been 
moved from the south of the grade 
school to the elementary play­
ground. A “ Jungle Gym”  contain­
ing 450 feet of pipe, has been add­
ed.

The furniture in the elementary 
building has been refinished. New 
folding chairs have been purchased 
for the music department. Addi­
tional shelves have been built .in 
the library.

A new projector has been bought 
for the school, and new furniture 
has been purchased for two class­
rooms in high school. The desks 
have plastic tops and coral bases. 
Additional shelves have been built 
and storage space provided in the 
home economics department.

New and additional blackboards 
and bulletin boards have been 
bought and installed in the grade 
school.

Eighty-one boxes of new text­
books have been received.

Fifth Street, and now Friona will 
be seeking approval for the re­
mainder of the street into the 
downtown area.

The commissioners said they felt 
that the expansion would include 
some of the portions of the city 
which need drainage the most.

If the plan is approved, assess­
ments against property owners 
for curb and gutter will be made 
by the city, and the Highway De­
partment likely will install their 
paving next spring, at no cost to 
the city or individuals.

* * * *

The possibility of a suit against 
Parmer County by the City of 
Friona came up again at Monday 
night’s meeting, and the commis­
sioners discussed the subject for 
a few minutes.

City Clerk Roy Wilson said that 
word had been received from Ben 
Morning, Amarillo attorney, that 
although his research on the dis­
pute was not complete, he felt 
“ confident”  that he could obtain 
judgment against the county.

The disagreement is one of long­
standing, having to do with pav­
ing which the city commission 
ordered six years ago around Block 
50 in the center of the city. The 
county owns the property, but 
would not authorize installation of 
the paving, and has not paid for 
it in the meantime.

About $4800 is involved.
Clerk Wilson read a letter from 

E. T. Cummings of Canyon, city- 
auditor, who recommended that 
the city “ charge off”  the cost of 
the paving, and attempt to obtain 
a deed to the property from the 
county.

Although Commissioners J. G. 
McFarland and J. L. Marcum and 
Mayor A. W. Anthony discussed 
the subject for a few minutes, they 
gave no further indication of what 
the city’s next move in the dispute 
will be.

Previously, they have indicated 
a desire to go ahead with the suit 
if attorneys considered it pos­
sible for the city to win.

Cotton Is Early--

For Good Yields
A survey of the cotton crop pic- 

in the Parmer County area 
week revealed conditions are 

looking good to excellent in most 
cases. As a whole, this is the 
earliest cotton crop the area has 
managed in recent years.

County Agent Joe Jones, after 
checking conditions, reported that 
although the picture is a pleasant 
one at the present time, there still 
are many factors to be considered 
before the crop will be “ in the 
b # ”

"Farm ers should begin bear­
ing down now to insure top 
quality cotton this fall," he said, 
and emphasized, "The ginner 
won't be able to deliver better 
cotton than the farmer takes to 
him, no matter how good the gin­
ning equipment may be."
This year, owing to the early 

start of the crop, the possibilities 
for advantageous use of defoliants 
¿^greater than has been true in 
prior harvest seasons, believes the 
agent.

De-leafing the crop with chemi­
cals in order that mechanical har­
vesting can be accomplished may 
result in farmers being able to de­
liver cotton with quality this year 
comparable to hand-pulled cotton.

There are three main things 
which cotton growers need to keep 
their eyes peeled for between now 
aftl the time the bolls begin to 
open, believes Jones. Those are:

1. Watch for the appearance of 
cotton bollworms, which can re­
sult not only in the knocking off 
of part of the crop, but the spot­
ting and down-grading of addi­
tional cotton.

2. Stop irrigation early enough 
to insure that the cotton plants 
will have time to fully mature 
before the expected freezing date. 

4# 3. Gather the cotton when dry
and fluffy—don't tromp it into the 
trailer.

