THE GOVERNMENT decided a
number of years ago that our
country needed a welfare program.

So it devised a program to
provide money for mothers whose
spouses had left; certain workers
who could not get a job, efc.

The result of all this is several
generations of welfare recipients. It
became possible to get more money
from Uncle Sam by having more
children.

So the mothers on welfare
simply continued to have babies.

At a ime when the government
was urging its responsible citizens
to participate in "Zero Population
Growth" on the one hand, it
continued to up its ante to millions
of mothers, some addicted to crack
or other drugs, who are basically
being paid to breed.

The government decided that the
poor needed food stamps, in order to
be able to purchase the food they
needed for themselves and their
families. Congress agreed.

Food stamp fraud has no doubt
cost American taxpayers more
money than any other government
program. Food stamps have been
used to buy everything from
cigarettes to illicit drugs.

America has spent $100 billion
on the "Drug War." Two adminis-
trations have made the Drug War
their trop priority, and yet at this
time there are more Americans
addicted to drugs than ever before.

This is the same government
that wants to furnish you a
comprehensive federal health
program. With the government's
track record on welfare, hey gov:
hurry and get it going. It's bound to
be a rollicking success.

Have you ever applied for a
government grant? Or for govern-
ment money or assistance of any
kind? Makes you wonder what it
will be like to apply for an
emergency appendectomy, or heart
surgery, cancer treatment, or what-
ever your medical need might be.

If you have ever had any dealings
with the government at all, then
you're bound to have reservations as
to how a national health plan could
work.

Many elderly people,when faced
with the red tape involved in
applying for Medicare, Social
Security and other benefits, simply
give up in frustration.

Virtually all farmers have had
dealings with the government,
through the farm programs. I'm
sure that after their experience in
dealing with Uncle Sam in the
farming business, farmers will be
ready to race to their mailbox with
their federal health premiums.

And about those premiums.
Have you noticed the news articles
which indicate that 25 to 40 per
cent of Americans most probably
will be paying higher premiums
than they are today, for what is
generally anticipated to be
considerably less coverage (and for
darned sure less control over which
doctor they would see, when, etc).

The ten most dreaded words in
the English language have always
been "I'm from the government, and
I'm here to help you." And this
apparently will apply to the
national health plan, just as
assuredly as it does to the thousands
of other programs, for which our
tax dollars are expended.

Looks from here as though there
ought always to be certain things
that Americans should expect to
provide for themselves, without the
help and/or interference of their
government.

If you counted these main items
on the fingers of one hand, health
care should definitely be one of the
first things to qualify.

SPS To Close |

Friona

Office

The City of Friona received a bombshell this week when
Southwestern Public Service Company announced that it would
close its Friona office as of November 15, 1993.

(It also was announced that Bovina's collection
station would be closed as of the same date).

City officials, in conjunction with the Friona Chamber of
Commerce and Agriculture, have mounted a campaign to

protest the closure.

Petitions have been started, and are located in 17 business
places, including Friona State Bank, the City Hall, D. L.'s,
Parmer County Community Hospital and thhe School offices.

Anyone wishing to sign the petitions is urged to do so at
their earliest convenience, so they may be taken to S.P.S.

officials this coming week.

S.P.S. plans to keep a serviceman in Friona. Danny Fiel,
Friona's local manager, will remain based in Friona, as will
serviceman Jon Hendrickson, to provide service to customers.

Mayor Clarence Monroe pointed out that it was the city's
experience that a large percentage of the residents pay their
utility bills with cash, rather than by check. This being the case,
the closure of the office will impose a major inconvenience on a

number of electrical customers.

After November 15, bills will either have to be
paid in Hereford, or mailed to S.P.S. there.

A petition is hkew:sc being started in Bovina, which has
been serviced out of the Friona office since the closure of its
office a few years earlier. Bovina customers of S.P.S. will
now have to pay their bills in Hereford, 35 miles away.

Fiel said the company regrets having to close the Friona
office, but said that changing economic times are necessitating

cost reductions.

"In this case, cost reductions mean operating with fewer
people," Fiel said. "We're pleased that these company changes
are able to occur through attrition. Our office clerk recently
submitted her resignation, so no employees are being laid off."

Voters Favor Nine
Amendments Here

County voters favored nine of
the 16 constitutional amendments
in voting on Tuesday, with 14 of
the propositions being passed
statewide.

