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The Board of Insurance Com-
missioners have come out i a
statement that there can be no re-
bates in the Texas Motor Vehicle
Safety Responsibility Act. Nor
can insurance be written lawful-
ly at a lower rate than the law
specifies. While no local insur-
ance firms so far as we knew
have had any advertising about
the matter one way or another,
or have even stated whether they
will write such insurance, it ap-
pears that some papers over the
state have had such advertising,
some of which the Commission
did not think would meet legal
requirements, and cited * Section
7 of Article 4682b of the law.
And also that it possibly violated
Section 22, Article 5062b. This
law goes into effect January 1,
1952, and carries with it respon-
sibility damage up to $15,000 in
a wreck that causes death or ser-
ious injury to people traveling the
highways. The Herald has read
much criticism of the law in the
“People’s Columns” in many of
the dailies. Most of these writers

seem to think the law was created

articles that were strong for the
law, and cited the fact that.they
had had personal experience.
That some careless or drunken|
driver had run into them caus-|
ing much damage, injuries and
perhaps a death or two in the)
family. The driver of the car that
caused the havoe, perhaps an old |
wreck without brakes, didn't|
have a dime outside his old ja-
lopy. Therefore, the injured ones
not only had to endure death,
injury and wreck of their”owyn
car, but all other monetary dam-
ages, such as hospital bills, a new
car, elc. A great majority of the
States already have such a law,
and it will not be many years
until all have such laws, and
people might as w2l resign them-
selves to such a law. Yes, it is
$35 per year or more. But there
is nothing compulsory about the
law.

Well Cooked

AUSTIN. — As the weather
turns cooler our thoughts turn to
pork roast dinners, or perhaps
to waffles and sausage suppers.
Pork is a palatable food, rich in
protein, fat and vitamins. Prop.
erly prepared, it is a wise choige
of food. Properly cooked pork is
gray throughout. Undercooked
pork is pink in color and should
not be eaten because it is a
common source of the disease
trichinosis, says Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer.

“You are perfectly safe from
this disease as long as you eat
of hogs that did not have trichi-
nosis when they were butchered.
But, the danger is real as long
as you buy pork and pork pro-
ducts without finding out where
they came from. It is equally
real as long as you are not care.
ful about what your own hogs
eat. Most hog trichinosis comes
from hogs eating uncooked gar-
bage.