* * * *
“ Last year served as a grim re­

minder of what can happen when 
farmers try to gamble with West

Texas weather," said Jones. “ Soon­
er or later, all find out that it is 
costly to try to outguess Mother 
Nature.”

For that reason, the agent sug­
gests that farmers lay off their 
watering around the middle of Au­
gust, and look on August 20 as be­
ing the latest practical date for 
irrigation.

Late freezes of 1953 and 1954 
caused farmers to believe that it 
is profitable to water into Septem­
ber. Farmers who did quit water­
ing early looked at their neighbors 
who may have watered late, and 
decided they had made a mis­
judgement.

However, the law of averages 
more than caught up with many 
last fall, when the October 5 kill­
ing freeze caught considerable cot­
ton in a green, sappy condition, re­
sulting in the loss of thousands of 
dollars of what otherwise would 
have been good fiber.

“ Gambling by watering late 
can’t pay off, because there isn’t 
enough at stake in extra cotton,”  
believes Jones. “ The cotton that 
will be put on after the last ir­
rigation would have time to make, 
but in most cases because the 
plants are already loaded, it will 
be ‘thrown off.’ ”

On defoliants, they should be ap­
plied at least 35 days after the 
period of maximum flower load. 
This permits maximum staple 
length development.

Another way to time the appli­
cation would be 30 days after cot­
ton quits making “ cut out”  or 
when the youngest bolls expected 
to make cotton are 30 days old.

Application should be made two 
to three weeks prior to intended 
picking. When 50 percent or more 
of the bolls are open, it is safe for 
most defoliants to be applied.

These dates depend, naturally, 
on the stage of maturity of the 
cotton, but normally may be ex­
pected to be around the last of 
September into the early part of 
October, says the county agent.

Have you hung new or freshly 
laundered white nylon curtains to 
discover a short time later that 
they look grayish? Does your 
plastic upholstery seem to be a 
constant dust catcher?

If so, here’s one reason. Ex­
tension home management special­
ists say friction causes static 
electricity in synthetic fibers. This 
charge is slightly negative and dust 
has a positive charge. Thus, dust 
that is stirred up in the room, is 
attracted to them, just as iron 
is to a magnet.

Most manufacturers are solving 
this problem by using a permanent 
anti-static finish. But if you have 
some nylon curtains or plastics 
without this special finish, you can 
eliminate their dust-catching 
habits.

Simply add a few drops of vin­
egar to the rinse water when wash­
ing synthetic curtains or plastics. 
The vinegar acts as an anti-static 
solution and eliminates the attrac­
tion for dust.

* * * *
Most every cook gets caught with­

out a certain ingredient at one 
time or another. With proper 
know-how you can make some 
quick substitutions. Here are some 
equivalents which may help you 
out of a difficulty sometime.

For 1 cup butter or margarine, 
use % cup lard, or % cup oil, or
1 cup hydrogenated fat. Add about 
Vz teaspoon salt with each, if de­
sired.

For 1 square (ounce) chocolate, 
substitute 3 or 4 tablespoons cocoa 
plus Vz tablespoon fat.

You may use 2 egg yolks instead 
of 1 whole egg for thickening or 
baking.

In baking, if recipe calls for 
sweet milk and baking powder, 
use an equal amount of sour milk 
plus Vz teaspoon soda per cup. 
Each half teaspoon soda with 1 
cup sour milk takes the place of
2 teaspoons baking powder and 
1 cup sweet milk.

If recipe calls for sour milk in 
baking and you have only sweet 
milk, add 1 tablespoon vinegar, or 
1 tablespoon lemon juice, or 1% 
teaspoons cream of tartar to 1 
cup sweet milk.

For 1 cup cake flour for baking, 
substitute % cup all-purpose flour.

One tablespoon granulated ta­
pioca or Vz tablespoon cornstarch 
is equivalent to 1 tablespoon flour 
when used for thickening.