Voters locally mirrored those
statewide in mandating that before
the legislature can pass a state
income tax, the proposition will
have to be submitted to the voters.
The county totals were 578 in favor
and 208 opposed to this
amendment.

Although voters across the state
were in mostly a "favorable" mood,
they did turn down number 16,
which would have provided $75
million in new bond proceeds for
economic devlopment in rural areas.
This proposition only received
58.5% approval in Parmer County,
which could have benefitted.

State voters likewise nixed

number one on the ballot, which
would have provided $50 million in
bonds to aid in the start-up and
expansion of minority businesses.

This also failed in Parmer County,
665-125.

Amendment #14, which is to
provide additional funds prison
facilities and MH/MR, passed
statewide, but was given a "nay" in
Parmer County, 434-347.

County voters also were against
#2 (a tax exemption for businesses
on pollution control), 489-279:
number 5 (minimum requirements
for county sheriff candidates), 435-
336; number 7 (assisting
corporations in raising capital),
433-296; number 9 (assisting
victims of tax sales), 398-332: and
number 10 (veterans land and
housing bonds), 414-357.

Auto Theft
Program
Announced

H.E.A.T., or "Help End Auto
Theft," is a voluntary statewide
vehicle theft-prevention program
designed to help reduce auto theft
in Texas.

A vehicle owner may register
his/her vehicle with a participating
local law enforcement agency.
Allowing peace officers to stop the
registered vehicle between 1 and 5
a.m. to determine whether the
vehicle is being operated by the
owner or with the owner's
permission.

Owners may also voluntarily
extend the authority to stop the
vehicle whenever the vehicle
crosses or is about to cross the
border into Mexico.

Vehicles may be registered at
Parmer County Sheriff's Office, at
401 Third Street, Farwell, Monday
through Friday between the hours
of 830 am and 5 p.m.
Registration fee is $2 per vehicle.

It's pie season--pumpkin pie
for Halloween--pecan pie for
Thanksgiving--cream cheese pie for
Christmas. Those are my favorites.

But, no matter what the filling,
it's the crust that can make or break
a pie. Graham cracker and/or
cookie crusts probably are the
easiest to make. On the other hand,
pastry crusts tend to have the most
variables that can go wrong.

For the best possible crusts,
follow these tips:

*Use chilled shortening and/or
butter.

*Use iced water.

*Do not pull or stretch dough
when placing it into the pie plate.
Pulling and stretching will cause
the crust to shrink during baking;
instead, roll the dough large
enough--at least one inch larger
than the inverted pie plate.

*Do not overhandle the dough
during mixing and rolling.
Overhandling causes the crust to be
tough.

*If the edges of the crust are
browning too quickly, cover the
edge or top of the crust with foil
after the pie has begun to brown.

*Use glass or dull metal pie
plates for baked pastry shells.
Reserve shiny metal pans for crumb
crusts. The shiny metal prevents
the crust from browning properly.

*If the pastry must be baked
without a filling, prick the bottom
and edges of the unbaked crust with
a fork.

Try the following pie crust
recipes with your favorite pie
recipe:

SINGLE PASTRY CRUST
1-1/3 cups all-purpose flour
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/2 cup shortening
3 tablespoons cold water

Combine the flour and salt in a
medium bowl. Using a pastry
blender or two knives, cut the
shortening into the flour until the
mixture forms pea-sized chunks.
Sprinkle the water, one tablespoon
at a time, over the flour mixture;
toss with a fork after each addition.
Lightly stir the mixture with a fork
until the dough forms a ball. Pat
the dough into a 6-inch flat circle.
Place the circle on a floured surface

il

and roll into a larger circle with a
floured rolling pin. Trim the large
circle to one inch larger than an
inverted pie plate. Loosen the
dough carefully from the surface.
Fold the circle into quarters. Place
the folded circle in the pie plate and
unfold; press the circle into the pie
plate. Fold the edge under, and
decorate the edge as desired. Use in
recipe that calls for an unbaked 9-
inch pastry shell. Bake according
to recipe.