In baking bread, for 1 cup all­
purpose flour, you may substitute 
up to Vz cup bran, or whole wheat 
flour, or corn meal plus enough 
all-purpose flour to fill cup.

More about the conservation of 

our irrigation water:
Tail water is not the only loss of 

water. Many farmers have rows 
that are too long. In order to get 
the water out to the lower end of 
the rows, it has to stay on the 
upper end longer than necessary. 
The results are that the upper end 
is wet deeper than the roots will 
go. All water that goes deeper 
than the root zone is wasted.

Many fields have a good crop at 
the upper and lower ends with a 
poor crop in the middle. The Poor 
crop in the middle is probably due 
to lack of moisture. More than 
likely, had the water been used 
properly; there would be a uni­
form crop throughout the field. In 
other words, enough water is be­
ing wasted at the upper and lower 
ends of the field to properly ir­
rigate the middle.

There are many types of systems 
that can be used to conserve our 
underground water. A few methods 
are proper length of rows, level 
rows, to prevent loss of rain water 
and to get even distribution of ir­
rigation water, watering when 
needed, and applying the amount 
of water needed.

If you are interested in analyzing 
your irrigation system, the Soil 
Conservation Service will be glad 
to go over your system and dis­
cuss with you the good and bad 
points.

For Foundation

uses of those crops, for Plains 
farmers.
Huey Whitehurst and Dr. Earl 

Collister of the Foundation were 
at the meeting last week to explain

the proposal. Whitehurst is an as­
sistant to Dr. C. L. Lundell, di­
rector of the Foundation, and Dr. 
Collister is head of plant science 
there.

Officers for the Parmer County 
push include Gilbert Kaltwasser, 
chairman; W. L. Edelmon, vice- 
chairman; Bob Wilson, secretary; 
and W. H. Graham Jr., publicity.

Other counties on the Plains al­
ready organized and in the process 
of collecting funds to make the es­
tablishment possible include Lamb, 
Bailey, Castro and Hale.

Rep. Jesse Osborn of Muleshoe 
is the over-all head of the drive on 
the Plains.

Foundation is receiving much en­
couragement throughout the area, 
and is being asked to explore into 
more fields of research than had 
been anticipated.

“ If we expand to include all the 
phases that people seem to want, 
our budget may go as high as 
$100,000 a year,”  said Whitehurst. 
About $30,000 was the first figure 
mentioned when talk of the field 
station began.

He said that one field in which 
farmers have made many requests 
concerns the commercial produc­
tion of vegetables.

Whitehurst emphasized the need 
for individual support of the plan. 
“ It seems reasonable to think that 
some of the farmers are going to 
have to participate in a program 
to solve some of their own prob­
lems,”  he said.

Substantial contributions have al­
ready been pledged from several 
Plains corporations, and more have 
been hinted. As yet, the “ grass­
roots”  support of farmers has not 
been obtained, and it is this en­
dorsement that the Foundation 
workers are now seeking.

Field stations for the Founda­
tion are not brand new in Texas. 
Three others now are in operation. 
Those include establishments at 
Henderson in East Texas, Corpus 
Christi in the Coastal Bend, and 
Abilene in West Texas.

Kaltwasser, in mapping out the 
work in the county, indicated this 
week that Parmer County has no 
quota, but that he is hoping that 
at least $8,000 yearly can be count­
ed on to help carry on the work 
at the station.

He compared that amount with 
the gross farm income of Parmer 
County, which is about $25,000,000, 
and pointed out that the introduc­
tion of a single new cash crop or 
the only slight improvement of 
existing crops could repay this in­
vestment many times over for the 
county.

“ This is a way that we can help 
ourselves a lot by helping this kind 
of work a little,”  he said. Renner 
work is all privately supported. 
No government agency or aid» of 
any kind is involved.

In reviewing the list of county 
workers, Kaltwasser says that Sam 
Aldridge has replaced G. D. An­
derson in Farwell, and Bedford 
Caldwell will be a Bovina worker, 
rather than Ovid Lawlis as pre­
viously announced.