DOUBLE PASTRY CRUST
2 cups all-purpose flour
1 teaspoon salt
3/4 cup shortening
5 tablespoons cold water

Combine the flour and salt in a
medium bowl. Using a pastry
blender or two knives, cut the
shortening into the flour until the
mixture forms pea-sized chunks.
Sprinkle the water, one tablespoon
at a time, over the flour mixture;
toss with a fork after each addition.
Lightly stir the mixture with a fork
until the dough forms a ball. Pat
the dough into two 6-inch flat
circles. Place one circle on a
floured surface and roll into a larger
circle with a floured rolling pin.
Trim the large circle to one inch
larger than an inverted pie plate.
Loosen the dough carefully from
the surface. Fold the circle into
quarters. Place the folded circle in
the pie plate and unfold; press the
circle into the pie plate. Roll out
the top crust. Trim the edge of the
bottom crust even with the edge of
the pie plate. Add the filling as
directed in the pie recipe. Moisten
the pastry edge with water. Place
top crust over filled pie. Fold the
top edge under the bottom edge;

Combine the flour and salt in a

medium bowl. Using a pastry
blender or two knives, cut the
butter and shortening into the flour
until the mixture forms pea-sized
chunks. Add the yolk and mix
lightly until the dough begins to
cling together. Sprinkle the water,
one tablespoon at a time, over the
flour mixture; toss with a fork after
each addition. Lightly stir the
mixture with a fork until the dough
forms a ball. Pat the dough into
two 6-inch flat circles. Place one
circle on a floured surface and roll
into a larger circle with floured
rolling pin. Trim the large circle to
one inch larger than an inverted pie
plate. Loosen the dough carefully
from the surface. Fold the circle
into quarters. Place the folded circle
in the pie plate and unfold; press
the circle into the pie plate. Roll
out the top crust. Trim the edge of
the bottom crust even with the edge
of the pie plate. Add the filling as
directed in the pie recipe. Moisten
the pastry edge with water. Place
top crust over filled pie. Fold the
top edge under the bottom edge;
decorate edge as desire. Cut slits in
top crust for steam to escape.

Floaters And
Flashers

Seeing "spots" before your eyes? Some
people see what seem to be semitransparent
bodies floating in the field of vision--annoying
but, fortunately, usually not serious. They are
usually the shadows cast on the retina by small

bits floating in the vitreous humor, the substance that fills the eyeball.
The spots may take the form of lines, spots, webs or clusters of dots.

If, however, the floaters are accompanied by flashing lights in the
peripheral vision field, there is reason for concern; the cause may be
retinal detachment, an emergency situation.

Occasionally, flashers may occur in older eyes when the vitreous
humor begins to liquefy. Then eye movements put the gel's attachment
to the retina under intermittent tension. It is the mechanical stimulation
of the retina that causes the flashing lights. If they are accompanied by a
decrease in the visual field or the sense of a "veiling" of the eye, the
optometrist should be seen promptly.

A New Breed of Mutual
Funds Enters the Market

There's a new breed of income
mutual funds on the market whose
goal is to maximize yield while
limiting volatility. The funds are
targeted to investors who have
abandoned certificates of deposit
(CDs) because of record low interest
rates but who are reluctant to
commit to long-term bonds.

These funds typically contain
three types of investments: (1) U.S.
government bonds, (2) high-yield
bonds, and (3) foreign bonds. This
diversification is designed to reduce
risk because the three markets
seldom react the same way to
economic views. More often than
not, as one of the three is falling,
the others are rising.

The funds' flexibility allows
them to seek and buy the highest
yields wherever they can be found.
High yields are often available in
the international markets, even

among investment-grade bonds.

If this is true, why not invest
exclusively in high-yield foreign
bonds? Some funds do limit their
portfolios to foreign markets, but
that is not the objective of this new
breed of income funds.

Foreign bonds carry the risks
of interest-rate fluctuations and
currency exchange. If both of these
factors were to move against the
market simultaneously, the result
would be a severe drop in the value
of foreign bonds.

The 1992 turmoil in the
European currency markets put the
new mutual funds through the ir
first test. During that time, when
some currencies dropped as much as
15 per cent, "share prices (of these
funds) varied only a few cents,"
according to Mutual Fund News
Service.

This stability resulted from the
fact that the funds were not
overexposed to any one currency.
Investment positions were
diversified where there was
significant currency risk, and
maturities were kept relatively

short. The biggest protection,
however, was that only a portion of
the portfolio was invested abroad.
The overall stability of the U.S.
government market and the high-
yield market balanced the decline in
the foreign markets.

These new income funds
attempt to be mutual funds for all
seasons. The fund managers hope
that by diversifying among these
categories of bonds and limiting
volatility, investors will stay with
their investments rather than
bailing out when economic
conditions change.

The jury is still out on the new
income funds and probably will be
until the funds have established a
record. Typically, high income
means high risk. In the future, a
wider, more assessable world
market may offer new oppor-
tunities.