Hamilton also expressed hope 
that any individuals or groups let 
him know of any suggestions they 
might have for county resolutions 
that would interest farmers. Such 
ideas may be mailed, phoned or 
brought to the Farm Bureau of­
fice, Hamilton said, and the com­
mittee will include them in their 
list of suggested resolutions.

If established, this station will 
make it possible for farmers to 
take their problems directly tc 
the station for expert study and 
scientific analysis.

We believe it’s a truly wonderful 
opportunity for the farmers of our 
area to help themselves.

Floyd Crume of the Soil Con­
servation Service writes a week­
ly column for these farm pages. 
He feels as strongly about water 
conservation as anyone we have 
ever known.

Seldom does he supply an article 
to us that he doesn’t push the need 
for better irrigation practices. We 
know that some farmers are get­
ting sick and tired of hearing peo­
ple tell them how to run their busi­
ness, but we’ll back up Floyd 100 
percent.

There isn’t any way in which the 
water supply problem can be over­
exaggerated. We must deal with 
the shortages of tomorrow by act­
ing TODAY to conserve the won­
derful supply that we now have.

It’s difficult indeed to find anyone 
this summer who will tell us “ our 
water is inexhaustible”  as they 
did a few years—even months— 
ago.

Some farmers used to scoff at 
our concern for water wasting, but 
very few do any more. Just last 
week we heard someone say that 
a deep well on the A. L. Black 
place east of the Hub community 
is “ breaking suction.”

A variety of things could cause 
this difficulty, but it usually means 
that the water table drawdown is 
greater than the capacity of the 
sands to refill the pumping area.

This is especially significant be­
cause in the instance of Black’s

well, it is located in almost the 
exact middle of one of the thick­
est deposits of water-bearing sands 
on the High Plains.

When even our strong water 
weakens, it’s high time that we 
do something to conserve this 
dispensible resource.

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HEALTHY HYBRIDS— If you want to see how hybrid grain sorghums are showing 
up against common types such as Martin’s and Caprock, the Rene Snead farm at 
the Hub is the place to do it. Here Rene shows how he has carefully marked each 
variety in order to distinguish the strains.

Hybrid Sorghums
Growing in Parmer

You may think that hybrid grain 
sorghums are still in the futufe, 
hut if you look around a little bit, 
W>u will discover that a consider­
able number of the area’s farms 
are blossoming forth with small 
and large plots of this new develop­
ment in small grain production on 
the Plains.

Most of the farmers who have 
hybrids this year are planting only 
a few rows or acres to the new 
seed. These are primarily “ experi­
menters”  who want to see how hy- 

v^ids will measure up to other com­
mon varieties which have been 
grown on the Plains for years.

A few farmers have obtained 
seed from commercial sources and 
have considerable acreage. Their 
numbers are very limited, how­
ever.

The largest group of hybrid grow­
ers in the county are those working 
in cooperation with the county 
agent’s office. Seed was secured 

‘through Agent Joe Jones from ex­
periment station locations.

One of the most interesting 
projects of this kind is the farm 
of Rene Snead of the ub com­
munity in central Parmer Coun­
ty, where six varieties of hybrids 
are growing side-by-side with 
Martin's Milo and Caprock.

Four of the hybrids, Texas Nos. 
660, 620, 590, and 611, are from 

A the agent's office, and two, De- 
Wkalb Nos. E-56 ad F-62, were fur­

nished by that company.
All are separately marked and 

are receiving identical treatment.

They will be harvested and weighed 
separately in order that results 
may be exactly compared.

Right now, one variety looks 
much like another, and without the 
signs detailing which rows are 
which, it would be hard to tell the 
difference. The two DeKalb varie­
ties are the only ones which appear 
strikingly different. They have fan­
shaped, open heads.

Snead, who says that judgment 
shouldn’t be passed until after the 
combines have done their work and 
the grain weighed in, admits that 
in appearances at least, the hybrids 
aren’t too impressive.

“ That hybrid maize will sure 
have to go some to beat my Mar­
tin’s,”  he declared, as he looked 
across the field.

Snead’s farm is considered an 
ideal site for experiments of this 
nature. First, he is centrally locat­
ed at the intersection of Highway 
86 and the Muleshoe-Friona farm- 
to-market road.

Then, his land is of the mixed 
type, representing a compromise 
between the tight clays to the north 
and the sandier soil to the south. 
His place lays well, and he is re­
garded as a top farmer.

Agent Jones recommended that 
persons interested in seeing how 
the test is progressing stop by 
where they can see for themselves 
the different strains under identical 
conditions.

Snead pre-irrigated the field, and 
has irrigated twice. He planned 
to irrigate again this week. The

crops are on land that was in cot­
ton last year, and an application of 
66 pounds of anhydrous ammonia 
was applied for a nitrogen boost.

The hybrids are getting a test on 
dryland, too. John West of the Ok­
lahoma Lane community, is grow­
ing nine varieties on an un-irrigat- 
ed tract.

Others who are trying out the hy­
brids (all irrigated) are Cecil

NEWS FROM THE

FARM BUREAU

One of the newest Farm Bureau 
members is Glenn D. Welch. Mr. 
Welch and family live northwest of 
Bovina, where he is employed by 
James Readhimer.

We are glad to see most farmers 
who use gasoline as a farm fuel 
filing for the 2c federal road tax 
refund. Next year, it will be a 3c 
refund, making a total of 8c per 
gallon exemption. Farm Bureau 
has championed both the state and 
federal road tax exemptions for 
farm-used fuels. This channels ap­
proximately thirty-two thousand 
dollars back to the pockets of 
Parmer County farmers each year.

According to USDA reports, real 
markets, including exports for 
farm products, are looking some­
what better. We are hoping that 
milo market prices will exceed the 
loan offer enough that it will move 
from the field to market, instead 
of into government storage. Some 
wheat went that way this season, 
and a trend continuing in that di­
rection would, we believe, bring re­
lief to producers exceeding any 
government assistance possible.

Senate Bill 1135 is one we hope 
doesn’t get far. It proposes making 
Civil Air Patrol and similar civil­
ian defense project workers, auxil­
iary military members. The prom­
ise of disability and retirement 
benefits for workers and members 
of their families is being used to 
promote the bill. A few moves in 
that direction would put most 
Americans under direct supervision 
of military heads. A majority of 
independent civilian families is 
necessary to a continuing demo­
cratic nation like ours.

If farmers will take as much in­
terest in the establishment of the 
Texas Research Foundation sub­
station as their bankers and other 
business friends have expressed so 
far, we believe it will be estab­
lished. The proposed project would 
benefit the farmer first, and the 
interest of others is significant.

English Farm Student Visits
A mutual interest in the breed­

ing of the Southdown sheep, and in 
farming in general, has helped to 
bring together two young men, one 
American and the other English, 
for the second time. The young 
Englishman was a guest in the 
home of his friend and his family, 
Cary Joe Magness, and his par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Clyde Magness, 
the past week.

John Craig, the 24-year-old Eng­
lishman, who is visiting the United 
States as a representative of rural 
young people in England under the 
International Farm Youth Ex­
change, and the local boy met one 
another when Cary Joe was sta­
tioned in Europe with the Army. 
Cary Joe, during a leave, toured 
several countries and while in Eng­
land, inquired about visiting a farm 
which was noted for its Southdown 
sheep. He was referred to the farm 
of John Craig Sr.

There he met John Craig Jr. for 
the first time. When the new friend 
learned that he had been selected 
as a representative to tour this 
country, he wrote Gary Joe, hoping 
they could see one another again.

The IFYE is a project of the Na­
tional 4-H Club Foundation.

After eight weeks of living on 
farms in New Mexico in conjunc­
tion with IFYE program, John was 
given a week to spend as he wished 
and he chose to visit his friend in 
Farwell.

John lives in the village of ,Ring- 
mer, Lewes Sussex England, where 
he is associated with his father 
in farming 1100 acres. Milk is the 
main enterprise, and crops of 
wheat and potatoes are grown com­
mercially. Oats, hay and silage are 
farmed for use on the farm. The 
Craigs have a flock of 200 South- 
down sheep. Besides John and his 
one brother, 23 full-time workers 
are employed on the farm. John 
Sr. is principally occupied with 
business committees and duties 
having to do with agriculture, the 
young man says, and leaves much 
of the farm management to his 
partner, John’s uncle. Cary Joe ex­
plains that the older Craig is one 
of the better known livestock 
judges in England.

Employees of the farm have cot­
tages there on the farm.

Asked about equipment used on 
the 1100 acres, John named five 
tractors and five horses, also mis­
cellaneous machinery. He added 
that the tractors on the farm are 
all manufactured in the United 
States. The horses are used for 
carting feedstuff and carting off 
root crops when the ground is too 
wet for heavy crops. The Craig 
estate is unusual in that only about

three percent of English farms can 
boast this many acres.

John was interviewed by two 
selection committees before he 
went before the third committee in 
London to determine his eligibility 
for being a representative of IFYE. 
Nineteen young people from the 
United Kingdom were named to 
make the trip. One of the qualifi­
cations is that those selected must 
be a member of the Young Farmer 
(4-H) club.

He has beep a member for 11 
years, and has at one time held 
most of the club offices.

He left his home country May 4 
and docked in New York on the 
Britannica on May 12. After five 
days orientation in Washington, he 
took the bus for New Mexico, the 
state assigned to him, as his host 
state. He stayed with six different 
families, trying to grasp the rou­
tine of farm life in that area.

His next stop was Farwell, and 
his host showed him every phase of 
farming in this area. He has seen 
the irrigation procedures, the feed 
lots in the area, the elevators, and 
a seed plant where he learned 
something about seed production.

Just for fun, a group of young 
men took him to Alamogordo to try 
his luck at water skiing. John was­
n’t too excited about his ability at 
the sport, although he considered 
it a unique experience.

According to his observations, he 
has noticed little difference in the 
methods of land conservation in 
the United States and England. 
They do not irrigate on their 1100- 
acre tract, but several experiment 
stations in the country are testing 

feasibility of irrigation for Eng­

land.
The most impressive feature 

about his visit has been the people.
“ People are so friendly,”  he says, 
and too, “ you have to go a long 
way to get anywhere here.”

The Craig farm is situated on the 
South Downs, a range of hills where 
the Southdown sheep originated. 
It is an old farming section, and 
John thought their farm had been 
in cultivation at least .since the 
1300’s. Their Village Church dates 
back to that time.

The farm is situated only a few 
miles from the English channel 
and elevation is 20 feet ranging to 
about 400 feet near the Downs. Av­
erage rainfall is 25 inches, and 
temperature this time of year is 
usually from 65 to 75 degrees.

The visitor left Farwell Sunday 
morning for Ames, Iowa, for a 
4-day conference with the other 
delegates, before he goes to Mary­
land for more study on farming 
practices. He will return to Eng­
land September 19 on the Queen 
Mary.

Explaining the Farm Youth Ex­
change project further, this pro­
ject is designed so farin youth 
from the U. S. can live and work 
with farm families in other coun-

tries, and vice versa. The Ex­
change now includes about 50
countries.

The project is dedicated to the 
belief that understanding people is 
the foundation of world peace, and 
by learning another way of life by 
living it, rural young people can 
better understand the problems and 
attitudes of those in other parts of 
the world.

Participants have farm experi­
ence, secondary school education, 
faith in the project, and a desire to 
know and understand other people.
